GERMAN STUDENTS

AREMOSTTHORODGH

Interesting Methods Learned by
American Teachers While

Abroad.

Berlin, Aug. 17 Three hundred and
fifty American teachers are American
izlng Berlin This week. Prof. H. H
Fick. of Cincinnati, president of the

n Teachers' Association,
under whose auspices the teachers are
traveling in Germany, is enthusiastic
over the reception of the party

in the Fatherland. The majority
of the party will sail on the Grosser
KUrfurst on August 22. Prof. Fick said:

"Everywhere our German hosts gave
us a 'magnificent welcome All hills
were decorated with the American col-
ors. On the banks of the Rhine enthu-
siastic crowds waved hearty greetings
and cannon fired salutes in some ot
the cities hundreds of school children
welcomed the visitors. The children
were all dressed in white and wore rose
wreaths. In other cities, practically
the whole population turned out to greet
us.

"The party has learned much from
the Investigation of German educational
methods and conditions, and we realize
that German education must be our
model in discipline, thoroughness, and
concentration. The tests of German
boys and girls revealed that their learn-
ing covers a far wider field than the
American system. All remembered last
j ear's work, which cannot be said ot
American children. Concentration and
attention were everywhere noticeable in
the German schools."

Prof. Fick believes the Prussian sys
tem of Insuring a retired teacher at
least 60 per cent of the entire salary
and sometimes 80 per cent Is very recom- -

mendable, as it qualities discrepancies in
the German pay roll, tends to keep
teachers in the profession and develops
a higher type of instructors.

CROOKED GAMBLERS

Two Men, Said to Be Americans,

Caught in Act of Fixing
Roulette Wheels.

Paris. Aug. 17 A decree of expulsion
has just been issued against a coup!
of ingenious gentlemen said to b
American citizens. Last May tho two
friends entered the shop of a maker ol
gambling apparatus and offered to bu
his business. The offer being refused.
they ordered a J100 roulette table, which
was delivered on June "A. Tho mer
chant, in the meantime, had been mak-
ing Inquiries about his curious clients,
and learned that one of them had been
gaining large sums at the roulette table
In Italy. His suspicions were confirmed
when one of his emploves told him of
a conversation with the two friends,
in which the following proppal was
made to him. "Whenever jou have a
roulette to deliver at a gimlng house,
bring it quietly to us We shall keep
It an hour nr two, arid then jou can
take It to its destination In return we
will make you an allowance of $30 a
montn, and ilo for each roulette. '

The merchant, who had been further
struck by the fact that the roulette
ordered had been thrice brojght back
by Its purchasers for certain readjust-
ments, informed the (police, and the
chief of the department which deals
with gaming, having examined the fa
mous roulette, pronounced It faked
From the proposal made to the empioje
it seems probable that the two swindlers
Intended to substitute faked roulettes
for those of the maker. Learning where
their doctored machines had been set
up, they could obviously have plajed
with the certainty of winning. Hence
forward France will offer no field for
their talents.
