The papers charge that the method by
which Gibson collected the $557,000 Rellly
claim from the Cuban cabinet was In-

sulting. The young newspaper man who
attacked Gibson in the street here, after
being arrested and released, has been
rearrested. Indicted, and Immediately re-

leased on bail.
The Rellly claim was for the final pay-

ment for the Clenfuegos water works,
installed by Hugh Rellly, an American
contractor, who was compelled to appeal
to President Taft to coUect the claim.
Gibson went personally before the Cuban
cabinet and literally forced the govern-
ment secretaries to draw a check on
the National Bank for the sum Involved.
Even then Gibson did not leave the
council chamber, but sent a messenger
to the bank for the money, which v. as
then turned over" to Rellly.

Papers Filled with Insults.
The papers are filled with Insults to

Gibson, and the Cuban government Is
making no effort to suppress publication
of the dlatrlabes. The greatest Insult Is
published In El Slglo, a paper owned by
Gen. Machado, until recently a member
of the cabinet. In a large box on the
first page El Slglo prints a "challenge to
Gibson" as follows:

'Gibson, you are a coward. Tou are a
miserable representative of a great na-

tion which Insults the weak. Men like
jou are not men, but insects. Why don't
You demonstrate that jou are capable of

.facing a man. When you are represent
ing a great nation to a weak, people win
think that I hae slapped jou. This
will be read eery where, and it will dem-

onstrate that you are a miserable being,
who in the name of a great nation In-

sults a weak one and later does not
know how to fight a son of that weak
nation who throws Into jour face Insults
which no man of honor would tolerate.
You see there Is nfc elegant language
for jou, but I hate said this as brusquely,
rudelj'. and grossly as jou hae Insulted
Cuba "

Ultimatum Given
by United States

The State Department yesterday noil- -

fed both the, Cuban Legation In Wash
ington and the .American Legation In
Havana that It attaches the greatest Im-

portance to the adequate punishment ot
the reporter named iiaza, wno assauiiea
Charge d Affaires Gibson, of the Ameri
can Legation, in Haana Tuesday night.
The demand for his punishment, which,
in spite of Its protestations, the Cuban
goernment seems little Inclined to ac
cede to, will be Insisted upon until the
State Department is satisfied that proper
measures hae been taken. Mr Gibson
notified the department jesterday that

WILSON INVADES

PENNSYLVANIA;

SPEAKS 5 TIMES

Covers 500 Miles and Shakes Hand
with 5,000 People Along

the Way.

ATTACKS COL. ROOSEVELT

Seagirt. N. J, Aug. Wilson
made a whirlwind Invasion of Pennsyl-
vania delivered five stirring
speeches instead of one, as had been
planned, shook hands with more than
5,000 people, and was accorded an ova
tion that was almost continuous irom
the time he left Philadelphia at 8 o'clock
until he crossed the State line Into New
Jersey at sundown, after having covered
about GOO miles.

Despite . his announced determination
not to make any speeches
In this campaign, the Governor tm
practically forced to speak from the
platform of his car at Lancaster, the
first stop after leaving Philadelphia. A
crond of 5.000 had gathered at the sta
tion. They Insisted upon a speech, and
the Governor said a few words from
either sldo of the train. At Harrlsburg.
where the next stop was made, the Gov-

ernor shook hands with several hundred
people. The big speech of the day was
mads at Williams Grove, where the
Pennsvlvanla State fair is being held.
It was delivered to about 5,000 people In
the auditorium. The crowd outside
clantbred for a speech when the Gov
ernor came out. and he repeated as near
ly as nossible what he had said insiae.
This speech was listened to by perhaps
S.000

Disables Wilson's Hand.
The Governor then made a tour of the

fair grounds In an automobile and shook
hands with as many persons as couia
get close enough to him. One man. who
said he was a blacksmith, caugnt me
Governor's hand In a e grip and
put It out of commission for an hour.
For a time the Governor thought the
bones of the hand were broken

Returning, a stop was made at Leba-
non. Here a crowd of nearlj- - iOOO was
gathered. The Governor shook hands
with as many as possible In the five min-

utes train wsit. At Reading the Gover-
nor spoke for two or three minutes, and
was uproariously applauded. A locomo-
tive drowned out his voice once, and he
remarked that "the railroads slwajs in-

terfere In politics." The final speech
was made at Allentown to a crowd of
1.500 which covered the railroad tracks
The crowd had to back away from the
tracks twice to allow trains to pass The
shriek of a locomotive whistle inter-
rupted the Governor's remarks, and he
got a laugh by saving "the applaure
very complimentarj-.- " This speech wss
ruined bj the noise of the passing trains,
and its effect was lost. The Governor
quit, sajlng he could not compete with
locomotives

Speed to Jersey City.
Another stop was made at Easton, but

It was dark and the crowd was small.
The return to Jersey City from this point
w as made at a speed of seventj fiv e miles
an hour to make a twenty-minut-e loss
of time. At Jersey City the Governor's
special car was switched to the Long
Branch local and he returned to Seagirt.

In his address at Williams Grove, Gov.
Wilson attacked Roosevelt s tariff posi-

tion, savins: the former President was for
merly an avowed enemy of the protective
si stem, which he now indorses. Tne
"prize monej." as Roosevelt has called
the profits accruing to manufacturers un
der the present tariff sjstem and which
he wishes now to divide among tne worn
ers. Is w rung mainly from tho farmer, the
Governor declared.

"This great inequity." he continued,
involves a great shame upon us and

an enormous disadvantage to the nation,
for the farmer surely Is one of the fun
damental original partners of every gov-

ernment. It is a significant thing that
the petition 'Givo us this day our dally
bread' comes first among the petitions ot
the Lord's Prayer. All spiritual requests
come after it-- We cannot conceive our
best interests or follow our best In
stincts until we are fed. until our atom
achs are filled, and It would be natural

suppose that In every
government the farmer would at least
have equal consideration with everybody
else.

Praise for Concrrn.
'But the trustees of our government

have not looked upon It so. The present
Democratic Congress had the

Idea of government; They supposed
that its benefits and protections were to
be distributed and equally shared. It
sought to relieve very directly in par-
ticular the disadvantageous position In
which it found the farmer. It Introduced
nnd passed a bill which became known
as the farmers' free list blU. That bill
put many Indispensable things on the
free list. Most prominent among them
were agricultural implements, because

Lthe American farmer pays more for his
agricultural implements man any otner
farmer-I- the world. The American man-
ufacturers who make agricultural Imple-
ments sell them much cheaper on the
other side of the water than they sell
them in America.

"On the other side of the water they
undersell the local manufacturers of
agricultural Implements and prove by
their eagerness for the foregin business
and their rapid expansion of It that they
can afford to do so even with the, addi-
tional, cost of the ocean freights. It

lwas a very natural act on the part of the
Democratic- Congress, therefore.' to put
agricultural Implements on the free list
to put fence wire on the free list, and
the bagging and ties which the Southern
farmer .needs and uses for his cotton.
It added lumber and shoes and salt and
meats, thinking not of the farmer alone,
but of all of us who are struggling to
live and pay our bills. But such changes
did not comport with the ideas and plans
of the trust, and the President j'etoed
the free list. I dare say he was right
from his point of view, for he reore- -

ney himself, his stories failed to agree,
and In the end he failed, according to
current report, to show a single Instance

rrxmey from legitimate speculation. The
State's contention that Becker obtained
his fortune through graft was unshaken
when the grand Jury had finished with
March.

Italian Banker Testifies.
March named Joseph Francolinl, presi

dent of the Italian Savings Bank, as
one who would corroborate the story of
Becker's gains In Wall Street March
was thereupon taken out of the grand
Jury room and Francolinl brought fa.
The Italian banker remained but ten
minutes, and then March was taken back
and given an opportunity to straighten
out his testimony. It appears that
Francolinl had failed to corroborate the
defense of Becker.

"Lefty Louis ' Rosenzwelg and "Gjt
the Blood ' Horowitz, charged with hav-
ing been members of the murder gang
which killed Herman Rosenthal, are be-
ing hidden by Becker's friends, according
to Information brought (o members of
iue iisinci Aiiurne; s lurce ).
