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Billingsgate, Not Politics.

The Herald never lias been in favor
of muckraking and mudslinging. Much
of what the chief Bull Moose and his

flock have perpetrated in this direc-

tion has been ignored in these col

umns because it is not only
but hardly fit for reproduction in

a journal, to be dished

readers

But there is another side to such
vituperative attacks. If the Roose- -

rlt party leaders really believe that
this sort of thing will lead to victory,
or get them a satisfactory number of
votes, even in the West, they have an-

other guss coming.
Mr. Taft, in the mind of the Bull

Mooters, and perhaps others, may have
erred in judgment (he is but human),
but most emphatically he is not "the
mint humiliating character in all
American history." an epithet which we
believe rather fits the man who ut-

tered these words Let us compare
this and similar talk by Roosevelt with
what he himself, long after his re
turn from Africa, as' chairman of the
New York Republican State Convec-

tion, had to say:
The great work that had been done,

and its beneficence and
importance measured the credit which
is rightly due to Congress and to our
able, upright and distinguished Presi-
dent, William Howard Taft

It is the old, old story as to "whose
ox is gored" We quote what the
Philadelphia Public Ledger, an

paper that weighs every
word it writes, and rarely, if eer, re-

sorts to invective, said editorially upon
the Hiram Johnson episode:

That thousands heard him with en-
thusiasm and applauded his inordinate
exhibition of himself as a lying hypo-
crite, churlish ingrate, and an assassin
of character is as much to their shame
as the speech itself was to Gov. John-
sons lasting infamy. The most hu-
miliating character in all American
msiory is uov. xiirara jonnson 01 l,ai- -
itornia.

Mr. Taft may be deficient in certain
personal qualities that are supposed to
be necessary to be a party leader, but
nevertheless, he will be remembered
with pnde a'fter Johnson is forgotten,
and his reputation also will outlast
that of his former friend, who even
now is trying to break down the very
safeguards of our republic in order
to "get square" with the man who re-

fused to vacate the White House at
his "order."

Lesson Tanght in Blood.
The "unwritten law" is responsible

for another chapter in a domestic
tragedy that has been the cause of
the murder of a father and his son
Capt A. C Boyce and Al Boyce
by John Beal Snead. And they were
former friends. "

It is the same old story, with the
same disgraceful end of the second
chapter. What the final chapter will
be cannot be foretold.

Starting in a most commonplace
manner of friendly meetings at each
others' homes, the snake appeared to
them as it did in the Garden of Eden.
Mrs. Snead, young, and reported to
be beautiful, ate the apple with A. C
Boyce, jr., and the demon o'f jealousy
was born. Forgetful of their own
honor, ignoring the laws of society,

the mother of two innocent children
left her home with the son of a man
twho later on was killed because of
that relationship.

The slaying of '.father and son by
an outraged' husband puts an end to
their troubles. The two children that
are left are the ones to, be pitied. Their
mother guilty of, a grave sin, their
father responsible for two deaths, a

,dark cloud hangs' over their --'future.
Now that it is too late, the "mother

will undoubtedly repent in sackcloth
and ashes. The father will be upheld
by some and condemned by others, yet
it "is probable he will seek justification
in 'that he haWone

nothing more than any
manlhould do in protecting the sanc-

tity of his "own home. This question
can be safely left for the courts to de-

cide.
There is a terrible lesson taught by

the tragedy, one that should sear deep
the hearts and consciences of those
who are playing with fire. The purity
of home is sacred, and must be kept

hso. it is the .duty ot ootnsexes to
preserve it. The man or woman that
takes the first step off the recognized
track is taking the first step toward
perdition.

Politics in the Scfcoolhonse.

The Social Center Association of
America has written to the chairman
of the national committees of the three
leading parties, suggesting that they
make use of the public schoolhouses of
our large cities for the coming "elec-

tion with the consent of the Boards
of Education, instead of undertaking
establishments or barber shops and
the like, for balloting.

This use of the schoolhouse on elec

tion day, however, is only a small part
of the political service to which the
society would plan to devote these
buildines. It intends to make them
the centers of political presentation
and debate open to all parties under
the supervision and direction of a
'nonpartisan group," whose secretary,

it is proposed, should be the school

principal of the political district
The advantages claimed for such a

plan are that they would make the
schoolhouses, as public buildings, more
serviceable to the people, to whom
after all, they belong. Discussions, it
is contended, would be more candid
and there would be less temptation for
corrupt practices. Whether the char-

acter o'f the buildings would have a
calming and restraining effect upon the
participants may be questioned. Hut
they would act as a stimulus toward
awakening a large measure of political
interest in those who, under present
conditions, prefer to stay away from
political debates, and to this enu would
be welcome.

Making the schoolhouses polling
places would have the merit of an as
sured square deal, but it would in-

terfere with their regular use, for one
day at least

Once More the Age Limit.
We remember well the controversy

that raged at the time the age limit
at the Chicago Young Women's Chris
tian Association building for girl
boarders or lodgers had been fixed at
thirty. Recently it was decided to re-

duce the limit to twenty-fiv- e years, be-

cause large numbers of women under
that age were being kept out of the
home by their sisters who had reached
the spinsterhood period. As a result
twenty-on- e young women past twenty- -
five were obliged to vacate.

This will no doubt create a lot of
talk in the press, though we believe
that the management could hardly do
otherwise. A girl of thirty has seen
more of the world than her sister of
twenty or twenty-fiv- and is, therefore,
better able to take care of herself than
those who just have left the parental
roof to go to the city to seek employ-

ment
No doubt there are many women of

thirty whose religious training would
lead them to prefer the calm, refined
atmosphere of the home, but as the
Chicago building is not large enough
to house these also, and as they are
supposed to have reached the age o'f

discretion, they will have to do what
they did before the home was built,
shift for themselves.

Cotton Still King.
According to the official bulletin is

sued last week by the government
729,926 bales of cotton were ginned
prior to September 1 of this year.
This is almost as large a total as the
record ginnings before that date of
last year, which heralded the largest
crop ever grown. In 1911 771,297 bales
were ginned during the
period, out of a crop of more than
16,000,000 bales produced! But if the
estimate of the secretary of the New
Orleans Cotton Exchange goes for any-
thing, this ear's crop will top last
j ears record total by 1,250,000 bales
at least

The really important growth of the
cotton industry has occurred in the
last thirty-fi- e years. Before 1879 the
production, though it fluctuated con-

siderably, remained pretty nearly, at
one level. But then began its rapid
and steady rise, until, in 1894, for the
first time it reached and passed the
10,000,000-baI- e mark.

Increased crops have been due part
ly to improved methods of cultivation,
but mainly to the increase of acreage.
especially in Texas. But this increase
would have been much larger had tfie
South confined itself as exclusively to
the culture of cotton as it did before
the war. Millions of acres have been
given over to the raising of other
products, on the whole, with profitable
and enlarging industrial results.

True, cotton is still king in the
United States, but it may be observed
that in other countries its culture is
increasing more rapidly than here.
Therefore, if we wish to retain our
lead we must use increasing efforts.
Almost limitless areas in Africa are
to be cultivated by the European
powers that control them by labor that
is not only cheap, but efficient, because
born to the climate.

Washington lawyer Proposes to
lobby Through. Congress Sill

for More Pay.

WAHTS DIVISION OF INCBEASE

The greatest Indignation has been
aroused among army officers at the
War Department by the activities of
a Washington attorney, which have
been brought to their attention re-
cently.

Copies of letters sent out by this
lawyer have been laid before the legal
officers of the War Department, In
which. It Is understood, the attorney
offers his services to enlisted men of
the army as a lobbyist on condition
tnai no receive a portion of the r nay.
It Is understood that his letter has
been sent to all the enlisted men of
the army. With the letters a power
of attorney Is Inclosed, to be ttlled out
by the soldier, authorizing the attor
ney to appeal to Congress for higher
pay. The soldier Is also asked to
agree to reward the attorney to the
amount or nair or the nrst years In
crease of pay. A special proposition
Is being mado to enlisted men on the
retired list it Is plated. The attorney
intimates mat ne is In a position to tret
through Congress a bill advancing en
listed men or tne army one grade up
on retirement from active service, and
solicits the support of the soldiers on
tne same basis as in his other propo
sition, that Is. half of the first year's
Increase In pay.

wnile the War Department does not
propose to take any action acalnst
tne attorney in question. It will not
permit the enlisted men to organize to
support a lobby In Washington. There
is aireaay in rorce a regulation cover-
ing Just such activities as the Wash
ington attorney Is soliciting It Is also
believed that much harm may be done,
and enlisted men of the service sub-
jected to real loss through the repre-
sentations of this attorney, who claims
to be in a position effectively to Influ-
ence legislation in Congress. The reg-
ulation covering such efforts by men
in tne military service Is as follows:

"Efforts to influence legislation af-
fecting the army, or to procure per-
sonal favor or consideration, should
never be msde except through regular
military channels, the adoption of any
other method by any officer or enlisted
man will be noted in the military rec-
ord of those concerned."

MERGER REPORT

IS CONFIRMED

Milton E. Ailes States Plan for
Uniting Public Utilities in Dis-

trict Has Been Adopted.

Milton E. Alles, a director of the Wash-
ington Railway and Electric Company,
and a member of Its executive commit
tee, yesterday confirmed the statement
that a big holding and operating com-
pany has been formed to take over the
public utilities corporations of Washing-
ton. He declared that the matter had
been no very close secret among finan-
cial people for some time, and that there
was no objection In trying to conceal
the facts of divert attention from the ul-
timate purposes of the prospective cor-
poration and Its Intentions.

According to Mr. Alles the proposition
hid Its origin In the rehabilitated prop-
erties of the Washington Railway &
Eltctrle Company, and If It reaches com-
plete development will be due to the
wisdom and enterprise of the group of
local capitalists who now control the
destinies of the street railway and elec
trie properties. He tald that In time
the gas companies and the Capital Trac
tion Company will be given opportunity
to enter the larger concern on a basis
equitable to their Interests, and that both
will be greatly benefited by so doing.

Mr. Alles said In part:
"This scheme Will not go through un

less It is clean, clear, and all right
through and through. Mr. King has the
ultimate say in the matter In so far as
Ms corporation Is concerned.

There will be no wild bidding for the
stocks of the other corporations.

ine proposed corporation which will
bo organized when the matter is ripe
will then offer the gas companies and
the Capital Traction Company the nec
essary facilities for getting together,
fromlslng enormous savings through the
handling of all utilities by one corpora-
tion.

"We will have no trouble at all get-
ting the financial backing necessary to
acquire the securities of other corpora-
tions on a fair valuation basis

The Washington Railway and Electric
Ccmpany under President King's man-
agement has made many Important
changes, has bulldcd for the future, and
not in any makeshift manner He has
demonstrated that the svstem has a
bright future, even though it Is but a
matter of a few years since the rehabili-
tation of the property waa undertaken.

PREPARING PLANS

FOR BATTLESHIP

Pennsylvania to Be an Oil Burner
and Greatest Fighting

Craft in World.

Naval constructors are at work on the
plans for the new battleship Pennsyl-

vania, and it is expected some announce-
ment will be made In regard to them
in the near future

The Pennsylvania will carry twelve
guns This Is a heavier armament

than is possessed by any United States
battleship or any European fighting ship
at the present time. The gun Is
a new arrival In the United States Navy
and will appear first on the Texas and
New Tork. the latter to be launched at
the New Tork Navy Tard on October DO

The New Tork will have, however, only
ten of thee huge rifles, while the

will carry fourteen. The new
bittleshlp will also have twenty-si- x

suns In her secondary battery. It is
understood, and probably four submerged
torredo tubes

Her length. It Is reported, will be 630

feet e feet longer than that of
the largest battleships In this navy built
or building. Her beam will be between
S5 and ICO feet permitting her to pass
through the Panama Canal locki.

Were It not for the limitation on beam
by the canal locks the Pennsylvania
would bo given greater breadth As It
Is, however, the naval constructors are
restricted and this fact accounts for her
greater length. With the Increased
length the Pennsylvania will gain in
speed, probably more than one knot over
the twenty-on- e knots which the New
Tork Is expected to make. Slxteen-lnc- h

armor is to extend almost her entire
length, two feet above the water line.
It Is stated.

It has not yet been decided whether
turbines or the reciprocating type of en
gine will be Installed. The vesel wrlll
use only oil as fuel, and the economy In
space resulting by the elimination of
coal bunkers and the substitution of oil
tanks will In part contribute to her abil-
