Arrange Elaborate Programme
for International Delegate!.

Subscriptions for Fund to Be So-

licited by Officials of

Local Chamber.

Plans for the entertainment of the
delegates to the fifth International Con
Cress of Chambers of Commerce, who
will visit Washington October IS and
remain for three days, have been worked
out by a special committee of the Wash-
ington Chamber of Commerce. It la pro-

posed to raise S2.SC0 by popular sub-
scription to pay for the entertainment.
This Is to be done by the solicitation of
200 prominent business men who are ex-
pected to contribute S10 each for the pur-
pose, $500 of the fund already having been
provided for.

The committee on entertainment Is com
posed of Capt James F. Oyster, president
of the Chamber: D. J. Callahan, first vice
president, and D, J. Kaufman, chairman
of the committee.

Dr. Edwin S. Reed was the delegate of
the local body to the meeting of the con
gress, which has just closed Its sessions
In Boston. Dr. Reed describes the pro-
gramme of entertainment provided by
the Chamber of Commerce of the Massa
chusetts city as elaborate and unique,
and admonishes the Washington people
that It wtll be necessary to put up an
enticing plan of sightseeing and recep-
tions to Interest the men who so re-
cently were the guests of the Hub. ,

Elaborate Programme Arrangcrd.
The local committee has arranged a

"programme which will be adequate for
all purposes of showing the hospitality
of the Capital, provided the funds are
forthcoming', which probably will be
the case The body which Is making
a tour of the country consists of about
400 members from forty-tw- o countries.
They are from Great Britain, the states
of Europe, various points In Asia, Ja-
pan, and China, and from all the bor-
der land of Cathay.

This Is the provisional programme
mapped out by the committee, which,
so far as possible, will be carried out':
When the delegates arrive at Union
Station they will be taken to their ho-

tels In automobiles. The following day.
which is Sunday, they will be' given
a sightseeing' automobile ride through
Washington, and some of the public
buildings will be opened for their in-
spection. Monday the delegates will be
taken to Mount Vernon. Luncheon will
be served aboard the boat, and Monday
night, they will be Riven a reception In
the Building:.

CITIZENS DEMAND

DELEGATE IN HOUSE

d Association Adopts Res

olution Urging Representa-

tive for'Diitrict.
"We want a representative In Con-

gress. The" affairs of the District will
never be given the proper attentIon,untll
a representative, elected, by the' people
of the District, advance their Interests In
Congress."

Homer Smith, of the Bureau of Indian
Affairs, and a member of the Brlghtwood
Citizens Association, prefaced the reso
lution by calling for a representative
from the District In Congress, which he
offered to the association at Its meeting
last night In Van Horn's Hall, with the
foregoing remarks. The resolution in
parts reads:

"Resolved, by the Brlghtwood Park
Citizens Association, That the District of
Columbia should be represented in the
United States Congress by a delegate
elected by the people."

The association unanimously adopted
the resolution, and decided to send a
copy to the Federation of Citizens' As
sociations.

S. M. Falconer, Jr.. secretary of the
association, spoke In fat or of the reso-
lution.

The association made a survey of the
needs of the suburbs, and prepared a list
or Improvements to be recommended to
the Commissioners for consideration In
connection with their estimates for the
next fiscal year.

A list of six streets were recommended
for pavement, and additions of street
light, also will be requested. Among the
requests to be submitted to the Commis-
sioners was one calling for a subpotlce
station and Increased police protection.
