not be overlooked. Under, t,he British
system, which, of c6urse, is wholly

to us with our traditions, our
character, and our temper, the crown,
n hlch stan-l- for our'executlve authority.
has lost the power of eto throush atro
phy, through nonuse, while the Progres-
sive party programme seeks in its every
essential detail to strengthen the execu-
tive authority,

"It seeks to do this by taking from
Congress the executive power to legis-
late and from the courts the exclusive

nthnrltv to lntrrnrrt the laws and ap
ply the established constitutional restric
tions and limitations. For these it wouia
substitute! commissions to be appointed
by the President, subject wholly to his
will, that would set at naught judicial ad-

justment and legislative enactments.
"This would lead to tne

of the power and functions of. gov-
ernment in the Executive and make the
President a more abaolnte monarea
than tt Cur of Rnssla. In the end he
alone would be the center or authority,
the river of all good gifts, and the ad
ministrator of rewards and punishments.

Why He Is Conservative.
"In the face of so threatening a sltU'

atlon as this I am a conservative, and I
feel confident that in the same sense the
overwhelming majority of the American
people is conservative. In opposing stern
ly the triumph of the Progressive party's
programme we are striving resolutely to
prosene our institutions from the en
chanting glamour of a dream on the one
hand and the insidious encroachments of

n power on the other.
"The Republican party stands

for the great progressive principles for
which It has been battling unafraid since
its birth the fullest measure of liberty
under the Constitution, the greatest free-
dom of individual action consistent with
public order, the unhampered activity of
the citizen in his business transactions
within the bounds prescribed by law, and
the rigid.

' Our programme on this question is

clear-c- and definite I would retain the
present law, but would favor
the oluntary Federal Incorporation of
all corporations doing an Interstate busi
ness under a law to be enacted by the
Congress which might denounce certain
injurious methods of business and com-
petition as misdemeanors

From all of tnl- -, with the decisions
of the courts, it would be easy for cor-
porations to know the correct rule of ac
tion for them Thej would know exact
ly what were their rights and what were
their obligations. A board could be cre-

ated to see to it that they compiled with
the rules. In any case w here this board s
action might be of doubtful legality or
constitutionality an appeal to the courts
for review of its action would lie.

Clnb of Tremendous Power,
"But the Progressive partjrs pro-

gramme would empower a board or com-

mission appointed by the Executive to
have exclusive supervision over and reg-
ulation of everything that body so ap-

pointed might classify as an injurious
trust.

"This w ould place In the hands of the
ExecuUve and his commission a discre-

Strontr for Income Tax.

"Do you, Mr. President, regard the
Constitution which both the Democratic
and the Progressive parties are sefking
to amend in several particulars perfect?"

"In a broad sense I do not; for do
not m j self faor two important amend.
cents, and am I not doing all I can to
bring them about? I refer to the Income
tax ana tne popular election of Senators.
The Republican party in Congress- - and
the majority of the States In which it is
dominant is committed to these two
amendments.

"I have heartedly In the
work of so presenting them to the people
that both questions will be so thorou inly understood that the electorate will au
thorize the adoption of the income tax
amendment and the one for the popular
election of Senators.

"If I am President when the income
tax amendment is adopted and unless
there is unforeseen delay that will carry
its adoption over 1917 I don't see why I
should not be It will become mv nleas- -
ant duty to recommend to the Congress
me enactment 01 appropriate legislation
to ghe force and effect to the amend-
ment. ,

T have not yet been able to form
fixed Judgment as to whera tha iin

for the taxation of Incomes should be
drawn. That Is the most difficult part
of the problem to solve. In defining the
limitation we must be governed by con-
siderations much higher than the mere
amount of revenue the tax will bring.
The limitation should be so fixed as to
xnUce the tax touch the greatest possible
nurnoer 01 citizens witnout Imposing
hardship upon any of them. This ourht
to be done chiefly to arouse their keen.
aiert. personal interest in the opera-
tions of their government at Washington.

"Direct taxes always hae the effect
of making those who pay them watch
sharply the expenditure of revenue. To

pie Illustration the custom In some com
munities of levying a special road tas
Tou can rely upon It that every person
compelled o pay that tax will Insist
upon oeing snown worn nas Deen aone
with his money. If he doesn't get good
roads when he knows he is paying for
them, ll vote against the road ad-
ministration at the first opportunity and
put in a new administration pledged to
make proper use of his money, and he
will do this irrespective of whether or
not the adtnlnlstrattion he is tunstng out
belongs to his party.

"As in the case of country road build-
ing, so it would be in a larger and much
more-- Important sense of the admlnlstra- -

lion of affairs at Washington. Every
man and woman who had paid .an in-
come tax would require of the Comrress
and the President a strict accounting of
the uses to which their monav had been
put, how it had been employed for the
best interest of each and the country
at large. If it had been economically or
extravagantly appropriated and expend
ed. and so forth.

Rich Most Pay Share.
"I heartily favor the lewlnr of end.

uated Income tax. I would not carry the
principle to the point of confiscation or
to the discouragement of enterprises and
thrift in the accumulation of fortunes,
but I certainly would insist upon mil-
lionaires with enormous Incomes bearing
their Just proportion of the tax. If, say,
the limitation were fixed at Incomes of
iwo or three thousand dollars on a one
per cent basis. I would have the rate
gradually Increased up to the biggest In-
comes. By this process, the burden would
be equitably distributed among the mil-
lions of citizens able to earn from the
lowest limitation to the highest rate,
other forms of taxation would be revised
or abolished and wealth and fniHtv.
lnstead of poverty, would be taxed.

"The corporation tax. which I fought
for until It was enacted Into law hv a re
luctant Congress, already yields a revenue
of (30,000,000 a j ear to the government, and
the corporations that pay It are not com-
plaining of it as a burden."

Will the adoption of the. amendment
for the popular election of Senators Inany manner weaken or change the check
and balance between the Senate and the
House in the different method of their
election?"

' I think not." answered the-- President,
'because under the Drotwsed new manner

of election the Senators will still be the
representatives of the States and their
term win De three times the length of the
Representatives But I am not clear In
my support of the amendment for the pop
ular election or senators as I am for the
income tax.

'I can't say from the experiment ac
tually made that the personnel of the
senate nas been Improved by the nomina
tion or senators through direct selection
Then. too. there are other considerations
tnai cause me to doubt somewhat the
merit of this amendment. I haae heard
able, experienced, and really valuable
metnDers or the Senate say that when
the change is made they will not be can-
didates for because they are
too poor to stand the expense of the pri-
maries, for It is certain that Senatorial
campaigns are .ery expensive In some
States under the new method "

Ills Attitude on the Canal.
On the question of the Panama Canal

and his Insistence upon free passage for
domestic vessels engaged in coastwise
trade, the President displayed intensity
ox interest.

He seemed especially to resent criti-
cisms in Europe and this country that
he had "violated our national honor."

He said he was as earnest in urging
compliance with national obligations as
any one. but he did not construe our
treaty to mean that we could not dis-
criminate In favor of our coastwise trade.

I am Inclined to bellev that the Su
preme Court may hold the discriminating
provisions loo great a delegation to the
Interstate Commerce Commission and
unconstitutional I did not favor b adop
tion in tnis Din because it is not rele
vant to canal legislation. I was the ori
ginal proposer of inhibition against
d-owned steamships' use of the canal,
and urged that a discriminating canal
toll be levied against railroad-owne- d

steamships. I made it because I wanted
the government to be able to prevent
the transcontinental railroads from af-
fecting canal route rates after the canal
is opened

Tf permitted the use of the csnai on
the same terms as privately owned ships
engaged In the coastwise trade, they
coum oDiam control of the rates by drlv.
lng all other steamships out of coastwise
business by very low rates and reckless
competition. They, with their great capi
tal, cuuio anora to ao mis. or course,
one of the prime objects of the great un-
dertaking, in which the government has
spent hundreds of millions of the peo-
ple's money. Is to cheapen the cost of
transportation across the continent.

ejtroti Deserve More Respect.
The peculiar twist given to the negro

question by the Progressive party's na
tional convention's refusal to admit col
ored delegates from the South, while wel-
coming negro delegates from Northern
and Western States, caused President
Taft to remark:

"Had the colored delegates from the
South to the Republican National Con
vention yielded to the Influences thenewspapers said were dangled before
their eyes the Progressive party leaders
mignt nave viewed differently their fit
ness for participation In the Progressive

It occurs to me that Instead of the
Southern colored Republicans beinr de
clared as disqualified to participate In the
new party, the very fact of their loialty
to a cause they had been elected to rep-
resent in our national convention should
have commended them to the Progressive
party's leaders.
