friends. Its purpose Is the suppression
of the foolish custom of extra scant
present giving at the Christmas season,
a custom which Has lost Its original
spirit of love and degenerated Into a
practice which, at lta worst, Involve

much of hardship
The suggestion was made by Mrs. Bel-

mont before- a lot of girls and youne
women members of a society known as
the Vacation Savings Fund. As Its name
implies, this organization and a right
useful one it Is was formed for the pur-
pose of encouraging and helping working-

-girls to save a little fund for a rest
period in the summertime. And at the
first hint of a concerted movement to
put more of common sense and less of
the spirit of compulsion Into the

season the hundred's of. girls
present unanimously and outspokenly
faored starting the new society.

Mrs. Belmont and Miss Morgan were
the first to Join, and at its first meeting
the Society for -- ie Prevention of Use-

less Giving started off with a goodly
membership.

Conrace to Say "o."
In her address Mrs. Belmont said there

was no desire to stop any generous im-

pulse on Its way to give pleasure and
no Intent to rob the season of the
spirit that made it worth while, but that
the real undercurrent of the Vacation
Savings Fund was to encourage the
growth of Independence. And she added
that true Independence always meant the
courage to saj "no at the right time.

It did not so much matter whether
it meant the refusal to join In collective
giving, the making of a big present
where there was some sort of a 're-

turn' Involved or In the individual pres-
ents scattered more or less Indiscrim-
inately in deference to the universal
custom It was Independent and true to
saj 'no" when that was the Impulse
of the heart and the prompting of the
mind

And the new Society for the Preven-
tion of Useless Giving ' 6pug they
called It, for brcvit was ready to lend
Its aid

Tarn Cake.
This is the famous Yorkshire break-

fast, or turncake. Take three cups of
flour, three teaspoonfuls of baking pow-

der, one heaping teaspoonful of butter,
half & pint of. milk, to make a dough
soft enough Jo roll out readily . Roll
about an Inch thick and spread on a
well greased, hot griddle cover with a
basin the size of the griddle. Bake on
top of the stove with asbestos pad under
the griddle If jou use a gas stove In
ten minutes turn the cake over and
again cover and bake ten minutes longer
Split open and butter and" divide with
two forks. Do riot cut with a knife
while it is hot. or it will not be so light.
Blueberries, in season, are nice In this
cake, and In the winter you can add halt
a cup of dried currants, but it Is good
enough without either

Hot llnm Toast.
Remove the fat from cold cooked ham

and chop fine enough to make half a
pint. Heat the ham In a frying pan with
a very little butter, add two or three
hard boiled eggs, add enough Worces-
tershire sauce to "flavor to taste, or a
Utile dry mustard mixed with vinegar
and hot water, enough to slightly mois-

ten the mixture. When hot turn out on
hot buttered toast arranged on a heated
platter berve at once. Instead of th
hard boiled eggs, use two or three raw
eggs beaten Just enough to mix the
yolks and whites also add a tablespoon-fu- l

of finely chopped cucumber pickle
or pickled green pepper This is a tasty
way to use up the broken, crumbly bits
of ham either cold boiled 6r baked

Oyarters a la Richmond.
Take d frying oysters and

drain, but do not wash them Lav them
on a platter or piece of paraffin paper
and dredge with salt, pepper, and plenty
of flour Have ready heated an iron
frying pan or skillet, in which heat
enough butter or lard and butter mixed
to keep the ojsters from sticking Lay
in as man) oysters as will cover the
bottom of the pan and brown quickly .

dredge salt, pepper, and flour on the
uncooked side of the oysters, turn them
over, and brown other side qulcklj Do
not cook them a minute too long, or
the lose their plumpness and delicious
flavor Place on hot buttered toast, pour
over them the exhuded Juice and serve
at onct with garnish of parsley or curled
celery and lemon slices.
