EXPERTS TO MEET

Congress Opening Wednesday .Prom-

ises to Be Best Attended Con-

vention Ever Held.

PRESIDENT TAFT WILL

OPEN THE FIRST SESSION

Senator-elec- t Bansdell Discusses

Importance of Work
Mapped Oat.

The ninth annual convention of the Na-

tional Rivers and Harbors Congress,
which will convene at the New Wlllard
on Wednesday morning, to continue with
morning and afternoon sessions until Fri-
day, gives promise of being the most
largely attended convention ever held by
this biggest and most potential of the
waterway associations of the country.

Coming, as It does. In the beginning of
the last session of the d Con-
gress and with the Influx of new men who
will take positions In the counsels of the
Incoming administration, the convention
of the National Rivers and Harbors Con-
gress assumes even a greater Importance
than usual, as tho work of the body will
undoubtedly be largely directed toward
accentuating the position taken by the
Democratic party In Its treatment of wa-
terways and economic ques-
tions.

President Taft, who will deliver the
opening address to tho delegates on Wed-
nesday morning, said. In the course of a
speech made several years ago In Chi-
cago, that transportation was the ques-
tion of the hour, and that the only solu-
tion of the problem was the recourse to
the waterways of the United States. It
is expected that the President, who has
been an ardent advocate of tho improve-
ment of every meritorious waterway proj-
ect, will emphasize the position taken In
tho early dawn of his administration and
even more strongly urge upon Congress
the necessity of a systematic treatment

ACTIVE WORKER IN
RECLAMATION CAUSE
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of the rivers and canals to the end that
they may be made to do their share In
the solution of the transportation Ques
tion.

Lauds Mr. Taft.
Senator-ele- Joseph E. Ransde'.I of

Louisiana, a member of the rresent
House and president of the National
Rivers and Harbors Congress, who ar
rived In Washington late last week to
put the finishing touches on the pro-
gramme for the congress, paid a glow-
ing tribute to President Taft and his wa-
terway policy: "President Taft has been
a good friend to waterways," said Mr.
Ransdell, "and he has the distinct honor
of seeing appropriations for river and
harbor Improvements put on an an-
nual basis during his tenure of office.
Throughout his term the lresident has
very strenuously advocated a comprehen-
sive policy of waterway development,
which has aided the friends of water-
ways tremendously in their fight for
recognition.

"The coming convention." continued
Mr. Ransdell, "will continue to urge a
generous treatment for the rivers, har-
bors, and canals of tho country in the
rivers and harbors bill to be passed at
the session of Congress, which begins
llonday. and will also urge that hereafter
great waterway projects bo completed as
rapidly as they can consistent with prac-
tical business sense, and within a defi-

nite period of years, somewhat on the
plan adopted In the building of the Pan
ama Canal.

"As every one knows, this greatest of
waterway projects, which has cost more
than of the entire total amount
expended by our government on Its own
waters, has been pushed so vigorously
and systematically that It will be com-
pleted and opened for commerce within
ten years of Its Inception.

AVIao Policies Pursued.
"A similar policy was adopted In re-

gard to the colossal lock connecting Lake
Superior with Lake Huron and the exca-
vation of rock in Livingston Channel,
Detroit River, the latter of which being
completed last month. On the former,
work Is being pushed as fast as engi-
neering skill, with all the necessary

money provided, can bring about Its
completion.

Every one must admit the wisdom ot
the method carried out on theso three
great projects, and If the policy In re
gard to them be wise, why not apply n
to many other projects which are rela
tively of equal Importance?

In my Judgment, continue
to urce with all Its might the adoption
of such a policy by Congress, and slso
the protection of our waterways from
unfair competition."

COMMERCE COURT

IN LAST THROES

It Will Pass Out of Existence on

March 31 Through Lack of
Appropriations.

The Commerce Court, created by Con-

gress In 1S10. on the recommendation of
President Taft, will pass out of exist-
ence on March 21 next. Appropriations
for tbe maintenance of this court are
carried in the annual legislative bill. This
measure Is nearing completion In the
Hourfo Committee on Appropriations. No
provision will be made for the further
maintenance of the Commerce Court.

The legislative bill passed at the last
session carried an appropriation sufficient
only to keep the court going until March
31. On two occasions in the last session
President Taft vetoed the legislative bill
because of the failure of Congress to
provide appropriations for the upkeep nf
the Commerce Court. Finally the bill
was put through with a limited apropria-tio- n

as slated.
If President Taft should veto the legis-

lative bill of the coming session because
of the failure of Congres. to provide for
the Commerce Court, Democrats say the
measure will not be repassed during the
life of this administration. It would bu
put over until the special session that Is
to be called In April by President Wilsun.

The Commerce Court Is unpoular with
Democrats and Progressive Republicans,
who declare that the new tribunal has
nullified In part the work of the Inter-
state Commerce Commission. The legis-

lation aimed at tv, Commerce Court at
the last session was put through largely
by a combination of Democrats and Pro-
gressives.

Heavy woolens, cowhide shoes, knit.
stockings, and various other dlsagr.ee
able articles of clothing that chafe,
wrinkle, lump, and generally disfigure
the classic outlines of people In win-
ter time and fret their spirits, are
again receiving the serious attention of
all who make the state ot their health
a subject of earnest cars.

Advice Is being given freely about
the necessity of keeping warm when
'tis cold, and dry when 'tis wet. Doc
tors and health officers are giving their
annual warning against the use of low
shoot, pumps, k stockings,
chiffon and mosquito netting as winter
apparel. Theso cold weather senti-
ments are receiving due attention from
the press, and along the streets where
friends strolled In summer can be seen
half a. dozen suits of clothes rolling
along under an overcoat, or meet a
peevish friend within doors clothed In
woolens, with a bored expression and
an earnest desire to scratch.

No linn on Low Shoes.
Dr. William C. Woodward. Health Of

ficer of tho District, and warm admirer
of tho Spartans In all save matters sani-
tary, come to the rescue of this wretch-
ed situation yesterday when urged to
give some like uncomfortable advice.

Dr. Woodward refused to put a ban
on low shoes. He refused to maintain
that wool, worsted, chinchilla, and bear-
skins were absolutely necessary to a
healthy appreciation of the winter

II even refused to state that all
would undoubtedly die who endeavored
to winter on serges and ginghams.

Unless wet weather sets In or one Is
going duck hunting In the swamps. Dr.
Woodward Is firmly convinced that low
shoes are proper for such as have well
bowed Insteps. In wet weather, he be
lieves that high shoes are best, Dotn
summer nnd winter.

Where Women Thrive.
The health officer triumphantly called

atlentlon to the fact that when the pre-

vailing mode calls for tulle, cluny. chif
fon, or gauze and spangles In midwinter,
fragile women accept the Issue and seem
to thrive thereon.

The trouble lies In the fact, according
to the health officer, that most of the
homes, offices and other public buildings
are overheated and ill ventilated, leaving
them bathed in perspiration, and poeple
ar much more likely to catch sertous
colds thnn are those who go more thinly
clad, but who keep the temperatures of
their homes more natural.

The health officer warns against un-

naturally high temperatures In the homes
and a winter repugnance to good ven-

tilation. Further than this he would not
go. refusing point blank to insist upon
beaver and bear skin.

BRIEF IS FILED IH

HEWSPAPER CASE

James M. Beck, Attorneys for
Publishers, Makes

Answer in Snit.

The newspaper publicity law Is de-

clared unconstitutional on two counts In

the brief filed yesterday by former Assist-
ant Attorney General James M. Beck In

tbe case brought by the Lewis Publish-
ing Company to test the constitutionality
of tho law.

The brief Is a lengthy document and
discusses In detail the power of the gov-

ernment t,o Indirectly censor tho press
through the regulation of the malls. The
two amendments against which the law
acts, according to the brief, on the first
amendment forbidding any abridgment of
the freedom of the press, and the fifth
amendment In that it enforces the use
of the newspaper columns for publicity
without compensation, thus taking prop-
erty without due process of law.

Tho struggle In both America and
England to free the press from all re-

straint is fully rehearsed, and the
twfntv or more decisions of tho Su- -

Dreme Court. In which CongreeslonL
acts have been Invalidated by the court j

for want or constitutional power, .ire
and it is claimed that the pres-

ent law falls within the same doctrine.
The brief argues that by the first

umendment tho press is entitled not only
to freedom from restriction, but to ex-

emption from unreasonable and burden-som- o

restraint. The idea that Congress
can use its power to accomplish un-

constitutional ends "nullification by in-

direction," the brief puts it Is de-

nounced by Mr. Breck. and he states
that the commodities clause of the
Hepburn bill. Senator Bevcridge's child
labor bill, and the newspaper law are
exampl-- s of this abuse.

One of tho chief objections to the law,
according to the brief, is that the en-

forced Dublication of a newspaper's cir
culation and creditors would work for
the stronger papers against the weaker
and would drive many of the latter irom
business.
