Grand Duke Michael Sets Russian Court in Fer-

ment by Intention to Give Up Position and
Live with Morganatic Wife.

St Petersburg Dec 7 Because he

loves the simple life and has determined
to retire to the country with his fascinat-
ing morganatic wife Grand, Duke
Michael Alexanderovltch only brother to
the Czar has definitely determined to re
nounce his rights to the succession to the
throne v

The announcement of the quiet Unas
turning Romanoff who Is frank to con-

fess that court functions bore him dread-
fully has thrown Emperor Nicholas and
the members of the Imperial family Into
a ferment of anger The Dowager Em-
press Marie Is so Incensed at the action
of Grand Duke Michael that she sass
she will not return to Russia unless he
CJianhOB his mind Such a change on the
par' of the grand duke would Involve
dissolution of the morganatic marriage
which Michael contracted In UK with the
twice divorced Mme Marirontoff

The morganatic marriage however has
rccentl) been blessed bs the birth of a
son and this Is believed to render the
decision of Michael Irrevocable The
birth of the child undoubtedls hastened
the grand dukes decision He states
that he will retire to the private life of a
countrs gentleman assuming the title of
count In order to enjoy domestic blls
far from the atosphere of the eourt for
which he never had any predilection

Succession In Doubt
The mperor Is opposed to his broth-

er s plans all the more because of the
recent serious Illness of his only son the
Soung Czarevitch Alexis which has re
Mved fears for the succession The sons
of the late Grand Duke Vladimir who
would become the next candidates for
the throne unhapplls share their father s
Intense unpopularlts All classes ot
well Informed Russians Indeed regard
the possibility of their ascending the
throne as disastrous for the ds nasty
