Provision for Bringing West Point Ca-

dets to Inaugural Among
Other Feature.

The army appropriation bill was re-

ported to the Senate yesterday from
the committee on military affairs. As
the bill came from the House to the
Senate It carried appropriations ag-
gregating 193,905.177 The Senate add-
ed S6S0.4SO The prlnclp.il Increase"
were as follows

Increasing the number of female
nurses from 125 to ISO with an addeil
appropriation of about SS0.00O. For
the expenses of tho internationil rifle
shooting competition at Camp Perrv.
Ohio, an Item that was struck out in
the House. S'S.OOO To pay the expenses
for subsistence for West Point cadets
while attending the Inauguration. JIO
00. For additional quartermaster's
supplies In the Philippines and the
Hawaiian Inlands about 1:3,000 For
barracks and quarters an Increase of
about 11:3.000. for the use of the Signal
Corps In Alaska, $55,000' additional for
the Medical Corps. $; 000: for auto-
matic machine ritles, $150,000. and les
Important items

One of the most important amend-
ments of the bill, is the incorporation
Into It of a measure that has been be-
fore Congress 'from time to time
amending the articles of war relating
to l.

The Senate committee knocked out of
the bill a proviso put in by the House
of Representatives prohibiting- the Ord-
nance Department In the prices it
should pay for powder to C3 cents a
pound, ordnance powder, and 65 cents
a pound for small arms powder.

Tho bill authorizes the Secretary ot
War to spend S30.0PO or as much as mar
be necessarv for land for a suitable
range for Meld artillery target practice
The legislation directs that the land
shall be of a character to permit Its use
for Instruction for troops of otherarms.
that it shall be located in the field of
tbo Eastern division and so situated as
to present a high degree of availability
for the concentration of field artillery.

Important legislation affecting ofTicera
on the retired list Is also added to the
bill In the form of a Senate amendment
It provides that officers now on the re-
tired list, who were retired on account
of phvslcal disability may be restoredto the active list by the President In
his discretion by and with the advice
and consent of the Senate. If upon ex-
amination by an examining board. thTare found to be phvslcally capable.
