Fred E. Woodward Tells Au
dience More Persons Are

Needed to Dost Them.

QUALITY IS MUCH BETTER

English Now Appreditnr Writiaj Be-

tter Done by Americaa

Asthors.

"There are loo many persons wrltlne
books now. What the world wants Is.
r.ot more people to write books, but more
people to dust books, and to do it well."
said Fred E. Woodward, of Woodward
& Lothron. in the openinc sentence of
his lecture on "Recent Tendencies In
Books." at the meeting of the District
of Columbia Library Association at the
Public Library last night

Mr. Woodward heartily Indorsed the
sentiments retarding the ownership of
books as expressed by Major Blanken- -
burjr, of Philadelphia, recently, when ho
cald "good books male good citizens."
"The man who has a collection of books
In his home, no matter how small It
may be in actual olume. Is paving the
way for his children to become useful
men and women. If I had ray way. no
home in the city would be without its
quota of books." said Mr. Woodward.

Mr. Woodward said that the steady
srowth of population of this country for
the past fifty years lias been paralleled
by an increase in the number of books
published from jear to year and that
to a certain extent the books of the day
reflect the thought and mind of the
people. The actual mass of aailablo
good books, according to Mr. Woodward
l3 poslthely enormous; no less than
S0.0W new books belns published an
nually in the world.

Quality Is Improving:.
"There has been a decided improve

ment in the quality as well as the ouan
tity of noe!s which arc distinctly Amer-
ican in sentiment and location, written
by American authors. So decided has
tnis change become that we now see the
English public reading In large numbers
me pest or our American novels. Time
was, and not so long ago. when nearly
everjthlng in desirable fiction came to
us from England and the question as to
whether there was tuch a thing as
American literature provoked only a
smile. a In spite of the old tradi-
tions surrounding the names of our
favorite English authors, our people
both buy and read three times as many
books written by American authors asthey do those written by English
authors

Speaking of works of fiction. Mr.
Woodward said that In I'll the total
number of books published was 10.903,
with 1.010 works of fiction, or a littleover 3 per cent. Mr. Woodward saidthat the writing of fiction forms but a
small percentage of the whole output
of the American literary market "The

,most hardened sceptic, who thinks we
ire on the erge of ruin because of ourliking for trashy reading." said Mr.
Woodward, "may now take courage and
sit calmly by and observe what seems to
oe a. sieaay ana wholesome gain In theproduction of meritorious books. Since
ISSj the whole number of books Issued
in the United States has been 20S.6S0. of
which number S3TM have been fiction-o- nly

17.3 per cent. The largest propor-
tional Increase during recent years has
been made in books of a serious nature."

Fntnre of noslnrsa,
Speaking of the future of the publish-

ing business, Mr. Woodward said that
we may be obliged some day In the fu-
ture In very to parcel out
to a limited number of perrons the priv-
ilege of publishing certain books as was
done In the last jears of Queen Bess.
In our time it is probable that almost
every single form of littraUrc is in a
state of ever production, and there Is no
disputing the fact that many publishers

are but manufacturers of book
merchandise.

public, Mr. Woodward said that
Jt do-- s not care for short stories, "for
It is a noUblc fact that those writers
who excel in short storv writing are
jainfulh prosy or else given to 'padding'
when they attempt a novel. While th
reading public continues to call for and
read its old time favoHtes. we must ad-
mit, sadly but certainly, that the great
mass of books now published find their
way with unerring certaintv to the lit-
erary grave ard of oblivion."

Mrs. Mussey
is appearing for the trustees of the es
tate and against the contestants.

Mrs. Mussey has had six other cases
berore the Supreme Court, but vesterday
was the first time she has made her ar
guments orally. The fact that she was
the thirteenth woman In the United
States admitted to practice In that court
does not worry her. Bhe. like President
vMlson. sajs that the number 13 is her
lucky number, as her birthday falls on
the 13th day of the month.

and by such attitude have Influenced the
minds of their readers against the en
actment of such legislation; and

Whereas by not only accepting and
publishing advertisements for the liquor
interests hut by lending their news and
editorial columns to those interests in
the publication therein of articles in
favor of the saloon and opposed to cnod
order, good morals and to the aforesild
legislation, have failed ti represent tht
sentiment of the Christian people.

"Therefore. Iv It resolved by the con-
gregation and affiliated bodies of the
Church, that a3 Christian peo?:- -. resi-

dents of and Interested in this city and
District, ne condemn sjch action by the
press which should make and consider
It its public duty tu aid all movements
designed to remove or reduce crime, pov-
erty and other evils caused by the sale
of liquor; and

"Be It further resolved that copy
this resolution be transmitted to each of
the dally papers of the city Indicating
tho attitude assumed.

SECRETARY BRYAN

, ASKED TO AID CHINA

Auti P. Itowb Wasta Ptaaiar to
j Exert Hk kfataca far

Raeagikiaa;
A letter urging upon Secretary of

State Bryan, "the necessity of quickly
extending recognition to our most emi-
nent and firmly established sister repub-
lic of China," waa made public last
night by Its writer, Austin F. Brown,
who declared that in his opinion the ntw
republlo would have been recognized al-
ready "had It not been for the influ-
ence the group of bankers'
brought to bear upon our outgoing admin"
istration."

The reason reported to have been given
to Secretary Bryan by Henry P. David-to- n

and Wlllard Strait, of J. Pierpont
Morgan & Co.. for not recognizing the
Chinese Republic, "deserve no consider-
ation whatever." Mr. Brown declare.

"Had recognition been granted by this
government to our new Republic over a,
year ago, instead of having been wrong.
fully withheld, mlilolns upon millions of
dollars' worth of machinery and material
would have long before this been pur-
chased In this country by Chink, and her
great development which has been placed
in the hands of Sun Yat
Sen, who has planned a railroad system

start with, embracing a length of
trackage of sixty thousand miles, would
have been well under way," Mr. Brown's
letter continues.

It seems to me that we not only
ought quickly to correct that great
wrong as a matter of justice and right
to the Chinese people, but tliat In the
Interest of our own people we should
extend to them all the temporary finan-
cial aid they need by advancing them
SoO.000,000 or S10O.000.00O on their new gov-

ernment's bonds and authorize them
(their bonds) to be accepted from our
national banks as basic security for their
circulation for. in view of the enormous
revenues, our new republic will receive
from Its great railroad system, ships
of commerce, both foreign and dome-
stic telegraph and telephone lines, street
railway lines, and other public utilities
through the empire, all owned by the
government, will be enormous."

The "fallacious statement put. out
broadcast by the representatives of the
Six Powers Foreign Bankers.' that the

Chinese Republic's army waa about to
mutiny" Is now proven to be false. Mr.
Brown declared. He says the new re
public will soon have a well equipped
army of 300.000 men.

PRESIDENT'S AID ASKED.

Appeal Made to Wilson la Freed,
men's Bank Case.

Rev. James U White, representing the
Home for Aged and Infirm Colored Peo
ple, yesterday addressed to President
Wilson a letter asking that he recom
mend to Congress the enactment of leg
islation providing payment of tne Ba-
lance due the depositors of the Freed-men- 's

Savings and Trust Company.
Mr. White stated in his letter that

four of President Wilson's predecessors
recommended the passage of tho legisla-
tion requested. When the company failed
in 1ST4, there were 1,131 depositors, to
whom there was due S2.933.s2j 21 Five
dividends, amounting to 63 per cent, have
been paid. The legislation desired would
provide payment of the 33 per cent un-
paid.

The Freedmen'a Savings and Trust Com-
pany was authorized by act of Congress
March 3, IK. By this act the company
was required to invest of its
capital In United States securities. Most
of the branches of the institution were
presided over by officers holding com-

missions and clothed In the uniform of
the United States.

These and other circumstances led
those dealing with the Institution. It Is
stated, to suppose that the Invitation to
deposit their savings with the bank came
from the government.

"Uncle Joe" also believes that even
Presidents can be forgotten, to say
nothing of Cabinets. He challenged his
listeners to name the President's In di-
rect succession. Every one dodged the

Miss Jett made no reply to his advances
until she saw Policeman Elliott standing
at Pennsylvania Avenue and Sixth Street.
Just as MIsa Jett spied the policeman the
man following her caught hold of her arm
and attempted to stop her. Miss Jett
called to Policeman Elliott. Before the
crowd realized what tho stranger had
done he was whisked away In a patrol
wagon.

At the station O'Neill was charged with
assaulting Miss Jett. He was unable to
procure J10O collateral demanded by the
police for his release, and remained In a
cell throughout the night. O'Neill wllf
be arraigned this morning in Police Court.

He has not regained consciousness.

Mr. Wheeler Is manager of the Wash
ington Steel and Ordnance Company. He
said last night that he could not pos-
sibly have avoided the accident, as he
did not see the boy until he waa struck.

The crowd,
increasing In numbers, followed the
policeman.

Fevn made a thing tackle, caught
Charles in the small of the back and the
two went down and over several times.
Penn remaining on top and plnninc his
prisoner to the ground. At the Sixth
Prcclct Station Charles was locked In a
celL Carrie soon appeared and told the
police Charles had escaped from Occo
quan only a few dais ago.
