COMMITTEE REPORTS TONIGHT

Members of the Indian delegation in
Washington held their second meeting
yesterday afternoon at tha National Ho-
tel to perfect plans for a permanent or-
ganization to be known as the Grand
Council of American Indiana.

The most Important feature of yester-
day's meeting was the acceptance of
Chief Plontycoos. of the Crow tribe, of
the leadership of the Indians, formerly
held by Hollow Horn Bear, whose body
Is now on tho way to the Rosebud agency
in South Dakota.

The council has a d purpose,
vlxf To have a representative in Wash-
ington to sec that legislation detrimental
to the Interests of the Indians Is not
passed and to advise members ot Con-
gress as to what legislation Is necessary
for the welfare of the redmen.

A committee of tlvo was appointed to
draw a constitution and and In-

structed to have a 'report ready for a
meeting to be held at 8 o'clock tonight
fot the purposo of completing the or-
ganization. This committee Is composed
of Yellow Tall. Robert Hamilton. Chris
Eollau. Laura Kellog, and Robert Gregg.

IN 'MOVIES' PATRONAGE

Will Deming, Playing in "The Fortune
Hunter," Is Close Obserrer of

Things Theatrical.
Will Deming, that sterling actor, who,

as Nat Duncan, has made such a hit in
"Tho Fortune Hunter," now at the
Academy, Is a close observer of the
trend of things In matters theatrical. Last
night between acts Mr. Deming was
asked what he thought about the enor-
mous increase in the business ot the
moving picture houses.

"I will make a prediction, and one that
is not made without a great deal of
thought." he replied. "The 'movies' are
developing so rapidly and so many im-
provements are being made in the man-
ner they are presented that people gen-
erally are attending them in constkntly
increasing numbers. In twenty years a
great majority of the legitimate theaters
will be putting on the latest picture
shows. Cities like Washington. Buffalo.
Detroit. Cincinnati. Cleveland, &c where
now many companies play week engage-
ments, with few exceptions will have but

y performances. These will be
put on principally to diversify the bill.

"You see, the cost of high living affects
amusements as well as everything else,
and the jounger generation Is growing
up with a knowledge that an evening's
entertainment can be secured at a mod-
erate price. Of course many things can
come up in two decades that may change
my prediction. The managers of theaters
may reduce the price of admission and
bring it down where It belongs, within
reach of all. Who would have thought
even ten vears ago that the moving
picture business would have grown to its
present proportions? And it has but Just
started Why shouldn't it continue to
grow as 1 have outlined" Anjway, re
member my prediction."

Mr. Deming is an actor who has plaved
in the chief roles of many of the most
Important productions produced in this
countrj. Is a close observer and his
words carry weight with members ot his
profession.

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PRESIDENT INDORSES

TAFT BUDGET PLAN

Mr. Wilson Says, Some System in
Making Appropriations Is

Hlost Desirable

CAUCUS WILL RECEIVE REPORT

President Wilson made public j esterday
a. letter written by him to Senator Till-
man, of South Carolina, January 30, in
which he expressed his. belief in the
absolute necessity for a budget system,
Dy wmen tne appropriation bills of Con
gress might be

It was an Indorsement of the message
sent to Congress by President Taft In
the djlng days of his administration,
which transmitted a report of the econ-
omy and deficiency commission and
strongly recommended that a budget plan
be devised.

The President's letter gave evidence of
intense dissatisfaction with the prevail
Ing methods of appropriating money for
tne expenses or tne government. Here
is what he wrote upon the subject:

"Ever since I was a youngster I have
been deeply Interested In our methods of
financial legislation. Even since then I
have insisted upon the absolute ncccssity
of a carefully considered and wisely
planned budget, and one of the objects I
chall have most In mind when I get to
Washington will be conferences with my
legislative colleagues there with a view
to bringing some budget system Into ex-
istence. This business or building up
the expenses of the nation, piece by
piece, will certainly lead us to error and
perhaps embarrassment."

Since the President wrote this letter
the Democrats ot the Houso have taken
the-fi- step toward adopting a budget
system. The caucus which met March $
passed a resolution to appoint Majority
Leader Underwood. Chairman Fitzgerald
of the Appropriations Committee, and
Representative Sherley of Kentucky a.
member of the same committee, as a
committee of tho caucus to Investigate
budget schrmes and to select some plan
for submission to the caucus. This will
bo done during the ensuing session.

Representative Sherley was the most
prominent advocate of a budget system
among the Democrats of the last Con-
gress. He had the only definite plan
that was brought forward.

Mr. Shrrley's Plan.
Mr. Shcrley's plan provided for the

creation of a budget committee to he
made up of the chairman of the Ways
and Means Committee and the chairmen
of the nine appropriating committees of
the House. It was to be the duty of this
committee to receive reports upon the
revenues among the committees which
were to draft appropriation bills, setting

limit for the sum to be appropriated
In each bill. Mr. Sherley contended that

a system would have prevented whether they
(shameless extravagances of the appro
priating committers of the last House,
which threw to the winds the Democratic
economy pledges and drew bills for sums
which the expenditures
any previous Congress.

Under his plan, he pointed out. the
limits for expenditure by each committee
as set by the budget committee would
have been approved by the caucus or the
House Itself, and thus tho Committees
on Rivers and Harbors and on Public
Dulldlngs ani Grounas would have found
It lmporsible to report out "pork barrel"
hills of th9 dimensions of those which
were passed In March.

I.rglolatlre Colleaitne.
The Sherley plan did not meet with the

general approval among the House Dem-

ocrats, and it is 'expected that the sjs-te-

tlmlly to be presented to the caucus
will differ from It In detail at least.

Considerable interest was taken In the
term, "my legislative colleagues." used
by President Wilson, in referring to the
members of Congress. It was pointed to
as but another indication that the Presi-
dent has sortie new ideas n to the leg-

islative! functions of the Chief Executive.

CHINESE LOAN

IS REPUDIATED
Continue from Pace On.

to touch very nearly the administrative
Independence of China Itself; and this
administration does not feel that It
ought, even by Implication, to be a party
to those conditions. The responsibility
on Its part which would be Implied In
requesting the bunkers to undertake the
loan might conceivably go the length
In some unhappy contingency ot forcible
interference In tfie financial, ,and even
the political affairs of that great Oriental
state. Just now awakening to a con-

sciousness of Its power and of its obli-
gations to Its people. The conditions In-

clude not only the pledging of particular
taxes, some ot them antiquated and
burdensome, to secure the loan, but also
tho .administration "of those taxes by
foreign agents. The responsibility on
the part of our government Implied In
ihc encouragement of a loan thus se-

cured and administered Is plain enough
and Is obnoxious to the principles upon
which the government of our people
rests.

"The government of the United States
Is not only willing, but earnestly desir-
ous, of aiding the great Chinese people
in every way that Is consistent with
their untrammelcd development Its own
Immemorial principles.

"Tho awakening of the people of China
to a consciousness of their possibilities
under free government Is the most

If not the most momentous,
event of our generation. With this move-
ment and aspiration the American people
are In profound sympathy. They cer-
tainly wish to participate, and participate
very generously. In opening to the Chlneso
ana to tne use ot ine worm tne almost
untouched and perhaps unrivaled re-

sources of China.
"The government of the United States

Is earnestly desirous of promoting the
most extended and Intimate trade rela
tlonshlps between this country and the
Chinese Republic Tho present admlnls
tratlon will urge and support the legis
lative measures necessary to give Amer
ican merchants, manufacturers, contrac
tors, and engineers the banking and
other financial facilities which they now
lack, and without which they are at a
serious disadvantage as compared with
their Industrial and commercial rivals
This Is Us duty. This is tho main ma
terial Interest of. Its citizens In tho de
velopment of China. Our interests are
hose of the open door a door of friend

ship and mutual advantage. This is tho
only door we care to enter"

Secretary Bryan Consulted.
This declaration of policy with regard

to China and the proposed
loan was made necessary at this time
by the demand of representatives of the
American hankers Interested that the

such the administration tell them
were to enjoy governmental support In
the project. WIMard Straight and other
representatives of the New York group
had a long conference with Secretary of
fetatc llrjan. and the latter conferred on
the question with 8tate Department

and with Tresldent Wllsqn. The
whole matter esterday was discussed at
length at the Cabinet meeting, following
which President Wilson Issued his state-
ment of the administration policy This
statement practically throws overboard
all that the Taft administration did with
regard to Chinese relations.

American participation In the sitpower loan negotiations was the natural
outgrowth of a policy which Secretary
of State Knox Induced the other great
powers Interested In China to agree upon
following the outbreak of the Chinese
revolution. September, 1911. Mr. Knox
at that time used all the influence of
the United States government toward
effecting an understanding among the
powers that none would act independ-
ently with regard to China, but that all
would act together.

It was the idea of Mr. Knox to pre
vent any of the powers known to have
territorial ambitions with regard to Chl- -

from proceeding to the dismember
ment of China under cover of the general
confusion accompanlng tho revolution
and the downfall of the Manchu djnai- -
ty. The same procedure was successfully
urged by John Hay during the lloxer
troubles, when ho was Secretiry
State, and for the same purposes

vVhcn tho revolution was over and the
new government Hood in such dire need
of money. It was obliged, of course, tc
seek a loan abroad. The policy of con'
certed action, which up to that time had
been successful In preventing any o
the powers from Interfering In China
was by agreement extended to cover
the question of the financial rehabilita-
tion of the new government. A combina-
tion, for the purposes of a loan, vvas
formed by tho United States. Great Brit- -
nlo. Germany and t ranee: in other
words, all but Russia and Japan, and
terms were proposed to China.

Combination Complete.
loiter, the governments of Russia and

Japan decided to Join In the loan pro
ceedings, and thus the combination was
made complete. By representations to
China and agreements among themselves.

1th the sanction of the several govern
ments, the money market of the world,
so far as China vvas concerned, was ef-
fectually cornered. Attempt upon the
part of China to obtain money elsewhere
were objected to by the bank- -

and frowned upon by their govern
ments as being In violation of the agree-
ment already entered Into by the Chinese
government.

It was declared that owing to the
notorious corruption of Chinese officials
under the former government tho rigid
conditions Imposed by the bankers were
not only a guarantee of the bankers
security, but also a guarantee of protec-
tion to China herself.

The terms proposed by the bankers,
especially those regarding foreign supcr- -

lslon. caused a great uproar in China,
tlmo and time again the contract was
repudiated by the Chinese government.
under the pressure of public opinion.
Kach time, however, the government was
obliged to return to the negotiations
with the group, as it Was
found to be impossible to obtain money
at home or abroad, outside tho banks
embraced in the groups.

Knox Diplomatic Crown.
It Is no secret that had the loan gone

through during the Taft administration
Mr. Knox would have regarded it as the
greatest diplomatic achievement of hie
term as Secretary of State. He was
convinced that in addition to preserving
the Integrity of China, his policy would
result In assuring to American bankers
and manufacturers a share In the ma-
terial development of China. He believed
that with the United States sharing In
the financial rehabilitation of the Chi
nese government, no European power, or
more particularly, Russia and Japan,
could question the right of tho United
States to bo heard with regard to Chi-
nese affairs. He considered another guar-
antee of the continuation of the open
door policy of John Hay.

The present administration believes
that American material interests can be
well served by withdrawing from the
combination. In particular, the Presi
dent's statement promises to American
Interests additional banking facilities,
.which will place them on & level with
their foreign competitors. This Is taken
to mean legislation permitting the es-
tablishment of branches of American
banks In foreign lands, a step now Im-
possible under the United States banking
laws. For years It has been the com-
plaint of those interested In the expan-
sion of American trade abroad that un-
less more adequate banking facilities are
provided for Americans abroad, the
American exporter will be at the mercy
of rhis foreign rivals, all ot whom enjoy

the facilities afford cd by branches of
their own banks in other countries.

Did the Illsht' Thins.'
Senator Bacon, commenting on the

President's action, said: t
"I have not read the President's state-

ment, what has 'been said to
me personally about It I should say that
he did entirely right In refusing to re-
quest American bankers to participate In
the loan. If our -- ankers make loans In
China or elsewhere, let them bs guided
by their own Judgment and assume the
risk. I do not think this government
should do any thjng In such cases that
could possibly be construed as a guar-
antee by tho, government ot the safety
of such enterprises. It by 'open door
policy the President means that Ameri-
cana shall have equal right with that of
other nations In China, I should say ho
is right there also."

According to the annual report of Chief

Inspector Robert S. Sharp, of the
Department, the amount of money

obtained from the public by fraud opera-
tors doing business through the malls
and arrested djrlng the year, which end-
ed June SO. 191i was approximately

as compared with the estimate of
J77.000.tV) for the previous fiscal ear.

There were over 4.(X) cases bearing on
fraud schemes alone assigned to In
spectors during the past year for Investi-
gation, and the department succeeded In
arresting 572 persons and convicting 263,
with numerouw cases yet awaiting to be
disposed of

The report sajs that the discouraging
feature to the department In its fraud
crusade Is the character of sentences
Imposed by the courts, and that In a
number of Instances parties, who have
robbed the people of millions of dollars
have received sentences of only a few
months nnd it generally appears In cer-
tain ot the courts that defendants, who
obtained several hundred thousands ot
dollars and were guilty, as charged In
the indictments, have been sentenced to
pay only small fines, ranging from a
few dollars to three thousand dollars.
