THE CHALLENGE OF

By Dr. SIIAILER MATHEWS.
President of the Federal Council of Chnitbes of Christ in America,

Easter brings a challenge to every thoughtful man. If Jesus were
"raised from the dead," Easter is the great Evangel of days. If Jesus
'lie not raised from the dead," he is still with the dead, and Easter is a
survival worth more to milliners than to men and women who have seen
their loved ones die and who themselves read mortality in every turn
of the calendar leaf.

Plunge to their heart of this challenge and you will find not. anxiety
as to whether Jesus after his resurrection not mere reanimation ate
fish and bread, had flesh and bones, went through closed doors, vanished
and reappeared. Such matters mightily concern our estimate of the- gos-

pel records, but important as they are, they are still but secondary.
The crucial question is this: Does anybody really know whether

Jesus is still Hung, still man's companion, still our Redeemer?

To call him the Carpenter of Nazareth, the prophet of Galilee, the
Enthusiast for Humanity may serve on other days, but Easter chal-
lenges us to say whether he is, not what he was. Learned sentences about
substance and values may do for days when we turn but
?.t Easter we face the Dark Tower and demand a triumphant champion,
not a fellow-victi-

Did Jesus conquer death or did death conquer Jesus? Does he exist
still himself, or did- he go back into some impersonal Whole? An an-

swer to such questions is either a gospel or a summons to another for-

lorn hope.
It is with joy that the church should answer the challenge of this

sacred day. Questions persist, but faith in the central evangel should
blare up anew. Jesus lives; a Redeemer as well as a Teacher; a Saviour
as truly as a Prophet!

And to this evangel of immortality "brought to light" ev'ery Easter
Day should be consecrated. It is a day for the militant exploiting of
an ancient 'faith by modern 6tudy; a day when with the
memory and experience of a risen Christ we call on men to cease esti-

mating themselves in terms of short-live- d economic efficiency and face
themselves as eternal souls.

If a man reckons this gospel as of less value than the lessons drawn
from a butterfly's coming out of its chrysalis, or moral renewals or social

there is probably no way to give him pause.
But for us a risen Christ brings more than a problem. He is an as-

set Confidence in his victory brings new confidence in the unwillingness
of love to let its objects cease to be, new courage to follow the path
of duty when it leads over some modern Calvary, new impetus to labor
that social rights may come to immortal souls rather than to human cogs
of the industrial machine; more steadiness in the midst of the unceasing
hurry which we call life: more assurance as to that land from whose
bourne a Traveler has returned.

Is not as great as might be Imagined,
because often they pay only for the
use of flowers. The churches get bar
gains and the public buy the flowers
afterward.

Lilies will be scarce this year, owing
to the early date of Easter. They will
not be high In price, It Is said, because
churches use them sparingly. The mass
of decoration Is white and colored
azaleas, chiefly white, with rush palms
and a few roses. The latter are in-

creased In favor this year because they
are plentiful and because of the scarcity
Pt lilies. . v

ROMAN CATHOLIC. '
Ere this month ends, ail over the

world commemorations begin of the six
teenth century of the peace of the
Roman Catholic Church, secured by the
edict of the Emperor Constantlne the
Great, published In Milan A. D. 313.
America will have many observances
during the period assigned by Pope Plus
X for holding the services, which will
extend to the feast of the Immaculate
Conception, December S.

Cardinal Gibbons. In compliance with
the Invitation of the Pope, has directed
that services be held in all the parish
churches of the diocese on Sunday,
March 10, and that as many of the laity
as possible receive holy communion on
that day in thanksgiving for the liberty
of the church and the triumph of the
Christian religion.

A notable celebration will take place
in the National Capital. In St Patrick's
Church, under the direction of the apos-
tolic delegate. Most Rev. John Bonuno.
He will celebrate cither a solemn high
or a pontifical mass, and the sermon
will be given by Cardinal Gibbons. St.
Patrick's Cathedral. New Tork City, will
witness another great service, under the
direction of Cardinal Farley.

During the week beginning on Sunday,
April 6, a solemn octave will be held In
the Pope's Cathedral Church in Rome,
St John Latcran. Each evening some
visiting bishop will preach. Archbishop
Keane, of Dubuque: Archbishop Glen-no-

of St. Louis, and Bishop O'Connell,
of Richmond, will be tho chief repre-
sentatives of the American hierarchy in
the Eternal City during the
period. Bishop O'Connell is to preach in
the Church or San Sllvestro, In Caplte.
Six pilgrimages from America to Rome
have been arranged, and. one has al-
ready gone.

Roman- - Catholics have so Increased In
this country that the United States now
ranks as one of the foremost Catholic
countries. According to the official di
rectory, putlished and copyrighted by
P. K. Kennedy & Sons. New Tork. the
advance sheets set forth this exhibit of
populations: United States, 23.329.000;

Austria, 23.796.000; Germany, 23,821.000:
Spain, 19.503.000; British Empire.

Italy. 30.500,000. In continental Unit-
ed States the directory says there are
15.154.15S Roman Catholics, an Increase
over the previous year of 138,000. but the
editor of the directory Is sure there has
been the normal increase. Catholics
take a census only once in five years,
some dioceses once In ten years, and this
Is the last of the five, so that figures
are almost unchanged in .many of the
largest dioceses since last year. The
Philippines supply 7,131,000 toward the
total.

DECORATIONS'

Conditions of the lily crop in the Ber-
mudas have nothing whatever to do with
the supply of lilies for Easter in churches
In this country. Some years ago the
experiment of bringing blossoms from
Bermuda was tried for churches in
cities along the Atlantic Coast but It
was unsatisfactory. Now the bulbs are
brought here In August and distributed
as far west as the Mississippi River.They are" brought Into bloom when
needed.

The largest demand for flowers for
Easter comes from' extreme Northern
cities, where flowers are harder to pro-
duce at early dates. The Pacific Coaat
fills Its own needs, which are not large,
and the South does the same. Ninety
per cent of the entire Easter market
is In the cities from Boston west to
Omaha and north .of Cincinnati and St
Louis. Detroit and Minneapolis are rela-
tively larger Easter flower sasjlceU than
almost-an- other cities.
