Any thoughtful American. If he had the
least modicum of Interest In religion,
must greet with pride the first Issue of
the Constructive Quarterly. When Dr.
Silas JIcBee retired from the editorship
of the Churchman, men of ample views
Jn all denominations lamented it as a
severe loss to current Christian think-
ing. But supposing that retirement to
have been the necessary prelude to his
organizing and putting forth the Con-

structive Quarterly, one should now rate
the circumstance not to be a loss at all,
but wholly gain. For the new magazine
is certainly the weightiest and most
stimulating intellectual production which
has yet appeared In periodical literature
on the western side of Hie Atlantic.
American thinkers who have read the
Ilibbert Journal with a patriotic jeal-
ousy, deploring the Inability of America
to match Its breadth and solidity, need
now be Jealous no longer. They can
balance the Constructive against Ilib-
bert without apologv as long as Its char-
acter holds at the level of its first num-
ber.

Dr. McBee's avowed pitrpose is to pro-

mote Christian unlt byniting men of
every form of Christian faith. Catholic
as well as Protestant, to set forth In his
pages all their own manner of thinking
about theological problems and questions
of church order. Let everjbodv speak
his mind, sals the editor, but without as-

sailing am body else, and that is the
best way to help everybody understand
ever body else, which in turn is the best
wav of bringing to pass the unification
of Christians. But lofty as this purpose
!. tlie reader Is rather happy to find
that It does not dictate the whole con-

tents of the magazine. The Constructive
Quarterly If, we perceive, not to be a
hobbv horse. Apart from Its main ob-

ject there are delightful excursions into
other fields where denominational dif-

ferences are forgotten in larger unities
and not even pale and polite reflections
of contention get in the way of long and
far ejesight. Such specially is Robert K.
Speer's beautiful biographical tribute to
the late Henry Clay Trumbull under the
title. "An American Saint "

A tremendously significant and most
gratifying, though unfortunately incom
plete, victory for Justice over oppression
has been achieved in Korea by the
erdlct of the appcllato court In Seoul

ing si large company of Koreans, mainly
Christians, with conspiracy to assassin-
ate Count Terauchl, the Japanese gov-

ernor general of that province. One hun-
dred and twenty-thre- e defendants were
prosecuted for complicity in this alleged
sedition. The court below acquitted
seventeen and convicted It. 1 he superior
court, Dy a decision renaerea 'inursoay,
March 20, has convicted six and released
as Innocent the remaining hundred.

Of the six still held for the supposed
crime, all have been granted a material
reduction of sentence, blx men by the
original verdict were sentenced to penal
servitude of ten years each, or these,
one now goes free and the others are
committed for six years only. Qf nine-
teen previously receiving sentences of
seven cars each, all but one now es
capes. The term ror that one Is com-

The entire receipts of the church for
the past jear were moro than $8,100. Twj
new elders were elected, three deacons,
and one new trustee.

Eckington Church held the annual
meeting Thursday night, and showed In
tha reports that a decided gain had been
made- In all departments of the church's
work. The financial reports and the rec-
ord of accessions to membership exhibit-
ed an increase over last year. One evi-
dence of the progressive spirit of Eck-
ington was the congregation's vote to
Increase tho salary of the pastor substan-
tially. Altogether, the condition of the
church Is reported most satisfactory.

Secretaries Joseph W. Cochran, of
the Board of Education, and George G.
Many, of the evangelistic committee,
have lately completed a tour of four
Presbvterlan colleges Hanover, Carroll,
Coe. and Macalcstcr. They stayed from
four to five dais in each of these insti-
tutions. Dr. Cochran conducting voca
tional meetings, and Mr. Mahy evanV
cellstic meetings. Both, however, de-
voted moro time to personal interviews
than to public meetings.

Of students not previously connected
with the church large numbers professed
conversion. In Hanover, the brilliant son
of a Iresb tcrlan minister, who, as an
avowed unbeliever, has seriously depress-
ed the religious life of the school, sur-
rendered to Christ. At Carroll College,
the night before the visitors were to
leave, students In the women's dormitory
besought their matron to prevail upon
the secretaries to remain a day longer
in order that all the girls In the building
might confess Christ before the meetings
were ended. This ambition was com-
pletely realized.

In the vocational meetings. Dr. Coch-
ran presented to the whole body of stu-

dents a new form of volunter pledge, of
which the heart Is an unlimited promise
to put one's self at God's command for
whatever calling He mar In His provi-
dence open uo At Hanover, nineteen
girls and twenty-on- e boys signed this
pledge: at Carroll, forty-on- e girls and
thirty-nin- e boss: at Coe. about the same
number, and at Macalester, almost the
whole Btudent body. After completing
tbis tour Dr. Cochran went to Madison.
Wis., and spoke In Christ ChUrch before
an audience of about 600 students from
the University of Wisconsin, whom Pas-
tors Hunt and Allison had gathered to-
gether. After an inspiring address, --r.
Cochran presented this Christian pledge
to the audience of university men, and
forty of them accepted it.

In view of the great success of this
experiment amonr h rnii.ics, the two
secretaries have determined to select
thirty evangelistic pastors from all parts
of the church, call them together Into
conference on methods for one or two
weeks, and then, after making arrange-
ments with their congregations, send
each of them out for a month's service
next winter in Presbj terian institutions
of learning.

that there never was the slightest real
evidence to justify the allegation of
Japanese police that Count Terauchl
was the object of a plot of assassina-
tion. Stared in the face by a Judical
decision releasing 100 men whom police
charges had specifically marked as the
Instruments of a seditious plot, even
the most biased must admit that the
plot Is totally disproved, even though
the alleged ringleaders are still held for
punishment. And this means that tor-
ture alone could have produced the pur-
ported confessions of a conspiracy.

It remains et for the International
protest which has liberated 117 of the
unjustly accused Koreans to be exer-
cised in behalf of the last six. For
them, undoubtedly, an appeal will be
made to the supreme court of Korea,
in which the fully trusted Christian
judge, Watanabe. has the deciding voice.
But under the Judicial practice of Japan,
this court can only review points of pro-
cedure, and cannot investigate the case
on Its merits. So If the procedure below
Is technically regular. It may bo Im-
possible for Judge Watanabe te vacate
these last sentences. In that case inter-
cession for their pardon must be made
to the Japanese Emperor.

EPISCOPAL.

Rev. Wtllard G. Davenport, recor of
Emmanuel Church, In Anacostia. has
announced to his vestry that, owing to
his advanced ears and weak condi-
tion, he will be compelled to give up
the active work of the parish and send
in his resignation unless an efficient
curate to assist him in the growing
work of the parish can be secured.

The statement made in the press
announcing tho unconditional resigna-
tion of Mr. Davenport was unauthori-
zed and incorrect. It is hoped Indeed
that ways and means will be found to
retain Mr. Davenport as rector for some
ears to come. To him practically all

the parochial Improvements are due.
and, most of all, the building of the
handsome stone church.

The Washington Clerlcus met on
Tuesday, March 25, at 1 p. nu at the
New Ebbitt House, when the hosts of
the occasion were several of the cler-
gy. The speaker was the Rev. Dr. G.
II. McGrew, whose subject was "The
Church and the Name."

The Rev. Walter Lowrle. rector of
St. Paul's American Church in Rome,
has been in Washington this week, and
while here he lectured on 'Constantino
the Great; the Transformation of the
Roman Empire from Paganism to
Christianity."

The Rev. Mr. Lowrle is away from
Rome for one ear. He left the "Eter-
nal City" November 1. last, by which
time he had been rector of St. Paul'snearly six full ears. Speaking of thisyear of absence. Mr. Lowrle says: "The
custom of the Sabbatical year has be-
come very general In the teaching pro-
fession. The custom grows apace, as
It is found to Increase the teacher's ef-
ficiency. Why should it not be extend-
ed to the clergy? No doubt It wouldprove as wholesome as In any other
branch of the teaching profession. In
Rome, at all events, where the congre-
gation Is for the uost part transient,
there aro no such obstacles to its ap-
plication as in a parish whero the pas-
tor's usefulness depends upon old ties
of intimacy. On the other hand, there
Is special reason for countenancing
tho custom here, in the fact that
through long absence the pastor is In
danger of losing touch and sympathy
with the normal church life at home
a touch which can bo maintained only
by working at home in the working
season."

Ascension Church is closing one of
the most successful jears in its his-
tory, and the rector. Rev. J. Henning
Nelms, D. D, Is much encouraged. He
has not been at all well for several
weeks past, but is now practically
himself again. The Easter offering
was 20 per cent larger than it has ever
been before. Also the Christmas offer-
ing was a marked Improvement on
that of previous ears. The rector Is
now having the advantage of the co-
operation of Rev. W. Edward Calen
dar. Who has been helping him infor
mally for some time, but will next
month become one of the clergy of the
parish. It Is expected that this asso-
ciation of Mr. Calendar In the work of
the parish will still further set for-
ward Its prosperity and effectiveness.

Nelms In his course of study for the
ministry, and ever since Canon Alnatt
has been a periodic visitor to the
home of Dr. and Mrs. Nelms. He re-
mains In the city until Saturday
morning, when he returns to Quebec.
