BRYAN DISCUSSES

'THE LARGER LIFF

Secretary of State Makes His

Debut as Leader of Bible

Study Class

THEATER IS CROWDED

Commoner Said He Owes Ererytkiij
He Is to ike Ckristiaa

Religioa.

Secretary of State Bryan made his de-

but as leader of a Bible study class in
Washington yesterday afternoon before
a large meeting of men at the Columbia
Theater. This was the first of a series
of Sunday afternoon gatherings under
auspices of the District Christian En
deavor, and the Secretary of State has
pledged himself to lead other meetings.

Mr. Biyan spoke on "The Larger Life"
of spirituality as opposed to the merely
material or intellectual life, lie said in
the start that his reason for attending
was that he had observed a large class
of young men who thought it broad-minde- d

to scoff at creeds and religions
and that he wished to shame such men
out of the idea that skepticism is

The audience filled the theater com-
pletely. It comprised a great variety of
faces of all ages, nationalities, and con-
ditions. The seats and aisles were crowd-
ed, and men even hung onto the railings
of the stairs. Several women were in
one of the stage boxes, but next Sunday
the gallery will bo reserved for women.

Percy S. Foster, the Christian En
deavor candidate for one of the Commls- -
slonerships, led the singing of a number
of songs, and, at the request of the Sec-
retary of State, the audience sang, "I'll
Go "Where You Want Me to. Oh, Lord."
Mr. Bryan shared a song book with one
of the members of the Parker Male
Quartet and sang earnestly. During the
singing the audience gave the "Chatauqua
salute" to the flag and the Secretary by
a great waving of handkerchiefs.

Secretary In Applauded.
In spite of the sacredncss of the day, the

audience bignitlcd it pleasure of hearing
the address of Mr. Bryan by applauding
him loudly when he stepped on the stage,
and although Mr. Bryan did not unbend
from his earnest demeanor, his speech was
interspersed with laughter and handclap-pin- g.

Rcxford L. Holmes, president of the
District Christian Endeavor, introduced
the secretary as "the world's greatest
commoner and America's best loved
statesman." The audience loudly attested
its approval of this characterization.

The burden of the address was that
the soul is of greater importance than
cither the mind or the body, and Mr. Bryan
.said that his belief in this was the only
thing that could have caused him to take
an hour or more from the rest that he
particularly needed at this time. He said
that he was so indebted to the Christian
religion for everything that he is or hopes
to be that any rart of his life that he
might be able to give, he would consider
but small recompense. He sald that reli-
gion not only gave men a better under
standing of spiritual life, but of the uses
and value of the mind and body.

"If a man's spiritual leanness showed as
plainly as his physical slimncss, it would
not be so hard to get men to think of their
ouls," said Mr. Bryan. v

Dlscnsscs the Resurrection.
The discussion of the Secretary of State

on the theory of the resurrection of the
body brought laughter from the audience
at the expense of science.

"We are told that there will be a resur
rection of the body," said Mr. Bryan, "and
I believe it. I have already seen bodies
resurrected, according to the scientist!?,
for they say that the body is rebuilt com
pletely every seven years by nature. 1
am now on my eighth, according to this.
But the .scientists may have to take it
back. They have had to take back other
sayings of theirs before this, you know."

Apropos of young men and his experi
ence the Secretary of State said:

"I was cared for by my parents, clothed
and fed and sent to school. I was kept
In school until I was twenty-thre- e, and
then I had a commencement and started
to learn."

"I was once asked to suggest a motto
for a graduating class," he continued,
"and when I suggested 'Ever Green' the
members of the class were very indig-
nant. They didn't like the idea that they
were fctlll green, but I think it is beau-
tiful. As long as men or things are in a
state of greenness they are advancing.
When they are ripe they are ready to be
laid away.

"I have studied and studied. I have
learned a great many things. I have
made a study of mathematics, politics,
poetry, the science of government, and
various other things. I have gained a
vast fund of information, but some of
it hasn't been as valuable to me as I
had hoped. I don't know that I ever will
be able to use it 'over there.' If we take
out of our life the time we have spent
on our minds and bodies, we will find
there is httlo left.

"Yet we have soul?, and we will find
that we cannot afford to neglect them.
If you spend your time on yourselves,
on what you read, what you eat, and
what you wear, read the rebuke that
Christ gave those who spent their lives
for their bodies."

The next address of the Secretary of
State will be on "Faith," but the date
of this talk is not known, as he said
yesterday that he would attend the
meetings when he was able, and make
no ironbound promise.

Next Sunday Percy S. Foster will hold
a meeting of song and story. He will
bo assisted by William E. Bralthawaite
and Edwin Callow.

NDIAN CHEFS

VISIT CARLISLE

Bjackfoot Rulers Amazed by

Attainments of Boys and
Girls at Indian. School

GOVERNMENT IS SCOLDED

Chief John White Calf Says White

People Do Not Fulfill Their '
Promises.

Carlisle, Pa., April 6. Seven chiefs and
two women, of the Blackfeet Tribe, at
tended tho "experience meeting," the
most interesting feature of the Indian
school commancement exercises. And
none could speak a word of English.

With F. II. Abbott, acting commis-
sioner of Indian affairs, sitting on the
stage, three of the chiefs scored tho
government for not keeping its promises
to the Indian.

In nn earnest speech through an In
terpreter. Chief John 'White Calf, said:

"I consider it an honor to present my
self before such a noble and dignified
audience. There are a good many dif-
ferent tribes of Indians represented here
tonight, and a good many different
tribes of white people as well. We have
many dealings with white people, but
they no fulfill their promises. We've no
faith in them any more. The only prom
ise that haB ever been realized is the
promise of education, and Its result is
manifest here. That is the only promise
the government ever fulfilled, and it is
a mistake. You educate the Indian, you
send him back, ho try to use his educa-
tion. Land ngent he call him --grafter.
If he spend his money for his own good,
then he a spendthrift. Now, what is
he to do?

Notv Drmocrntt.
"We hope under the new administra-

tion of government things will turn out
better for our race. The last adminis-
tration has caused us to be in misery.
But we now consider ourselves a Demo-
crat under the new administration. Am
very much delighted to see Mr. Abbott
here, so he can hear That I have to
say."

Medicine Owl, another Blackfoot. de-

clared that the only time he finds civ-
ilization to be a benefit is when he sits
down to the white man's table. Ho
paid that equal suffrage and the Indian
problems are somewhat alike, as neither
the red man nor the red woman has a
voice In the administration of their own
affairs.

Congressman Carter, who Is a Choc-

taw. ald that he would fight for a dif-

ferent policy in handling the Indian
problem He urges a policy that will
distinguish between the In-

competent Indian and the educated, pro-

gressive Indian.
EypH Are Opened.

These Indians came East to see what
the white man is doing for the abo-
rigine. What they saw startled them
out of their natural poise: they could
not gra'-- the importance of the trans-
formation that has been wrought.

In place of seeing primitive Indian boys
and girls, as on the reservation, they
found neat and happy and
intelligent boys and girl?, whose hands
and brains have been trained in the ways
of civilization. They saw Indian boys
of less than twenty iears old construct
houses, give practical advice on how to
farm and do well a dozen other things
strange to the plains Indian. They saw
Indian maids make fashionable dresses,
prepare meals on a scientific basis, and
give their white sisters pointers on how
to make a home pleasant. They also
taw Indians play masterfully on all kinds
of musical instruments, they heard them
speak in the white man's tongue.

Before leaving Chief
a typical Indian from the Blackfeet Res
ervation, in Montana, declared through
an interpreter that since coming to Car-
lisle he is a firm believer in education
for the Indian.

of the information which Is to be used
lif this light on the floor of the House
and Senate has been furnished by Dona'd
A. McKenzie and T. P. McDonald, cf
Alaska, both of whom have lost their
money as a result of the arbitrary action
of tho government In halting development
in that section of the country.

"If conservation means the develop-
ment of our natural resources for th'
benefit of all the people. Including those
of today as well as of tho next genera-
tion," said Mr. McKenzie, "then I am
for It. No one believes that the mineral
wealth of the country should be allowed
to get Into the hands of the big inter-
ests, which will exploit it for their own
purposes and against the welfare of the
people.

"The trouble is, however, that under the
last administration, conservation has
worked against tho Interest of tho poor
man, the prospector and the man with
small capital to Invest in a mine, lumber
business, or a water power site, and has
played Into the hands of the men of big
fortunes. It la significant that the

who have been charged with
attempts to 'steal' Alaska, arc the very
first to accept the Plnchot plan for a leas-
ing system, and have employed William
Loch. jr.. the present Collector or the Port
of New York, at a salary of J23.000 a year,
to take charge of their Interests and ar-
range for a complete compliance with the
Plnchot theories. The Guggenheims wel-

come this leasing system of conservation,
because they arc the onlyones who can
do business on such a scale. Tho pros-

pector has no chance at all under such a
system, and where we have located on,
lands the government Is holding us up and
making It easy for the Guggenheims to
obtain a monopoly.

"The only reason that water power Is

valuable is because it can furnish power
cheaper than coal fuel. Naturally, the
coal trust and the big railroads are not
anxious tD sec the water power of such
States a Alabama utilized, becanse it
would mean either a reduction in the
price of o,al, or less shipments of coa'.
in either of which caes the coal trust
and tin- - railroads might have to lo3e
some of their profits. Along the Coosa
River there is unlimited water power
that coind be used, hut Is now going to
waste, because the government Insists
on a system whereby it will obtain part
of th profits of all water power. Unless
water power can be used more cheaply
than coal, however, there Is no sense In
developing it, f.nd the coal companies,
naturally, arc anxious that the govern-
ment should tax cheap water power to
the limit.

"The same thing is true of the lumber
trust. The biggest lumber barons con-
tribute to the cause of conservation be-

cause it helps them to maintain a mon-
opoly. Mr. Plnchot will not deny that he
is in frequent consultation with the big-
gest lumber men in the country, and
that they are giving him their support."
