Baptists contemplate a New York and
national headquarters building, such aa
Methodist Episcopalians, and Presby-
terians have had for some years. Th
Collegiate Baptist Church, on the West
Side, quite near to the Pennsylvania Sta-

tion, offers its site worth $150,000 and an
endowment of $300,000. with condition
that $300,000 additional "b raised, that
$160,000 be set aside as endowment, and
that auditorium and parlors be allowed
to be used by the Collegiate Church and
congregation. The Metroplitan Baptist
Union has received and adopted the pro-

posal with enthusiasm, and feels certain
of being able to comply with the con-

ditions. Headquarters of the Baptist
Home Mission Society are In New York
and Foreign and Publication Societies
have branches. All are in rented quar-
ters. Some Baptists are said to feel
that the location ought to be in Fourth

. or Fifth Avenue, while others declare
that the new Seventh Avenue subway

. will create a new West Side center. Just
the place for such structure. The Col-

legiate Church is a consolidation of the
old Epiphany Church in Madison Avenue,
from which its endowment was received.
The pastor at present is Rev. Dr. Oscar
Haywood. Without mortgage Baptists
would have $750,000, including site. Th
Presbyterian building oost $1,800,000.

A few days ago prominent dally news-
papers in New, York announced the con-
solidation of the Fifth Avenue and Cal-
vary Churches. New York City. They
announced the very evening on which the
consolidation took place; they declared
that the Fifth Avenue building would
be sold; that the consolidated congrega'
tion would worship in the present Cal
vary Church, and that Dr. Cornelius
Woelfkln would bo the pastor of the
united church. The consolidation of the
two churches has not taken place. No
official meeting of the churches has beeu
called to consider the matter. It is true
that many members In both of the
churches consider the consolidation de-

sirable, and it is furthermore, true that
such a consolidation may be brought
about in time. v

lumbia Association of Baptist Churches
will be held on Wednesday afternoon
and evening at the Brookland Baptist
Church.

The ways of vloe by night do not
comport with the paths of .business virtue by day, aa many a young fel-

low has found to hla Borrow. The class of men also who represent our
busine'ss houses as commercial jtravelera has vastly Improved in twenty-flv- e

years. A great commercial concern today, takes pride In the class
of men who are its exponents "on the road," and these men feel an equal
pride in the character of the house whose card they hand their customers.
Employers now, if they wise, prefer young men who enter busin&ss
life from homes where fine standards exist or from business schools where
high Ideals are encouraged.

x Certain it Is that in selling gooda today some still
remains. Doubtless goods of one grade still are sometimes substituted
for those of another grade that were sold. Descriptions remain which, to
say the least, are Inexact. One customer is still on occasion more or
less unfairly favored above another. are still so
that under them but one manufacturer can bid, or alternative proposals
are received from one bidder without the knowledge of competitors. Fore-
men and engineers sometimes still Insist when they upon receiving
the product of one concern for reasons that have to do with personal
revenue only. Jill these things are true; but whereas the time was when
courses like these were taken more or less in the open, now they are
condemned things that live only in the byways of business and dare not
venture out Into the. lighted avenucB of trade.

afford. Increasing emphasis is laid on quality. Advantage Is indeed
taken of the demand for quality to explain in bargain
that the goods offered at a low price are worth more, which, whlle an
appeal to those who want something for nothing, yet charitably consid-

ered may, perhaps; in a small measure be to the moral ele-

ment." If it does nothing else it recognizes the demand for quality.
The pessimist find numerous examples in our business affairs to

support hla cynical, philosophy, but It cannot be doubted by any one who
with sober judgment will consider the whole range of political, business
and Industrial life that moral forces are sovereign therein and that they
are advancing In power, to the great social gain and to the undoing of
those who either ignore or resist them.

The Central Church rejoices that it has
had some small part in this matter.

Dayton, Presbyterians suffered Immense
setbacks in the loss of property and in
tho demoralization of their work. ParK
Church was destroyed 'by fire; Third
Street Church, known as a. mother of
churches, Dr. Campbell pastor, was flood-
ed to the depth of twelve feet the audi-
torium being a chaotic mass of debris.
First Church, like Third Street in the
heart of the downtown district, was par-
tially submerged, as was Its mission In
North Dayton. Fourth, Memorial, and
Patterson churches, being on higher
ground, escaped. No services can be held
in the affected buildings for weeks. It
Is hoped, however, that the work may
be reorganized In temporary quarters iu
a short time, and a start made on the
reconstruction of the buildings. Presby-
terians promise that the work now Inter-
rupted will be resumed ultimately upon a
larger scale than ever before.
