FINAL GAME TO NATIONALS HUGHES TO EACE ATHLETICS

IN A THRILLING FINISH IN OPENING GAME JODAY
Griffmen Knock O'Brien Out of Box in Eighth and Griffmen Off for Quaker City for 'Important Series.

Hit Relief Twirier Hard Enough to core Four Foster, Dent and Shaw Are Left Behind. M The Avenue at Ninth

Thawed out by thev blazing rays of the sun and the benignant

smile of the President of the United States and his daughter, the
Climbers yesterday afternoon sang a good-b- y song to the Capital fans
by beating the Red Sox in the last game of the series, 5 to 4.

To-da- y the Nationals have trekked far away from the old home
town and have invaded the country of the enemy. For almost a
month the President, other officials, and the thousands of fansvwill
not see the Climbers, for they have gone away from

In an eighth-innin- g rally, in which the Griffmen fell onto the
curves and spitballs of both Bucky O'Brien and Hall, the tribe of
Griff put four runs over the pan.y
Then to the rescue came Walter
Johnson in the ninth and the
game was over.

Under a sky as cloudless as one in In-

dian summer, and the sun sifting down
through haze, warming the bodies of the
players and the hearts of the fans, the
best baseball game of the season in the
Capital was staged. It was just such a
game as has made baseball popular; it
was just such a game one is willing to
toe and miss supper and get lots of
things when one-- gets home.

The sun seemed to also warm out the
President. He attended yesterday and
asaln got up in the "gallery" with the
boys. He applauded, stretched in the
seventh, and when Washington won the
game clapped his hands and smiled be-

nignly. Then, when the game was over,
forgetting, maybe, that ho needed pro-

tection hcminglcd with the crowds, and
as the throng trailed down the long walk-va- y

he again was a boy not a Presi-
dent.

President Is Cheered.
The great crowd seemed to catch the

spirit of the occasion, and the Chief Ex-
ecutive was cheered to the echo. Score
cards were tossed high 1m the air. the
name "Woody" went from a thousand
throats, and for a passing moment the
multitude forgot the existence of the um-
pires, who just a few minutes before
were called things that would never
break into the Presbyterian Banner or
the War Cry.

Joe Boehling, he of the tow top, pitched
but two innings yesterday, but gets credit
with winning the first game of his major
league career. It doesn't matter who
drove in the runs, in the
column Joe gets his name in print on the
right side of the ledger. In the two in-

nings he was on the mound he prevented
coring and was master of the situation.

He was only relieved to allow a pinch
hitter to bat for him.

Buck O'Brien twirled one of the great
games of his career, but weakened. He
struck cut twelve men in seven innings,
allowed Ave hits, and had everything in
thte woild. But old Fate hung a horse-
shoe on the home boys and it rattled in
the eighth, which, with a lot of hitting,
bi ought home the bacon. It was a hard
game to lose for the man who made a
bnlkin the world's series.

Gallia, who started for the Nationals,
was sent to the timbers when, in the fifth
and sixth, the Red Sox landed on his
wide curve and droie him to the blankets
and the box stall.

And. as the feature of the game, it

might be well to mention that O'Brien
in the iirst two innings struck out the
entire hide, and again in the third in-

ning fanned the firi,t ian to face him,
making seven consecutive strikeouts in a
game which looks like a record from
where we sit Incidentally, the spit ball
huiler "hung up a record for the season
in and still lost.

Moeller opened the first round with a
single, and followed this up by stealing

- second and third, from where he watched
Milan. Laporte, and Gandil strike out in
the order named.

After two had perished in the Nation-
als' third. Moeller connected for his sec-

ond single, but was caught napping and
blocked off the bag by Engle. on a quick
throw from O'Brien.

Milan led oft the Nationals fourth with
a single, but Laporte hit into a double
plav and Gandil made the third out. Ball
to Engle.

In the Washington sixth, O'Brien
showed the first symptoms of weakness,

Three hits, including a double and a
poor throw by DannyJIoeller, gave the
bean brigade two more tallies in the
sixth, and Griff decided that a new pitch-
er was necessary, so Joe Boehllng, the
Richmond thunderbolt, was propelled into
the limelight, holding the visitors, save
in the seventh. The southpaw also re-
peated in the eighth, allowing but one
hit and averting a hostile tally.
