War

TO GOVERN PENSIONS
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Fkevta's ABcwaace.
Amendment to the law governing pen-

sions of the police and fire departments
bo as to give them the power of increas-
ing as well as reducing the amounts paid
pensioners may be recommended to Con
gress by tne jJistnct commissioners.

The propose investigation of the po
lice and firemen's pension rolls, it was
announced' yesterday, will be welcomed
by the District heads, who feel that an
inquiry by the Senate District Commit-
tee would bring to the attention of Con-
gress many of the needs of the present
pension system.

Every two years the Commissioners are
directed by the present law to hold an
examination to determine whether the
amounts being paid pensioners shall con-
tinue "Jnwnole or in Part." This, in the
opinion of the corporation counsel, means
that the Commissioners have the power
to reduce a pension, but not to increase
It.

In the belief of the Commissioners, this
rule should work both ways. As the law
now provides, the District headB are
slow to reduce the amounts of pensions
paid because the pensioners may, for a
time, have outside employment. Reduc-
tion of the pension might work hardship
upon a deserving pensioner upon loss of
his employment. This explains why some
persons are continued on
pensions when also recipients of fair in-

comes through private employment.
Members of the police and flrev depart-

ments are placed on the retired list after
v competent 'board of physicians has

found in their cases that they are phys-ican- y

unable .to perform the duties of
their offices Often this disability has
come from the duties ofgtho service It
Is generally progressive. Therefore, the
Commlslsoners realize that private em-

ployment may be of short duration for
the pensioners, and hesitate to reduce
the amount of pension paid, as, on los-
ing his position, the pensioners may be
left without funds or means of support.

Commissioner Johnston declared jes-teitl-

that ho believed that an investi-
gation into the District's pension ss-te-

would .clear up the situation and be
good for every one concened.
