STILL ALARMING

Huerta Losing Control, Trade Para-

lyzed, Credit Impaired, and
Uprising Threatened.

TAMPICO MAY BE ATTACKED

Another explosion In Mexico Is now
feared by the Washington authorities.
Advices received from various parts of
Mexico have revealed a most distressing

of affairs, and general indications
that the control of the Huerta govern-
ment is diminishing.

A dispatch to the State Department
yesterday reported that the economic
conditions in Mexico City have become
very bad. Trade In the capital. It Is
said, is almost paralyzed as a retult of
the general conviction that the Huerta
government cannot much longer main-
tain itself.

It was yesterday that agents
of the Carranza revolution telegraphed
the London bankers reported to have
agreed to loan the Huerta government
$7,500,000. that such loan, or any other
loan, would be repudiated by the revolu-
tion as soon as it came into power. Tho
credit of the Huerta government Is not
believed to have been helped by the re-

ported price of the bonds, for the new
loan, ssii. at 5 per cent.

Rear, Admiral N. R. Usher, command-
ing the American battleship squadron In
the gulf ports of Mexico, reported yes-
terday that alarming rumors of an at-
tack on Tamplco continued, and that it
is likewise reported that the rebels have
attacked Victoria, the capital of the
State. The admiral says he has received
assurance from the Federal commander
at Tamplco that the city is in no danger.

The Carrancibta representatives at Por-firl- o

Diaz claim that their forces de-

feated a body of Federals at Roata. The
rebels have put in prison Luis F. Saldana,
a peace commissioner, who came to rep-
resent the Huerta government In nego-
tiations with the Carranclstas.

SERUM TO BE USED.

Frledinnnn Method May Be Tricil on
Kentucky Mldshijimnn.

The Navy Department has consented to
the administration of the Frledmann tu-

berculosis serum to a midshipman suffer-
ing from that disease, provided that the
young man's father will assume all re-
sponsibility and will obtain the neces-
sary serum.

The young man. whose name has not
been made public, is a tuberculosis pa-

tient at the naval hospital at Las Ani-
mas, Col. His father appealed to Sena-
tor James of Kentucky and asked him
to obtain the sanction of the Navy De-
partment to tho treatment of his son by
the Frledmann serum.

Tho boy's father has been Informed
that the Navy Department has no knowl-
edge of the Frledmann treatment, aside
from what has been published In the
newspapers, and cannot, therefore, as-
sume any responsibility for Its use. In-

asmuch as the serum Is not on the mar-
ket. It declares Itself unable to under-
take to obtain the serum Tf, however,
the midshipman's parent will get the
serum and accept the responsibility, the
department will have It administered to
the young man by the naval surgeons
at Las Animas.

WOMEN DISCUSS TARIFF.

'LoE-rolIiij- j" la Kill of Our Form
of Government,

That Is tho characteristic
evil of a democratic form of government,
and that the evil has reached Its highest
development In the framing of our tariff,
were assertions made by Mrs. Nanette
Paul, in the course of a paper read by
her last night before the District of
Columbia section of the Women's Na-
tional Democratic League at Its regular
Friday evening meeting at Democratic
headquarters in the Rlggs Building.

Mrs. Paul declared that the theory of
protection is fallacious, and showed how
the most highly protected industries to-
day are paying much smaller wages than
many Industries that are wholly unpro-
tected.

She showed how the Republican de-

mand for protection equal to the differ-
ence between the cost at home and
abroad plus a reasonable profit, if car-
ried to lis logical conclusion, would be-
come ridiculous, by asserting that pine-
apples and bananas might be raised
profitably under glass in New England, if
sufficient protection were granted, but
that the lot of the consumer would be
anything but pleasant.

Mrs. C. Albert White, president of the
Dlstrict section of the league, who was
Instrumental in arranging for the tariff
studies, expressed herself as more than
pleased with the interest taken not only
by members of the club, but by many
others.

Next Friday's meeting will consist of a
business session followed by the regular
work of the study class.

REPUBLICANS FIGHT

LABOR EXEMPTION

Senators Object to Proiision in the
Sundry GtU Bill Effecting

Prosecution.

TAFT VETOED THE MEASURE

Republican Senators will make a fight
on the Senate floor against the provision
in the sundry civil bill, agreed on In
committee, providing that money appro-
priated In the bill for the enforcement
of the Sherman law shall not be em-

ployed In prosecuting labor organiza-
tions. In the Appropriations Committee
of the Senate yesterday every Repub-
lican member of the committee except
Jones of Washington went on record
by his vote against reporting the bill
with the proviso In It exempting the la-

bor organizations. At the same time the
Republican members gave notice of their
Intention to fight the provision on the
floor. It will be remembered that Presi-
dent Taft vetoed the sundry civil bill at
the close of the last Congress because
of this proviso.

It Is understood that President Wilson
was at first Inclined to ask that It be
omitted from the bill, but finally yielded
to allow it to go in on tho condition
that It applied only to the appropriation
for the next fiscal year and did not
commit the Department of Justice
permanently to a policy of exempting la-

bor organizations from obedience to tho
law, the same as other clttzens. The
Democrats In Congress are, by no means,
united In support of the proviso, and
there is likely to be some plain talk
In the Senate on the subject. President
Wilson, It Is learned, realized that If
ho Insisted on having the proviso struck
out of the bill he would be Inviting a
fight with the labor organizations and
their defenders In Congress at a time
when he Is very much occupied with
other controversies. It Is with tho dis-

tinct understanding that the proviso car-
ries a limitation only on the application
of a current appropriation, and that it
is temporary and does not announce a
permanent policy of the government.
Later he will take tho matter up and
dispose of It.

FISCAL LEGISLATION

GOVERNS PROSPERITY

H. A. Wheeler Tells Pretkt bf Neces-

sity of Reforauag the
Cwrency Laws.

Predicting: that no era of, general
prosperity can be attained In the Unit-
ed States without the enactment of
drastic ourrency reforms, H. A. Wheel-
er, of Chicago, president of the Cham-
ber of Commerce of the United States,
urged President Wilson yesterday to
Include currency reforms In the ac-

tivities of the present special session
of Congress.

Mr. Wheeler declared the present
currency system In this country to be
largely responsible for the Instability
of our financial institutions.

President Wilson openly declared
himself In favor of a ourrency reform,
and Intimated that the question would
be taken up, as soon as the tariff ques-
tion had be'en disposed of.

Resolutions were adopted at the meet-
ing of the board of directors yesterday
condemning the provision In the sundry
civil bill exempting labor organizations
and farmers' unions from the provisions
of tho Sherman law.

Details of the next meeting of the
board of directors, to be held in July
at San Francisco, were also discussed.

Sixteen to twenty members of the
hoard will leave Chicago on special cars
July 6. visiting Denver, Salt Lake City,
Los Angeles (two days), San Francisco.
Portland, Seattle, Spokane, Helena, and
L Paul, with possibly some other visits
yet to be determined. The purpose of
this trip is to link together the Western
States and the Eastern States In the uni-
fying work of the chamber. Meetings
will be held In every city visited. In or-

der that as large a proportion of the
business men of the Western States as
posslblo may come in touch with the
purposes that called the Chamber of

'Commerce of the United States into ex
istence.

There were also discussed during the
day matters relative to the training of
secretaries of commercial organizations.
It being realized that the demands upon
secretaries of today place their work Tn

the ranks of professions. Two larga
universities, whose names will be an
nounced Intel, were mentioned as at
present planning a commercial secr'
tarial course of study.
