cording to thir own ideas, arc apt to make mistakes. And Tallyrand's cele-

brated remark, "it was worse than a crime it was a blunder," explains why
tome hostesses have failed to become social leaders.

Mrs. Thomas Marshall, wife of the Vice President, started an innovation
on Wednesday afternoon, by inviting Mrs. Bryan, wife of the Secretary of
State; Mrs. Garrison, wife of the Secretary of War; Mrs. Burleson, wife of
the Postmaster General; Mrs. Daniels, wife of the Secretary of the Navy; Mrs.
Houston, wife of the Secretary of Agriculture; Mrs. Lane, wife of the Secre-
tary of the Interior, and Mrs. Rcdfield, wife of the Secretary of Commerce, to
receive with her. Mrs. Wilson, wife of the Secretary of Labor, is not in Wash-
ington.

Such an arrangement is unique in Washington society. Mrs. Marshall con-

sulted Mri. Woodrow Wilson, the wife of the President, before proposing the
plan to the Cabinet women, and on receiving her approval, asked them to
keep their 'da at home" with her, to which they promptly consented.

Mrs. Marshall's idea was to give the calling public an opportunity to meet
all the official hostesses in one drawing room, and thus avc them from making
a long round of calls. The reception was held in the gold room of the Shore-ha-

Hotel, and although arrangements were perfected to save confusion, a huge
crush was unavoidable. For while the drawing-roo- of each Cabinet hostess
might hae been comfortably crowded, the effect of bringing together practi-
cally all of the calling public into one given space, brought about a most un-

pleasant congestion of struggling humanity, eachpcrson striving to havevachat
with the particular, hostess she had called to see.""1 " "

And handling the isiting cards was no mean problem in itself. Each woman
called upon eight hostesses and felt obliged to lcac cards for each one. And
when it is taken into consideration that a woman leaes two cards for her hus-

band, and if there are other members of her family, for them also, the num-

ber of white pasteboards left that afternoon becomes appalling. Imagine sorting
2.000 cards (and more than that number were actually left), and seeing that
they reached the hostess for whom they were intended. Far from solving the
complex problem of calling, the innovation really complicated matters to a
greater extent, and it is not likely to be tried again.

The majority of Washington residents prefer to sec' the Cabinet women in
their own homes and not en m?sse. They like to judge the indhiduality of
their hostess bvjier surroundings.

When Mrs. Marshall's plan was first noised about, the question arose how
he Cabinet women would return the calls. To do so en masse, or ecn in

pairs, was obviously impossible, so a number of resident women suggested that

or
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they have a card printed which would read: "The ladies of the Cabinet," and
that it could then be left by a secretary. This point has not yet been solved,
and Washington society is still awaiting enlightenment.
