No statue In the world has profoundly
moved s0 many people as the *Laocoon.”
Millions gased upon It during the centuries
when the *Venus of Milo" was lying
buried and known on the istand wh
the perfect marble woman takes her name.
These sculptures, with the “Apolioc Bel
vedere,” are the most prizad statues In
the world. But the diMculties of repro-
duction make the “Laocoon™ lesa famillar
than the two single figures,

While the “Venus of Milo” and the
Apollo are works of sheer beauty, the
“Laocoon” has the majesty of terror. You
may see a very wonderful picture of the
sculpture In “The Mentor” for this week,
and read algo the brilllant and suthorita-
tive comment by Prof. J. C. Van Dyke,
of Rutgers College.

No one knows who modeiad the group:
but, out of the mists that clouded human
activity before history began has come
the story it perpetuates, It belongs 1o
the time when the Greok gods ruled the
world In joyour nakedness, with occa-
sional diversione in the form of bloody
vengeance.

Laocoon played a part in abont the best
known Incident In the Homerie eple, the
drawing Into Troy of the wooden horse.
Laocoon was a priest of Apollo and an
Important man in Troy, but he didn't
have influence enough to prevenl his fel-
low citizens from bringing in that wooden
horee, which was filled with soldiers, as
yvou remember, and resulted in the down-
fall of Troy, after a slege of tépn Years
The legends all seem to agree that Lao-
coon turned from Apclio to Neptune, eVen

golng so far as to offer a bullock in sscri-
fice to the sea god.

ward the Trojan coast from Tenedos, The
rous reptiles rushed straight toward
Laocoon a&nd his two sons. The people
took flight In terror; but the priest and
the youths s altar

The older son
shows In his face the emotions that rend
his moul, the paralysis of fear and his
awe at the awful fate of his father. The
mighty old man ls struggling with all his
magnificent strength, splendidly, hope-
Jesnly.

Most of us associate Apoilo with an
tdeal of manly beauty, with srt, with
mugle. He Is known as the patron of
art, of healing. He waas the father of
Aesculaplus, who was the father of medi-
cine. Indeed, about seven different activi-
ties were attributed to this son of Jupl-
ter: but first of all he was known as the
god who punishes. That Is what his name
really means,

Laocoon was undoubtedly a priest of
Apollo, and it was the act of a traitor
for him to turn to Neptune. One tale de-
clares that Loacoon had defled the ex-
pressed will of Apollo by marrying and
begetting children.

Other delvers inte mythology maintain
that Laocoon and his two sons were not
victims of Apollu but of Neptune. They
hold that Neptune, being bitterly onpoud
to the Troj-l.m wanted to show them, in
the persons of Laocoon and his sons, the
fate that all of them deserved. The fact
that the serpents were under the control
of Neptune and not of Apollo s cited to
support this version of the tale,

This styvlish design has o short yoke
a1l the shoulders in both front and
back. It opens quite low In front and
the edges of the opening are trimmed
with a hapdsome notched collar. The
gleeves have no fullness at the shoul-
der and may he elbow length or fin-
ished, shirt fashion, at the wrist.
These walsts are made of cambrie,
linen, pongee, silk, plain color ging-
ham and other simple fabrics.

Inch goods.

Coreless Apples.
Without paring remove the core {rom
any sort of sour apples. Use a tin
cover punch If you have one; If not,
four overlapping stabs with an ordl-
nary table knife lengthwisa through
the apple, and you can push the core
out. Now cul one-quarier inch off the
“blossom” end of this core and stick It
back as a plug. Fill with any sort of
sugar, set them in a dish that has a 1t-
tie bolling water in the bottom and
hiake In & quick oven. The sugar will
go all through the apple and what
mingles with the water makes the
most delicious syrup to pour over. You
can use cream, but It i= not necessary.

A Wise Hint.

A physician recently described his
method of preparing a toothbrush for
use. A brush with soft bristles is cho-
sen and the hristles are clipped with &
palr of sharp sclasors. The brush thus
made stiff enough to resch the deep
crevices is so much smaller than usuml
that it Is more convenlent for use
around =and behind the large back
teeth.
