ESPERANTO PLANNED

FOR PUBLIC SCHOOLS

Washington High School Club to In-

augurate Movement to Teach
New Language.

Under the leadership of tha Wash-
ington High School Esperanto Club,
the Esperantists of the National Capi-
tal tomorrow morning will Inaugurate
a movement for the teaching or the
new language In all of the public sec-
ondary schools of the city.

The first step will be the circulation
of petitions among the residents of the
District., urging the Board of Educa-
tion to include Esperanto in next
sear's curriculum. More than 1,500
petition sheets have been printed, and
will be distributed among students,
teachers, and business men for signa-
ture. The campaign is being aided f-
inancially by the Students' Esperanto
League.

It is the hope of the Esperantists to
have the international auxlliar) language
taught ultimately as a compulsory sub
ject In the District high schools, but this
plan will not be pushed vigorously until
the subject has first been Included in the
curriculum as an elective.

The high school students of the city
for some time past have been manifest-
ing much Interest in the language and
have formed private clubs and classes
for the purpose of perfecting their mas-
ter) of the tongue. Some of the more
ambitious have entered into correspon-
dence in Esperanto with enthusiasts
abroad

Because of this already manifest In-

terest, and because of the growing prac-
ticability of the language, the Esperan-
tists have reason to believe that their
efforts in connection with the crusade

Atlanta. June 7 A new phllosoph).
full of humanity and understanding,
has been born to Julian Hawthorne, son
of the great novelist, Blnce he became
'register 4435" an inmate of the
Federal penitentiary here.

The deepest human element appears
in everything he has written for Good
Word, the prison paper. The son of
Nathaniel Hawthorne has turned
"minister to the heart and conscience'
of his fellow convicts.

This week's Issue of the paper con
tains the beginning of a new depart-
ment, of which he will be editor He

rites of books, prescribing a model
course of reading made up of the
choicest literature of all countries and
all time Reverence for his father is
shown in his selection of two books of
Nathaniel Hawthorne. 'The Scarlet
Letter" and "Our Old Home"

But along with his esvav on literature
t wrote of another subject, which has

become more interesting to him. he sa) s,
since he became an inmate of the prison.

"There is another aj to llbertv, he
said In his addrese. "It is distributed
among the ranks in pairs, with a shelf
to each volume. Their binding is homo-
genous, stout blue cloth on ordinary oc-
casions, which on Sunda) s and hollda)s
changes to a woolen fabric of darker
hue The) bear titles on the front and
back There is a sprinkling of the poet
ical element and a good deal of fiction
but each carries a historical and bio-
graphical index, often illegible. Stories
of crime mingled with tragedies, or jou
nnd a farce or a corned)

With his fellow prisoners Hawthorne Is
all affabilit). but when visitors come he
is ill and sees no one

KNIFE AS TUBERCULOSIS CURE.

Bnl'i Leg Itnne Smbatltntrd for
Section of plne.

Baltimore. Md . June 7 Albert Schnell.
a young Baltimore bo), was taken to
the Kernan Hospital for Children a rew
weeks ago. suffering from tuberculosis
of the spine, which was causing his
back to hump The hump had assumed
unsightly proportions, and was growing
larger

After he had been In the hospital sev-
eral da)s, Alberts left leg was cut wide
open from Just below the knee to the
ankle. The bone was exposed and a
piece about a foot long and about as
wide as the nail on the first finger
shaved off A kind of stuffing was then
placed in the leg to give it the shape It
should have, and the wound was closed.

Albert was turned, with his back ex-
posed, and a large flap of flesh cut Just
to the left of the crooked spine "lnis
was raised so mat tne diseased portions
of the spine were exposed. These were
cut awa) and a groove made In the back
bone, into which the strip of leg Done
was deftly Inserted and boons there with
wire. The flesh was brought back Into
Its original plaee and sewed.

The bone that was placed In the boy's
spine will act as a staff to make the
back strong. He can now plant his feet
firmly on the floor, and as soon as his
strength returns will be able to walk
erect as any other child.

that he would fight on the floor of the
Senate, to Impress his Idea on that bod)
as to the proper way to legislate In an
Indian appropriation Dill lie spreaa on

FEARING AN OPERATION
WOMAN TRIES SUICIDE

Mrs. Belle White in Hospital Suffer
ing from Arsenic

Poisoning.
Despondent because of prolonged Ill

ness and In despair because of an im-
pending operation. Mrs. Belle White.
twent)-si- x jears of age. of 111 Fourth
Street Southeast, yesterday afternoon
swallowed the contents of a bottle of
arsenic with suicidal Intent. She was
hurried to Casualty Hospital in a serious
condition

Mrs. White had been ill for several
months at a local hospital, and returned
to her home two weeks ago against
the advice of her physician. Her pre-
mature return caused a relapse, and It
was found a few da)s ago that it would
be necessary to perform an operation of
a very serious nature.

The undergoing of this operation
preyed upon her mind. Yesterday after-
noon she retired to her room and" drank
the arsenic Shortly afterward occu-
pants of the house heard her groans, and
finding her Ijing almost unconscious In
her room, sent a hurry call to the
Casualty Hospital Dr. Kelly responded
with the ambulance, and It was due to
his prompt action that Mrs. White was
snatched from the shadow of death.
Authorities at the hospital said last night
that she Is practlcall) out of danger.
