had already told him that Stone had had
this telephonic conversation and had giv-
en him (Lauterbach) expressed permission
to refer Ledyard to Stone or Speaker
Clark for verification of the authenticity
of his (Lauterbach's' representations.

The committee sought to prove that
Lauterbach knew all the time that It was
Ledyard's intention to refer to Represent-
ative A. Mitchell PaLner as hU tele-
phonic correspondent, and, therefore, that
Lauterbach know of Lamar's Impersona-
tions of Palmer.

Although when the committee had led
Lauterbach through Ledard's state-
ment earlier In the day. he had admitted
the accuracy of that part in which he
was quoted as referrlns to Sciuuo Stone
as the Intermediary, he switched around
last night when contend and said that If
he had admitted the accuracy he had
Deen mistaken. Ho denied emphatically
that he had mentioned Senator Stone's
name to Ledyard at that interview or at
any other, but had merely said, acting
on Instructions from Lamar.Nhat he rep-
resented Speaker Clark in the jiegotla-tlon-

Wnlicra of Immunity.
Rather than run the r"sk of rendering

either and Lauterbach Immune
from any prosecution which might be
brought against them on charges of at-
tempting to obtain money under false
pretenses through Lamar's Impersona-
tions, the committee yesterday drew from
both of the men waivers of any such
claims of immunity. Under the genera!
construction of the Federal law, wit-
nesses who testify befjrc a committee of
Congress aro immunj from criminal pros-
ecution with the matters about which
they testify.

Hardly had Lauterbach commenced
his testimony when Senator Reed
called the committee Into executive
session. A set of revised statutes was
sent for and the committee spent
thirty-fli- e minutes studying them and
in discussion. Returning with the com-
mittee to the hearing room. Chair-
man Overman asked Lauterbach If It
was not true that he had come before
the committee voluntarily and with-
out having been subpoened? Lauter-
bach replied:

"I have come here at my own re-
quest. If there is any question on your
mind of Immunity. I waive It abso-
lute!'." Later, Lamar, In requesting
that he be permitted to take the stand
to substantiate something Lauterbach
had testified to, entered the same
waiver of Immunity. Lamar probably
will be recalled to the stand today

Trlii o WaalilnKtnn.
Lauterbach admitted that when he

had told Ledyard that a trip to Wash
lngton. in which he had looked over
the ground, had decided him that he
could stop the Stanley steel Investiga
tion without working through Lamar.
he had lied; that he had talked to no
one about the Investigation while in
Washington, and that his only au
thority for stating that conservative
Democrats were not anxious for the
Investigation was David Lamar him
self.

Lamar is expected to clear up a num
ber of matters brought out by his friend
Lauterbach. For instance, there Is much
that conflicts between his story of the
conversations between himself and Lau
terbach relatlnir to the latter's forth
coming second Interview with Ledyard
and Mr. Lauterbach's testimony yester-
day. Lauterbach says It was specifically
understood that he was to appear as tne
intermediary between Senator Stone.
Speaker Clark, and Democratic leaders
and the Morgan interests, and that Lau-
terbach was to permit Ledyard to deal
directly with any of these men In order
to verify these statements.

Senator Cummins asked Lamar when
he was on the stand:

"I thought you agreed beforehand that
he (Lauterbach) should represent that
these men (Speaker Clark and Senator
Stone) were back of him."

To this Lamar replied:

Tells of Agreement.
"No. sir: not at all. What we agreed

he should say was that If Morgan

If they would agree not to
spend one dollar in politics, directly or
Indirectly, If they would agree to con-

Toward the end of his
Lauterbach showed plainly the ef-

Last night he plainly evi-

denced mental and physical exhaustion.
He was Impatient, querulous, quick to
accuse member of the committee with
attempts to lead him into raise posi-

tions, and argumentative to a degree.
Senator Reed, at the night session, re-

peatedly trapped him into contradictions
on minor points, and the merciless

he received on the point In
volving the use or nonuse of Senator
Stone's name drew him Into a number
of dramatic denunciations of the alleged
conspiracy against his professional In
tegrity.

I.aiaterbnch la Confused.
Lauterbach left the committee in i

maze. He alternately professed his pro-

found belief In the honesty and Integrity
of purpose of his friend, and denounced
him as having used him (Lauterbach a)
good Intention and aims.

Although Lamar, In his testimony
which he declared was full and complete,
had made no mention of having placed
the names of Speaker Clark and Senator
Stone in Lauterbach s mouth. Lauterbach
declared that Lamar had given him the
program and conditions of adjustment
wlch he had presented to Lewis Cass
Ledyard In his second Interview, and had
told him (Lauterbach) that he (Lamar)
had talked to Senator Stone who was the
personal representative and spoke for
Speaker Clark.

Any statement that I have ever made
concerning Mr. Speaker Clark or Sena-
tor Stone has been derived solely and
only from Mr. Lamar and from no other
source," he said, and then he entered
Into an Impassioned denunciation both
of Lamar and Ledyard. which left him
white and breathless.

Sara He Was Victim.
'There never was a victim such as I

was when I went to "Mr. Ledyard's
house on that day, the second visit. Feb-
ruary 8, when he presented a program
of readjustment as from the Democratic
leaders In Washington.

Lamar One Benefit.

"Do you refer to Mr. Ledjard as that
man," asked Senator Reed.

Early In his testimony Lauterbach de-
clared that he had known nothing what-

trior to the second conference between
Lauterbach and Ledjard, had talked
with Palmer.

Confnaed ns to Dates.
Bit by bit. in a disconnected fashion

and with many digressions, both tij
members of the committee and Lauter
Inch, the witness was led tnrougn ms
story from the time he first approached
the Morgan firm with offers to call off
Lamar and the Stanley Steel tnvestiga
tlon until his final conference with Lewis
Cass Ledjard. February 8 last.

Lauterbach continually confused
dates, contradicted and
himself, and clashed with the committee
over his explanations.

He gave the date upon
which Lamar had shown him the steel
investigation resolution as some time In
1910. after the Congressional elections.

I took
It at once to Mr. Morgan and asked that
he Instruct me to ask Lamar not to
have it Introduced. I thought If Mr.
Morgan would ask Lamar to stop It, It
would create good feeling between the
two men."

Lauterbach said Lamar knew what he
was going to do with the resolution
when he gave it to Lauterbach, and that
he had no objection to Lauterbach's tak-
ing It to Mr. Morgan.

Then jou planned to stop It through
Lamar?" asked Senator Reed.

'Exactly," declared Lauterbach.
Then you were not going to do it

through Influence In Congress?"
"Not at that time "
Lauterbach was asked why Lamar had

shown him the resolution.

Reaenta Insinuation.

Asked why Lamar wanted the investi
gation, he replied that Lamar thought It
was a monopoly.

Did Not Need Lamar.
Referring to his second visit to the

Morgan firm on the same errand, when
he had declared that he could stop the
Stanley Investigation without working
through Lamar, Lauterbach acknowl-
edged that he had not acted on any in-
formation received during a hurried trip
to Washington, to which he Teferred in
his first interview with Ledyard. He said
his Information that .Democratic leaders Is
were not anxious for an Investigation
had been derived from Lamar, who, he
thought, had been advised by Henry B.
Martin, secretary ot the

League.
He said his statement to Ledyard, In

reviewing his second visit with the Mor-
gan people, to the effect that he had
looked the situation, over while In Wash-
ington and had come to this conclusion,
was an exaggeration, and that an ex-
aggeration of fact was a falsehood.

Asked for the basis of his belief that
he could stop the investigation without
the aid of Lamar as he had told Mr.
Steele when he went to him the second
time he replied that he believed that
If the Steel Corporation would consent
to certain changes there would be no
need for an investigation and the Stan-
ley probe would be called off.

Lauterbach declared vehemently that he
did not know that Lamar had been. in-
strumental In arranging for Us first Inter- -

view with Lewis Cass Ledyard on Febru-
ary C At that time Lauterbach' had out-

lined to Ledyard hi connection with
Lamar In relation to the 8teel investiga-
tion, and' hia visits to members of the
Morgan firm. .Two 'days after his first
visit to Ledjard. he said. Lamar had
called on him at his house In the'mornlng
and had asked the result of the first call
on Ledyard. Lauterbach declared that
he had come away satisfied that Ledyard
would see members of the Morgan firm
and "tiet him light" by showing that
he was friendly to the firm and deserved
their confidence.

Lauterbach continued:
Tells of I'rocrnra.

"He (Lamar) then said. 'Senator Stone
has been In telephonic communication
with Mr. Ledyard and has suggested that
he have an Interview with you on the
subject of a general arrangement between
the Democrats and the Morgan and Steel
Interests.' He said Ledyard would do so
and that I was to submit to him a pro
gram in the way of a general political
ad stment of affairs.

"I was astonished. He said, 'I have
written out what I know will be sattsfac- -
ton to the Democrats at Washington.
They are acting through Senator Stone.
He was Interviewed In the matter and
represents the organization.' I asked him
what the matter was which he wished me
to present to Mr. Ledjard and he gave
me the headings, as given bj- - Mr. Led-
jard In his statement. I wrote them down
and presented them to Mr. Ledjard at a
conference I had with him that after-
noon. Februarj' S.

"When Mr. Lamar presented this pro-
gram to me I said to him. 'You say that
jou have tecelved this from Senator
Stone. Can I communicate that to Mr
Ledjard, and what assurance have I that
jou have seen Senator Stone?"

"He said: He (Senator Stone) repre-
sents the organization in Washington.
He was able to have the Pujo committee
continue Its investigation when the time
came to examine William Rockefeller at
Jekjl Island.' I said: 'I will do this only
on one condition, and that Is that Senator
Stone may be communicated with by Mr.
Ledjard.' He said: 'Certainly. I said:
'Mr. Clark, too He said: 'Yes.

"I then saw Mr. Ledjard at his home
that afternoon, Februarj-- 8. Our conver-
sation was substantially as Mr. Ledjard
told this committee.

AH Goes Bark to Lamar."
"I did not agree with Mr. Ledyard that

I w lshed to be or that, I
wished to dispel any Impression that I
was enveloped In the atmosphere of
Lamar."

Lauterbach said that when Ledjard
starfd to mention a telephonic conver-
sation of which he (Lauterbach) was

to have knowledge he thought he
referred to the alleged conversation wiln
Senator Stone, of which Lamar had In
formed him that morning. He admitted
that he had told Ledjard that Speaker
Clark knew that the Interview or one like
it was takine nlace, and that he had en- -
courrced Ledvard to get Into communi
cation with Speaker Clark and verify
this.

"It all runs back to Mr. Lamar." said
Lauterbach.

Lauterbach told the committee of con
ferences lie had had with Lamar follow
ing the first expose by Representative
Palmer. These had been numerous. On
one of these occasions Lamar had
brought Henrj B. Martin to see Lauter-
bach. The committee was unable to as-

certain why Lamar had brought Martin
or what Martin had said.

Lauterbach told the committee that he
had upbraided Lamar for his part In th
affair and for involving him. The first
conference was June ZT. after Palmer
had testified.

"I asked Lamar If he had asked the
committee for an opportunity to be
heard." said Lauterbach. "He replied
that he h?d. We then talked of what I
considered the outrageous action taken
against me. He spoke of having Imper-
sonated Representatives Rlordan and
Pa'mer. I said. 'Mr. Lamar, jou should
have Informed me what jou were doing.
You shouldnot have left me in Ignorance.'
He said he only wished to bring to light
the consolracy against me.

Sliovr 1p Conspiracy.
"What conspiracy do you mean?" Lau-

terbach was asked.
'The consplracv led bj-- Mr. Ledyard to

crush me socially and professionally be-

cause of my affiliations with Mr. Lamar."
"What do jou mean?"
"I mean that Mr. Ledjard has been

working assiduously for two jears to
sever my former pleasant relations with
Mr Morgan and other big houses In New
York."

"How?"
"By making a statement that he was

going to saj something derogatory to me
when he took the stand here.

"But jou said he had been up to this
for two j'ears."

Well. I suppose that from the begin
ning of the severance of my relations
with these big houses he had been the
moving spirit."

Lauterbach was questioned about the
passage In Mr. Ledjard's statement. In
which he was quoted as agreeing with
the latter's diagnosis of Lamar's chara-
cterthat he would be a genius if he were
straight. Lauterbach denied that he had
meant it in any opproblous sense. He
denied that anything had been said about
blackmail In connection with Lamar's ac
tivities.

Telia of ConI Deal.
In one part of his testimony Lauter-

bach told of how he had almost engi
neered the sale of controlling; Interest in
the Tennessee Coal and Iron Company
to J. P. Morgan In the spring of 1907.

He said that In the closing days of the
Taft administration Lamar had asked
him to arrange through Attorney General
Wickersham for an interview between
Charles Schwab, who was expected to
testify later In the government's suit
against the Steel Trust, and Former Sec-

retary of War Dickinson, special counsel
for the government. He said he did not
know why the Interview was desired or
what transpired between Mr. Dickinson
and Mr. Schwab. Attorney General
Wickersham. he said, arranged for the
Interview, which took place in Mr. Dick
inson's office in New York, Lauterbach
Introducing Schwab and leaving him
there.

This Is Representative Joe Henry
Eagle, also of Texas, who Insists that
the new banking and currency system
should be administered solely by the gov-
ernment without regard to the banks.
He wants the government to Issue notes
based upon gold and credit, and Insists
that the Federal central board shall be
a government Institution from top
bottom.

Leader Underwood, who is at present
out of town, will be asked to use his
arts on the kickers upon his return.

Though the case of Capt Potts, re-

cently "plucked" from the active list of
the navy and compulsorlly retired, yes-
terday was characterized by Secretary
Daniels as a closed Incident, criticism of
the treatment accorded Capt. Potts con-
tinues unabated.

It Is generally conceded, however, that
Capt. Potts has no means of redress, and
that any efforts he may make to secure
reinstatement on the active list will be
futile. It Is generally predicted that even
should Congress pass a bill for his rein-
statement that President Wilson will up-
hold his Secretary of the Navy by veto-
ing It

There la much criticism of the person-
nel of the plucking board. The member-hl- p

of the board Is characterized as of
Injudicious selection. It was stated thai
at least two members of the board might
be expected to feel some resentment
against Capt Potts because of difficulties
they had had with the previous adminis-
tration of the Navy Department, with
which Capt. Potts was by rea
son of his service In Washington.

The board consisted of Rear Admirals
Aaron Ward. W. H. H. Southerland,
Cameron McR. Wlnslow. Austin M.
Knight, and Frank F. Fletcher. The
board was appointed, according to law,
by Secretary Daniels on June 1. Their
vote In favor of retiring Capt Potts was
three to two.

It was recalled that Admiral Wart.
chairman of the board, got Into serious
difficulties with he Navy Department
last year, when Capt Potts was aid for
personnel, a position of great power with
regard to the assignment of officers.

He came very near being forced to re
tire. One of the causes of friction was
the order of Secretary Meyer that he ac-
company Philander C Knox, then Secre-
tary of State, to Japan, to attend the
funeral of the Mikado, serving as aid to
the Secretary of State.
