Says That Farmers, by Newspaper

That the express companies within the
next few years will be absorDea Dy me
parcel post system was the prediction
made yesterday by Representative David
J. Lewis of Maryland; father of the origi-
nal parcel post bill. In discussing the
partial reconstruction pC the parcel post
service within the limit to be
come operative August 15. Representa
tive Lewis declared that the Beginning
of the end of the express companies In
America Is near at hand. He stated that
the parcel post would gradually absorb
the small retail package business 01 ine
express companies until the Utters' mar--
Sin of profit had been wiped out, ana
tney will be operating at a loss.

Representative Lewis, who has made a
csreful study of the express companies
stated that more than SO per cent of their
gross reenues was derived from the
transportation of small packages ranging
between one and nineteen pounds. He
pointed to the fact that the express com-

panies In their briefs filed with the Inter-
state Commerce Commission protesting
igalnst a reduction In their tariff
cl.edules contend that 4 per cent of

their gross receipts represented their net
earnings.

In support of his prediction that the
exnress companies would be gradually
ahsorbed by the parcel post he pointed
out the lower rates offered by the gov-- .

ernment. He stated that with parcel post
rates avenging from to one- -
third loner than the express rates wltnm
150 miles distances, lie felt confident thu
the go ernment will easily absorb more
than Jtf.7W.OiO of the express companies
gross business, which amounts to J16S.0C,- -
(00 annually.

Stockholder nt I.osrrs
Representative Lewis added that the big

surplus hld In reserve by the express
companies Is mote than sufficient to pay
off dollar for dollar for the amount
originally Invested In express stock, and
that the stockholders will not suffer a
loss.

"I have been with the
Postofflce authorities in developing the
new weight and rat limit." Representa-
tive Lewis said, "which Is not Intended
as a complete scheme at all, but onl
ss a part of a scheme to test out th
working capacity of the postal machine.

banking bill.

Tnro Bin Measures.

an end. This means a session that will
run Into the fall, and possibly project It-

self Into the winter, but all concerned
seemed to be bent on earning out the
administration program, although early
In the year there was a god deal of op-
position to the consideration at this time
of any big legislation outside of the
tariff.
