RING LEADERS MOVED

Sixty Take frea Sag Sag to Aabarn

WkUe Bedlam Ropu ia Prison

OsBlnlnsr. N. T.. July S.-- A cunningly

conceived plot for a wholesale Jail de
livery at Sine Sine this moraine
frustrated In a highly dramatic manner
ov Warden Caicy.

Nearly four hundred men had prepared
to overpower the guards in the mess
rooms at breakfast, while the majority
of the keepers were busy manacling the
sixty men who were transferred to Au-

burn today. The warden learned of this
new conspiracy while it was still brew
ing. Instantly he ordered the guards on
duty to assemble.

"Search eiery cell," he said. 'If there
Is anj thine like a weapon take it away
by force If necessary.

By midnight enough weapons had been
found to fill three or four bushel baskets.
There were daggers, dirks, and e

knhes fashioned from knives stolen from
the shoe shop. There were stockings
stuffed with crushed stone, billies fash-
ioned from bed posts, and even rims had
been torn from the cover of the palls
and the tin made Into a peculiar e

weapon.
Vlllasrera Go Armed.

"Without weapons the prisoners were as
powerless as children. And today, broken
in spirit, apparently completely mastered,
they acted like tired boys. Hoarse from
the yelling, and weary from
their three days' mutiny, there was barely
a sound from them tonight

Many of the i Wagers still slept, how-
ever, with guns under their pillows or
beside their beds. In fear of another up-
rising.

Bedlam was loose, .owe er, this morn-
ing when the 60 convicts, many of whom
had been ring leaders in the strikes,
were transferred from the prison to the
car which took them to Auburn.

Manacled in pairs, their legs chained
by ankle Irons, the sixty marched out
shortly after 9 o'clock In a wild chorus
of howls. Jeers, and cheers from the
other convicts crowding against their
own bars In the cell house, past which
they had to be taken to the railroad
platform.

The transferred men were for the mot
part, sunen, leering, ana miscmei Dent.

A score of photographers, moving pic-
ture men, fronted them at the prison
gate with battery of cameras.

It was like the waging of a red flag.
Stone Camera Men,

"What are you going to plaster our
faces all over the country for?" shouted
one. There was an angry snarl of pro
tect from the rest.

The com lets strained at their chains.
They stopped In pairs and picked up
stones from the road and threw them at
the photographers. All the missiles flew
wild, but the onlooklng imagers fled

To make matters worse, several of the
forty guards rushed at the photogra-
phers with their clubs and slashed right
and left.

Warden Clancy sent out an order to
let tbejphotographers alone. .and,.said
that he would Investigate e ery man who
had Interfered with them.

Then, without warning, the prisoners
turned onxhe guards and stoned them
Instead. Three or four were hit- - But
they flourished their arms and soon re
stored order,

ust as the Empire express approached,
several convicts stepped close to a deputy
that they particularly disliked. The big
engine, at the rate of fifty miles an hour,
tore past them. Just as the tender w heels
flashed part, two convicts lunged against
a deputy. He caught himself Just in
time to escape being ground under the
--vheels.

As the train pulled out, some who still
had rocks concealed crashed them
through the train windows. Some in
wild frenzy pushed through the panes
with their elbows. When the prison
train reached Albany and was forced to
wait there some ten minutes the con-

victs made the best of their time appeal-
ing for sympath.

"We struck because our food was rot-
ten," they wrote on notes they scattered
out to women gathered at the station.

Several petitioned Gov. Sulzer for bet-
ter food.

Yet before the convicts left Sing Sing
they had told Warden Clancy that the
food had been greatly Improved during
the past two weeks.

Short!) after the convicts left Sjracuse
serious trouble broke out in the prison
car. Exact details of what took place
are not forthcoming from the prison
authorities. Trainmen, however, said
that two men tried to o erpower a guard,
and that the guard turned and flred,
seriously wounding one of the men. No
confirmation of this could be obtained.

VARDAMAN IS INDIGNANT

Wtl'le Principal Speaker at Meetktf

Piesldent Wilson sent to the Senate
yesterday afternoon the., nomination of
Adam E. Patterson, colored, of Musko-
gee, Okla., as Register of the Treasury.
He will succeed James C Napier, of
Tennessee, also colored.

Indications last night were that a storm
of protest will be raised by 'Southern
Senators when the name is brought be-

fore the upper branch of Congress for
confirmation.

The first gun In the warfare upon the
appointee was fired last night by Senator
James K. Vardaman, of Mississippi, who
is indignant at the action of the Presi
dent, and who will light vigorously
against the nomination.

Protest against the appointee will be
voiced next Thursday evening at a meet
ing to fie held at Old Masonic Temple.
Senator Vardaman will be the principal
speaker.

The appointment of Patterson is a
most unfortunate thing," said Senator
Vardaman last night. "Two races can
not mix; It is contrary to the laws of
nature. I am not acquainted with Pat
terson. It Is not be, personally. I am
fighting; It Is the principle Involved.
Such recognized political equality Is
bound to lead to social equality; social
equality is bound to lead to race amalga'
matlon, and race amalgamation means
race deterioration.

eal difference between the white and
black races which, I believe, will forever
forbid the two living together on terms
of social and political equality. That is
the way I feel, exactlv.

"I think that the defeat of this Appoint-
ment of a negro Is of more lmporttjce
than the passage of the tariff bill and
the enactment of currency legislation. It
rises like a mountain peak above the
other questions of the day. I shall use
every effort to defeat the confirmation.
Every Senator from the South I have
spoken to on the subject has expressed
his Intention ' opposing the confirma- -
tlon.

Opposed the Xnmlnntinn.
"I made a trip to the White House to

oppose the nomination, and I also spoke
with Secretary McAdoo concerning It. It
seems that the appointment was made
In view of Patterson's campaign activi
ties in the Interest of Democracy. I
don't think much of the policy
that pais party obligations at the
expense of the purity of the greatest race
on the globe. I shall fight every negro
appointment that is made. If a negro
Recorder of Deeds for the District- - of
Columbia Is appointed, ray protest will be
sun more vehement.

The position of Register of the
Treasury, which Is about the best plum
in tne federal service at Washington
regularly bestowed upon a negro, was
awarded to Patterson on the recom
mendation of Senator Gore.

Patterson Is a leader of the negro
Democrats of Oklahoma. He is a law-e- r,

and Is said to have written a num- -
Der oi campaign pampniets which were
circulated among the negroes of hb
State in the last campaign.

MEETING TO SETTLE

STATE'S OLD DEBT

QuestioH of Paymeat of $7,000,060 to
Virginia by West Virginia Di- -

cutsed.by Commiaoas.
The members of the Virginia and West

Virginia Stae commissions now In Wash-
ington to fix the terms of settlement of
the debt claimed against West Virginia
by Virginia, spent yesterday In vain de-

bating, and will take up their discussion
of the matter again this morning. It is
said that the commission may be
Washington for several more dajs. The
sessions are being held at the Wlllard.

The debt dates from the time of the
formation of the State of West Virginia
at the beginning of the civil war. The
principal is about 17,000.000. and Virginia
claims a large sum as Interest. The
principle point of disagreement Is as to
the manner In which the sum shall be
paid over.

The question was taken, to the Supreme
Court in October. 1310. ami that tribunal
found that tho part of the original debt
of lrglnia that must be born by West
Virginia Is 17.lSi607.43, but prescribed no
specific manner for the money to be
paid over.
