Where are the plain shoes of today

FIGHT FOR "PORK"

HAY BE BITTER ONE

Effort to Hare Curat Direct Commit

tee to Appropriate $1,300,000

for Building.

STAND TAKEN BY FITZGERALa

The "pork barrel" contingent of the
Democratic majority of the House will
try to force through the caucus this aft
ernoon directions to the Appropriations
Committee to appropriate !1.30.flOO for the
work authorixed in the mammoth public
buildings bill of the last Congress.

Chairman Fitzgerald yesterday an
nounced. In effect, that any raid of the
pubjic Treasury roust be made in the
open, and that he will fight It to the last
ditch. In this be has the backing of the
administration and of a strong majority
of the committee. The probability la that
If the "pork barrel" crowd Is successful
In forcing a resolution through the cau
cus. Mr. Fitzgerald and his committee
will refuse to recognize the authority of
the caucus In the premises.

An Interesting question of authority is
Involved. The caucus nominates the
Democratic members of the committee.
but the House Itself ratifies, ostensibly,
the selection of committees, and Mr.
Fitzgerald declares that a partisan cau
cus has no authority to direct Its mem-
bers on a committee to take action which
does not Involve a question of party pol-
icy.

The fight for "pork" will be led by
Chairman Frank Clark, of the Public
Buildings Committee. He will be sup-
ported by the same members who al-
ways are found lined up against any
policy of Intelligent and efficient econ-
omy.

The Democrats of the House last spring
pushed through a public buildings bill
reported out by the Public Buildings
Committee, which authorized, when It
finally came from conference and was
signed, nearly H3.COO.O0O expenditure for
public buildings. This did not carry with
It appropriating power, however, as the
Appropriations Committee roust do the
appropriating. The "pork barrel" people
want the caucus to direct this committee
to attach appropriations for public
buildings to thextune of 11,500,000 on the
urgent deficiency bill. It is to be taken
for granted that If the House does this
the Senate will double that amount.

"The improvements In the general ap
pearance have a profound psychic influ
ence," writes the physician, "not only
directly through the stimulation of the
sense of pride In appearance, but in
directly through the flattering comments
which it arouses. The aged man should
stimulate the surface circulation by
means of baths and massage, remove
wrinkles and folds by Inunction with
fats., try to stimulate the growth of hair
on the head and remove hair from ab-
normal situation on the ears, use a cane
and wear braces to overcome the ten
dency to stoop, employ harmless cos
metlc measures to Improve his appear-
ance, and. above all, observe a sense of
neatness In dress."

CAB FARE MUST BE PAID.

Police and Firemen Will ot Be
Alloired to Itlde Free.

Responding to a request of the District
Commissioners as to whether the contin-
gent fund of the Fire Department Is
available for the purpose of car tickets

of the Police and and Fire
Departments when traveling: on official
business, the Comptroller of the Treasury
yesterday rendered a decision to the ef
fect that they must pay their own car
fare. The decision says, in part:

The appropriation for the contingent
expenses of the Fire Department makes
no specific provision for car tickets for
traveling expenses, nor are the specific
items provided for therein of the same
kind and character as car tickets or
personal traveling expenses. Moreover,
such Items do not appear to have been
contemplated at the time the law was
framed, for the simple reason that prior
to July 10. 1310. firemen have been Der- -
mltted to ride on street cars without pay
ment of fare.

This decision refers specifically to the
Fire Department, but according to Audi-
tor Tweedale. bt the District it also ap-
plies to the Police Department
