Just been acquired by the Commercial

National Bank, Is the oldest savings
bank in Washington, havins been organ-
ized In 131. Its original capital was but
$51,000. which was increased In 1005 to
S100.WO. the new stock going out at J175

a share. March 4. 1907 the capital was
Increased to fSO.COO. stock being put out
at CS per share. It has had a market
value of ; bid. with control heretofore
largely In the hands of a .few prominent
men.

Its deposits August 9 were K.MS.OSS.47;

capital and undivided profits, S33,0O, and
tota. resources, $1171,01116. It has been
almost exclusively a savings bank up to
(bout fifteen months ago. when E.
Southard Parker was chosen president,
when It undertook commercial business
as well, having at that time absorbed the
Mercantile Bank.

The Commercial National Bank, owner
of the Union Savings Bank by the new
arrangement Just consummated, has to-

tal resources or $?.M,611S6 and Is one of
the strongest of the twelve national
banks of the District Its ownership
adds greatly to the solidity of the Union
Savings Bank. The bank building of the
Union Savings Bank Is especially desir-
able property to the Commercial Na-

tional Bank on account of the business
block that will one day rise on the cor-
ner of Fourteenth and G Streets, now
occupied by the Commercial National
Building. The Union Savings has but re-
cently completed the modern y

fireproof structure, which will, when the
Commercial National officials decide to
build a new home, bo the model for the
improvement.

Details to Be "Worked Out.
The final details of the purchase of

the Union Savings Bank have not been
worked out. The banks will, for the
present at least, be operated as two In-

stitutions, and may eventually be so
conducted, as the real estate lending
privileges and business of the savings
bank are important.

G. Clapham has succeeded E. South-
ard Parker as president and with Cashier
Bowman looked after the Union Savings
t smess yesterday.

Frr tne present there will be no union
rf the banks, nor yet any change In the
barking rooms of the two Institutions.

"Would alcorijanlze.
It is understood that af least ninety

per cent of the stockholders and de-

positors of the closed d Na-

tional Bank, of Pittsburgh, have signified
their intention to In the re-

organization and reopening of the In-

stitution. Committees to direct the at-

tempt at rehabilitation have been ap-

pointed from the old First and Second
National Banks, and they will unite to
form a Joint committee. Failure to get
an authoritative report on the present
financial condition of the closed bank is
the chief difficulty thus far met. Those in-

terested in the movement believe they
possess fairly accurate Information, but
hesitate to take decided action while any
element of uncertainty remains.

Pending the receipt of exact data there
Is rhuch that those Interested can do.
It Is said, and Immediately upon receipt
Df the detailed information now being
taught the campaign for reorganization
will be brought out Into the open.

The suffragists decline to
admit that this process of reduction af
fects the claim of the Women's council
to represent s'.OOO.OOO voters In any way.
Delegates to the council claimed to rep
resent VX.0r) women who can vote.
Whether these same women have voted
or will vote Is a speculation entirely
original with the It is
stated.
