From the center of each draw
ovals to represent the petals, and make
in the center a group of jellow dots with
water colors or crajons to suggest the
stamens Cut the outer line to represent
the end of the petals The result is very
realistic, and when a number of these
paper lilies are placed around the table
the effect is beautiful.

flower stalls In any market place. Allow
s me to trail up the handle or over the
side of the boat in graceful, careless line
The leaves of the decoration can be cut
of green paper if jou need their contrast
in the ruuping of the flowers.

HOW TO MEASURE

FOR WALL PAPER

Modern Tendency I to Bring the Win-

dow Treatment to Floor with

Panel of Wood Beneath.
Inquiries such as these are frequentlj

made, sajs the Delineator: "Will yoi
please tell me how to measure a room
for wall papers7 Are the rolls stand-
ardized? Where should the g

be placed'"
All American wall papers are stand-

ardized en the basis of a single roll con-
taining thirty-si- x square feet exclusive
of the margins left for trimming. Price
are all based on this unit, which th
dealers call a piece ' Unfortunately for
the las man the term 'single roll" is
misleading it does not mean the finished
roll jou buj-t- hat may be double, or
triple, or quadruple roll. Suppose, for
the purposes of measuring, we use the
term "piece." A single roll, then. Is a
roll that contans one piece.-- thirty-si- x

square feet A double roll contains
two pieces, and so on Always ask tho
dealer how many pieces there are to the
roll when you have selected jour wallpaper, because the longer the roll the
smaller will be the waste of short
lengths The widths usually sold are IS,
!2. SO. and 36 Inches

The mistake people often make when
measuring for wall papers is that they
forget they are not measuring for a
fabric. You can estimate exactly how
many jards of curtain stuff jou will
need, for Instance, because jou can buy
fifty jards of it in one piece If neces-
sary, and there will be practically n
waste. But wall papers come In short
rolls, and there is the Inevitable waste
of short ends to be reckoned with.

Important tn Know.
It Is quite important to remember the

length of the roll when jou are measur-
ing the room.
