Americans seem to have no sense of
the artlctic, according to Herr Stucke,
who slid that in manufacturing cities,
espeeiall) tht unclean appearance of the
streets vv as an c) eso-- e to those who were
accustomed to cleanliness and order.

Auburn, N 1 , Oct. 5. Thomas Mott
Osborne, who, under the nime of 'Tom
Brown," has been spending a week In
Auburn Prison to study the system from
the completed his bit ' this af-
ternoon after undergoing the limit of
punishment Inflicted on a convict in State
Institutions.

Mr Osborne spent all the time from
o clock )esterda) until o Uock this

morning In the "dungeon ' for refusing
to work, and pale and haggard with
several pounds of his normal weight
missing, he declared the night In the
dungeon to have been a glimpse into ' thi
Innermost circle of the inferno. '

The voluntary "convict" pardoned him
self this afternoon, and Is now resting
up preparatory to putting his studies into
shape for his report to the State Com
mission of Prion Reform, of which he
is chairman He said of his experience

I'rlfton S) stem Cruel,
"I am more than ever convinced that

the prison sjstem is singular!) unintelli
gent, ineffective and cruel. In man)
aspects tho material welfare of the con-
victs is well looked after I found the
food unexpectedly good, the cells, while
antiquated are clean and satisfactorily
lighted at night, and the clothing is com-
fortable

"But the prison s)Stem is absolute!) a
form of slaVeo, and all the truths tnat
Lincoln enunciated appl) equal!) to pris-
on slaver) It takes from the convict
his own Initiative and freedom of action.
and he becomes an lrresponible autotni- -
tom who returns to the outside wo-i- d

to find he is unable to resume his own
and guide his own destiny

"One instance of the unlntellfgence of
the system is the attempt to prevent the
convicts from normal exercise ot the
sense of sight and speech

No Degree nf Punishment.
'Another most unintelligent aspect is

the wa) the system inevitabl) lends to-

ward making punishment for small of-
fenses the same as for creat offenses
There Is no difference, for Instance

the offense of a man talking in the
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shop and of a man who takes up a crow-
bar and attempts to murder the officer
in charge Both are treated to the dun-
geon. I obtained from my night in the
punishment cells a glimpse into the low-
est circles of the Inferno, and it will be
best for me not to attempt to analyze
mi impressions about it at this time.

"There is a frightful waste of human
life and Ingenuity because the system is
so bad that while there is some slight
reform, the principle of reformation Is
not used to any where near Its measure
of possibilities. Realizing perfectly the
considerable, number of degenerates and
other undesirable citizens Included in
the ranks of the prisoners, I was amazed
at the amount of splendid courage, fine
feeling and neighborly interest displayed
by the Inmates toward each other

'I hope to translate this experience Into
something of great value to the convicts,
to m)self and to every citizen of the
State of New lork. I have gained a
new knowledge of human nature, a new
faith In human nature, a new altruism
because I have seen so much In Auburn
Prison that was gracious and br&te and
splendid in every way "
