with the principles of rational and nat-
ural morality In the Guidance of human
action. indKidiml and social and that
it demands that religion shall Rivp wa
to reason in the government of human
tociety and In the solution of human
problems.

The position was taken that, contrary
to the belief of man) liberal thinkers,
this work is far from beins accomplished
and is onI well begun. It was con-

tended that religion and theology are
till dominant oier the masses of man-- I
ind, and that this Is true of the United

Mates scarceb less than of other narta
of the world. Evidence was presented in
tupport cf this view, and especial atten-
tion was called to the ctrength, and what
was held to be the renewed aggressive-
ness of religious forces In the United
States. The speaker was strongly In-

clined to the Iew that religion and the
MJciarmotement of the times would
become allied, to the adantage of the
former and the detriment of the secular
character of the government and .po-

litical institutions of societ. This

PASTOTS VIEW

"The Church and the New-

spaper" Discussed by the
Rev. C. E. Grainger.

ATTITUDE HAS CHANGED

Religion More Popular in Present Ad-

ministration Than Its Prede-

cessors, It Is Stated.

Improvement of the attitude of the
press of Washington toward the church
was assert ej In a sermon on "The
Church and the Ncnpiper, ' preached

the Rev Ch irles Everest Grainger,
o Memorial

Church last night
This Improvement was due In part to

the fact that religion Is more popular In
the present Presidential administration
than in previous administrations, Dr
Grainger asserted

Dr Gr linger said
A strange combination' Not at all'

On the contrary a erj natural and
proper combination Thev have many
things in common The came into being
In the same period of history, during the
divs of the Roman Empire It was then
the church was Instituted, and It was
then the "Ada Diurna of the Romans,
which were dallj. official, written reports
of public occurrences, were Issued.

From these small beginnings mesa
two creat Institutions have enlarged and
expanded until now they are universal,
each of them

"Thee two Institutions have each dur

legitimate Interest affecting societv with

are fostered bv both of ihese Institutions

"But as there have been corruptions In
the church ind weaknesses In the church,
so also In the newspapers, and it is of
some of these latter wo wlh to speak
kindlj this evening

"The press has. upon occasions, not
hesitated to criticise the church, and be-

cause of this libcrt) taken bv the press,
the press will not feel that the church
is unduly harsh when we point out some
weaknesses and corruptions in the press.

'The j.reit weakness of the average
dally ne vspaper Is Its lick of monl tone.
In the prominent exploiting of high
crimes. of immoral pursuits, vulgar
pleasujes v iclous sport, ultra sensational
events the newspaper has saturated the
minds of men and debased the moral tone
o sccittv

' Mar newspaper men argue that they
simrb give the people what they want,
the produce what the public demands.
But light in here comes a nice question
for the newspaper to answer Who is
responsible for this base and craven
taste'

' It is a false taste, and the question
arises, how far has the press gone to
cultivate and encoutage this taste""

"Another weakness of the newspaper Is
its careless statements sold to the public
as facts and news Man statements
absolutcl false are given out as truths.
Many startling newspaper stories arc ap-

parently made up out of whole cloth.
"This so generally is known as to make

the newspaper rather a laughing stock.
People frankl and Jesting! say. Oh.
onb a newspaper story'

"The newspaper is often excused in
this on the plea that the public demands
prompt reports ot news and In this effort
to acquire news quickl), accuracy not
alwa3 is possible But why sacrifice
accurac to speed

' Better be a little slow er and mofe
accurate The mad rush for quick news
Is not so much a demand of the public
as a desire on the part of the paper to
make a "scoop' and and out run
Its rivals In early reports. Let there be
a rlvalr among the papers for accurac
rather than earl news The public
wants accuracy and of that it has no
assurance in the newspaper accounts of
the da)

Ilrllciou. Nrvis Drslreit.
" Manv papers make the mistake of be-

ing absolutely secular They forget that
relationship of the church and the news-
paper The) forget that many people
are religious and desire religious news;
and desire it intelligently given. Our
papers go through some funny antics
in trying to secularize and sensationalize
religious news.

When I came to Washington I was
told that the attitude of the press to
the church was not very cordial, not
antagonistic, but simply Indifferent

It has Improved very much recntl).
and I can tell )ou one thing which I
think has contributed toward this Im
provement, viz., the present administra-
tion

Religion Is eminently more popular In
this administration than formerly. Now
we find the papers as alwais alive to
the spirit of the day, on the Job, and al
most without exception catering to re
ligious news, it is a gooa sign, it is well
so God bless the work!

"The pubic Is more and more demanding
a 'clean and reliable Journalism.' Or
ganizations, statesmen, and private Indi
viduals are protesting against the news- -

kpapers in their competitive sensational
ism Many ot our Dest papers are tnem-elv-

engaged In the reform 'And will
ut church have no part In this effort?

"And the Sunday paper' W hat of thaf
From a literary and moral standpoint,
worse than all It is not a little, narrow
question of whether we will spend a pal-
try nickel on Sunda) to buy a paper, but
a great and important question of whether
we will allow to come into our homes
on a day which should be devoted to
higher thoughts In religion, education,
and charit a cesspool of printed tilth,
filling the atmosphere of the home and
mind with poisonous gases

"It Is time for the newspapers to clean
house and clean up. and every ounce of
pressure will help toward a Journalism
of which we need have no fear and to
which we can give an unqualified en-

dorsement The public demands it."
