To properly put away the summer
wardrobe Is not merely a matter of plac
ing the various garments and accessories
in extra closets and trunks. Every Bar
ment should first be carefully examined
and any spots upon them should be re-

moved. It It Is humanly possible to do
so. since the stain If allowed to sink
In for half a year may never come out
at an and sometimes It decavs the fabric
An ordinary grease spot may usually be
removed from a colored gingham, linen
or muslin frock or blouse, by wettine
the place ' with fresh milk, covering It
with common salt, letting It stand for
several hours and then rinsing the gar
ment 4n several waters.

A black oil spot such as Is often made
by coming Into contact with a motor's
mechanism, must be taken out with
smearing of butter. Chemists can usu
ally furnish an eradicator which will van
qulsh ink spota without damaging the
material. Of course, all launderable gar-
ments are put away clean, hut without
starch and rough-drie- Warm corn
meal will take ordinary dust spots from
white serge and on no account should a
summer garment of that material
permanently laid avvav in a soiled state
as. after lying for a few months, the
grime works Into Jhe weave so deeply
tnat it is almost impossible to gel it out.
