"They are starving men In the name of
economy," Hawthorne declared. Tou
hear of the clean cells In which the
prisoners sleep. But you never hear of
the "hole' do youT For the slightest
faulL sometimes for breaking a plate,
sometimes for a little less, a prisoner Is
sent to the "hole, a place under the main
building for solitary confinement."

W. J. Morton, of New lork. who also
was "released after serving a sentence
for the same time, was equally emphatic
In hla denunciation ot the conditions at
the Southern prison.
