Feeble-mind- men and women should
be segregated and restrained from

rjarcnts of like deficient children,
according to Alexander Johnson, lecturer
for the extension department, oi um
Tralninc School for Teachers of the,

at vmeiano. . J., wno
spoke before the Monday Evening Club
In the assembly hall of the T.ttCA
last night

Failure to segregate and care for this
class has resulted in the birth of idiots,
until now one In every SCO of population
Is mentally deficient, Mr. Johnson said.

He said that Is prac-
tically certain to be transmitted, and
that, no matter how early children of

parentage are taken In hand, they
can never be made normal.

The most Important step to be taken
In thla country, he continued. In order
to stop the tremondous annual Increase
of mentally unfit Is to take steps for
the Immediate segregation of feeble-
minded females.

31arrlnue Slionld Cease.
These women, and the d

men as well, he said, should be put Into
Institutions and kept there until death,
and under no circumstances should they
be allowed to marry. -

Mr. Johnson estimated that there are
between 000 and SCO d in the
District. He stated that much can be
done toward stamplns out the birth of
Idiots by a careful weeding out of these
people wherever found, and by the proper
precautions toward allowing all family
lines tending toward degeneracy to die
out

Ther sir three rrades of
ness, he said Those of the lowest grade
ar called Idiots, and have a mental
development equal to a child of three
)ears; then cornea the Imbeciles, with a
mental development of from three to
eight j ears, and finally, the morons.
with a development of from eight to
twelve years. In all three classes it Is
Impossible to effect cures.

SCHOOL LAW ATTACHED

Tuition Regulation UncomtitntionsJ,
Says Ttkoma Park' Gtkens'

Attodatian.

PROTEST TO GO TO CONGRESS

A protest against the law passed by
Congress In 1313 requiring nonresidents
of the District to pay tuition for school
privileges unless government employes
or taxpayers in the District on the
ground that it Is unconstitutional by rea-
son of Us being clsss legislation, was
adopted at the meeting of the Takoma
Park Citizens' Association last night

W. A. Colcord drew up the protest and
presented It to the association. Copies
of It will be sent to the Senate and
House District Committees.

This Is said to be the first step In a
general attack on this law by members
ot the Virginia and Maryland delegations
In Congress. The protest reads. In part,
as follows:

"According to an act of Congress passed
June X, 1912, alt residents living In the
suburbs of Washington over the District
line, though regularly employed in the
District are denied public school
privileges unless they are 'engaged In
public duties' In the District or "pay
taxes levied by the government of the
District of Columbia In excess of the
tuition charged Hereunder for nonresi-
dent pupils.

"This Is class legislation, and In Its
very nature obnoxious to every lover of
equal rights and fair play. It should be
repealed, or so modified as to grant to
suburban residents over the line who are
regularly employed or engaged In busi-
ness In the District equal school
privileges with all government employes
who are likewise situated. As It stands,
the law Is a glaring violation of the
American principle of equality for all
before the law.

"If anything under the sun In a re-
public ought to be free to all Its citizens.
It Is Its public schools. We must cer-

tainly have come to a strange pass when
the privileges of the public schools at
tbe Capital of the Nation must needs be
thus restricted and denied to those v. ho.
to all Intents and purposes, are residents
of the District and ot the city of Wash-
ington."

Original Statute Was Cotutrned by

Higher Tribunal Chief Justice Only

Member Left Who Signed It

The act of Congress which Senator
Norris of Nebraska would Invoke to limit
the rates charged by local telephone com-

panies not only was set aside by the
United States Supreme Court but was
repealed by Congress In 1304. according to
a statement Issued by Henry B. F. Mac- -
farland. counsel for the Chesapeake and
Potomac Telephone Company last night

Mr. Macfarland quotes from the Dis-

trict appropriation act ot 1904 the follow
ing paragraph:

"Provided, That no part of the money
herein appropriated shall be used for pay
ment to any telephone company doing
business In the District of Columbia for
the use of any telephone within said Dis-
trict, for communicating therefrom, to
any other telephone connected to a cen
tral odce of such company tn tho Dis-
trict of Columbia at rates In excess of the
following: Sixty dollars per annum for a
telephone on an individual metallic cir
cuit MS per annum for each telephone
on the same premises, there being not
more tnan two on tbe same metallic cir
cuit and no contract shall be made with
