A review of yesterday's New York

stock market is practically the retelling
of the stories that have been tola from
day to day for a month. One observer
summed it up as follows: "The bears
were the only traders, and they were on
both sides of the market."

The quotations showed up very little
net change from those of Thursday, with
the exception of New Haven, which
weakened on dribbling liquidation In the
final hour of the session and lost three
points easily.

Practically the only new feature In the
news line was the development of crafti-
ng- among the officials of the Frisco-syste-

at the expense of that road, one of
the most unfortunate disclosures, as it
will be hard, to make the public see that
this is but one case, and the theory that
they all do it will be advanced and And
believers.

From the steel and iron foundries and
mills the discouraglne; news continues.
The Carnegie Steel Company has closed
down and thrown 900 men out of employ-
ment, while other mills are blowing out
furnaces and preparing to shut down until
trade is better.

Money is working easier, but there is
no especial urgency to get It out. The
short Interest has not been materially
reduced, and the bears are apparently
to confident of the let-u-p in business,
save in the way of a large
trade to meet consumptive demand, that
they are not made nervous by temporary
rallies here and there.

Wall Street contlnuues to talk of the
developments in the Mexican situation
from day to day, and Indicates that un-
til something definite occurs nothing need
be expected. 3ut it is the general situa-
tion that makes for slow, neglected mar-
kets, not especially Mexico. The Street
heard that Brandels would argue that
the Eastern roads were extravagantly
managed and for that reason the 5 per
cent advance asked for would be better
refused.

Watchlujr French Loan.
r Europe Is watching the French loan

which seems to be meeting with some
rather serious political obstacles. The
position of a number of Paris cliques
Is strained by reason of the loans being
carried for Balkan Interests. This fact
rather prevents any foreign buying of
Americans.

The entire absence of any investment
buying Impresses the observer with
each recurring; day. Ninety-nin- e members
of the 'Frisco syndicate made profits of
$3,000,000 In promotion, of the Brownsville
road and Its sale to the 'Frisco. This
looks as if there was an opportunity for
the Department of Justice to make capl
tal and stop all such last century meth
ods in railroading.

Not Taking; Liberties.
Many traders are afraid to take lib-

erties with the market for the reason
that they recognise that liquidation Is
practically over, while a number of
traders with bullish Inclinations cannot
bring themselves to get busy, nor can
they find the necessary courage, being
wltnouut a stalwart leader.

Trade conditions are reflected in the
Unseasonably light demand for money,
especially In the East; in the South and
West there Is a little more Inquiry. The
recession In iron and steel Is more pro-

nounced than in previous weeks. In cop-

per the situation continues one of ex
treme dullness, and substantial conces

sions are offered from the values pre
viously prevailing. As against these eri
donees of trade reaction, however, the
distribution of dry goods remains steady
and the effect of a restricted supply and

broad Inquiry are clearly apparent. The
largest cotton blanket mills can take no
additional spot orders ana an being
forced to enlarge their equipment, while
some of the most prominent silk mills
have booked excellent spring contracts.

"Futures- operations In the dry goods
markets are becoming more conservative,
but there Is a very steady movement on
eld contracts. All merchandise on order
Is promptly wanted, and at present
prices are decidedly firm.

"Few encouraging features are. mani-
fested In Iron and steel, since the shrink-
age in new business has been accentu
ated and prices continue to decline. Even
the low quotations now prevailing have
failed to stimulate the demand to any

Lextent, buyers apparently believing that
the situation warrants further conces-
sions. The restriction .of purchases is
bringing production in" some districts
close to' the minimum, andr In conse-
quence many employes are being laid
off.

'It still Is asserted that the paucity of
offerings restricts trading In shoe leath
ers, but in spite of the fact that the
situation is a trifle less active values
hold firm.
