Numerous were the felicitations and

congratulations showered upon the mas-
ters of Brightview. Especially was this
true, when they were escorted to tho new
track and inspected the wonders that
had been performed by Contractor Frank
Thomas in the short space of six weeks.
Beth Griffith, the champion racetrack
maker of the world, hasn't even an eye
lash on Mr. Thomas as a track con-

structor.
The new track Is located In close prox-

imity to the farm residence and the
stables where the horses In training are
kept, and to the westward of both. Orig-

inally a hill of considerable elevation
and size, the cunning hand of the con-

structor and engineer has carVed from
Its base one of the handsomest e

tracks In all Maryland; and there Is
reason to believe that when it settles
luring the winter and spring It will be
ine of the fastest in the State.

TOPIC OF MINISTER

Rt. John. T. Huddle Tells of Four

Reasons for Graiitarle Mentioned -

by WasilagtoB.

WILSON'S. COURSE IS PRAISED

At the Lutheran Union Thanksgiving
service, held at"Luther Memorial Church,
the Rev, John T. Duddle, pastor of St
Paul's English Lutheran Church, dis-

cussed Washington's flrst Thanksgiving
proclamation, which set apart Thursday.
February M, 1736, as a day for prayerand
praise.

The speaker presented the four causes
for gratitude mentioned by Washington.

"The Constitution was the first he
said. "The Article of Confederation were

ernment little more than an advisory
body: The States separated from each
other and from Congress, causing the
Federal powers to be despised abroad and
disobeyed at home. The Constitution
gave permanence and power to the bonds
which bound the States xogemer.

try." But the country was saved from
strife.

To have a man with calm Judgment In
the White House Is a blessing whose
greatness we do not realize. That we
are not Involved In a war with Mexico Is
due to lust this kind of statesmanship.
Civilization has taught us not to sacrifice
human life for trifles, and the wise man,
like Washington and Wilson, exhausts
all possible honorable expedients before
drawing the sword and spilling the life
.blood of the youth of two nations.

Washington was grate-
ful for the prevailing temperance senti-
ment He refers In his message to the
suppression of the whisky Insurrection In
Western Pennsylvania.
