Claims All Matters Questioned
in Jehnson Measure Were

Approved.

STATEMENT IS SENT OUT

Regret Expressed taai No Investigation
Has Beea Made, or Hearing Given,

by Home Committee.

A statement in behalf of the Wash-
ington Market Company In opposition
to the bill by Chairman Ben Johnson,
of the House District Committee, to re- -

I
peal the charter of the company, which
ha been ordered favorahlv rennrturt
the House, has been prepared and is
being distributed to members of the
House and Senate. The statement, it is
claimed by officials of the company,
shows "that everything: questioned by
Chairman Johnson's bill has been dis-
tinctly approved by Congress or the
United States Supreme Court."

A brief address to Congressmen, ac-
companying the statement, expresses
regret that "the bill has been so sud-
denly reported to the House without
any Investigation made, or hearing
given, by the committee, as desired by
the comoanv. ftnrh tirtnn Actinn.
without report stating facts and rea

--sons against company with bonds and
stock outstanding to be seriously af-
fected thereby, is highly unjust"

The statement itself comprises history
of Center Market from the time Reser
vation No. 7, upon which the present In-

stitution stands, was set aside as mar-
ket site on the original plan of the dty
as approved by President Washington,
and of the frequent litigations and Con
gressional investigation!, of ownership,
control, and operation.

Reduction of rtrntnl.
The company asserts that the reduction

of its rental from C5.000 year to 17,500
year, in return for Its conveyance to

the District of Columbia of what
known the "front land," between the
Present market house and Pennsylvania
avenue. Seventh and Ninth streets, has
been approved by the United States Su-
preme Court, well as by the House
Judiciary Committee, March 1873.

The company declares that Its net re-
turn from the renting of part of its
bulldin to the District National Guard
Is inconsiderable. In regard to taxes
states. "The Market Company pays taxes
on the market site (assessed at 33.610):
on the improvements there (assessed
at 00,000); on its personal property, on
Its conduit receipts, and the rental of
7.500 to the poor fund. These, with the
corporation tax to the United States and
the tax for water used for market pur-
poses, made total in 1912 of $27,295.11,
and will be greater the present ear."

The Improve
ments of the company Include refrigerav
lng machinery, electric lighting equip-
ment elevators, boilers, "therefor, &c
these all being an essential part of the
present facilities offered to dealers ana
the public Upon a fair and Just valua
tion the company has announced Itself as
ready to fulfill the conditions of its
charter. The people of Washington will
not approve of any short-c- to the ac-

quisition of this valuable property by
any new device that would. In the end,
really be a confiscation."

True, the printed page can't take
the place of experience, but he who
knows only what he has seen is
woefully ignorant

Neither the book, nor the paper,
nor experience, by itself alone, is
sufficient You need all of them.

It is not how much you read, as
what you read, that counts.

First of all, read a good daily
newspaper, read more than one, and
read them every day. Don't skip
the editorials or the parts which
are not purely news. Only by
reading a newspaper can you be
posted on the world's affairs and
keep in touch with progress.

The book has its place, and the
newspaper doesn't compete with it
Don't read the newspaper one day
and skip it the next, any more than
you would eat every other day.

Perhaps you are one of those
critical chaps, of consummate con-

ceit and foolishness, who think the
newspaper isn't good enough for
them. You ought to be ashamed of
yourself if you are.

While many a newspaper often
peels the truth thinly, and while
much that is printed is misleading,
the newspaper, good or bad as it is,
is the only available mirror of the
world's progress, and is as reliable
as is any other medium for the dis-

Faulty though it
may be, it is probably better than
its constituents, and its editors and
reporters are as reliable as the rep-
resentatives of any other profession
or trade.

Read regularly two or three of
the standard magazines, including
the reviews, which cover current
events of importance and discuss
ital issues.
As to books, it is difficult to ad-

vise you, because there are so many
of them. I should suggest that you
read a few modern novels, even
though jou may not approve of
some of them, for they illustrate
the trend of the times. Of course,
well-rea-d people have read, or will
read, the standard authors, not
necessarily all of them, but those
who are recognized as necessary to
general broadness.

Books of travel, and those treat-
ing science along the line of your
work and interest, are to be rec-
ommended.

Your librarian, or some educator,
professor, or teacher should be able
to advise jou intelligently, but don't
depend upon the advise of any sin-

gle one of them, because most high-
ly educated people are faddists and
strongly opinionated, and they are
likely, to counsel you from their
standpoints.

Emphatically I should advise you
to read your trade paper, including
the advertisements. Even the poor-
est trade journal contains matter of
consequence to ou. In no other
way can you easily follow the move-
ments of your trade, business, or
profession.
