liodmnn Wanamakrr Expedition
End l.onit Work.

Philadelphia. Dec. 18, Completing a
Journey covering thousands of miles
and visiting every Indian tribe In the
United States, 189 in all. the third Rod-
man Wanamaker expedition of citizen-
ship to the North American Indian
reached this city early tonight, after
an absence since June.

The other two expeditions left in
1908 and 1909. respectively.

The returning expedition, which was
In charge of Dr. Joseph Kosuth Dixon,
was welcomed at the Broad street sta-
tion by a distinguished group of Phila-
delphia! s.

The members of the exhibition trav
eled In a special car from Washington,
where a report of the accomplishment
of the enterprise recently was sub
mitted to President Wilson.

The expedition, in addition to giving
etery Indian tribe in the United States
an American agfl, which the Indians
have raised for the first time ocr their

AGAINST PAYING AT THE SOURCE.

Indlannpulfs Chamber of Commerce
Wants Income Tax Changed.

Indianapolis. Ind., Dec. 12. The In-
dianapolis Chamber of Commerce has
started a movement for a nationwide
appeal to Congress to suspend or modify
provisions of the income tax law. pro- -

iding deduction of the tax at the source,
and the substitution of methods enabling
the government to obtain at the source
information for enforcing correct returns
from taxpayers. More than 1.000 letters,
containing a copy of a memorial recently
adopted by the chamber, were sent to
many cities jesterday. advocating the
change and soliciting

The memorial delared that the law "has
been made unnecessarily obnoxious by
unreasonable and impracticable require-
ments for deduction at the source," and
that the enforcement of its requirements
"will have disastrous results to American
securities, entailing losses which probablj
will run into hundreds of millions of dol-

lars through the demoralization of the
foreign market for American bonds." The
memorial further declares that the re-
quirements for deduction at the source
are impracticable: that the law Is un
just, and that it is bewildering in its
complexities.

YEAE FOR THEFT OF TEN CENTS,

Jndge Landln Git Reason for Se
vere Sentence of Postal Clerk.

Chicago, Dec li. Sentence of a year In
the House of Correction for the theft
of 10" cents from a letter was Imposed
today "on Edward Du Bols by Judge
Landis. In the United States District
Court Du Bois was a postal clerk.

"There is a certain proportion of postal
clerks dishonest" said Judge Landis,
"Just as there is a proportion of dishonest
men In the pulpit and at the bar. If II
let this man go free, the aforesaid pro--
portion of dishonest clerks might carry
off the whole postoffice In ten days.'

$7.52 FOR MISSIONS

Work Being Carried on in Sixty'

eigHt Countries,
Says Pastor Knox.

That the Seventh-da- y Advcnllsts
throughout the world-gav- e on an aver
age of 7.51 per capita to missions last
year, and that they are carrying on

work in sixty-eig- coun

tries, was the assertion by Pastor W. T.
Knox; treasurer of the General Confer-
ence of Seventh-da- y Adventists. last
night at their church on the corner of
Twelfth and M streets northwest

Pastor Knox was asked by the presi-
dent of the Washington Society of Seven-

th-day Adventlst ,Young People, E. F.
Albertsworth, of this city, to address the
young people on missions. Some of the
young people present are under appoint-
ment as missionaries to foreign lands,
and will sail for their respective fields
next spring, on the completion of their
missionary course at the Adentist Sem-
inary at Takoma Park. Pastor Knox
said, in parti

"We do not forget the joung people
who are sent out from America to gKe
the gospel In heathen lands. Last year
our denomination gave more than

for foreign mission work, or an aver-
age of SMS per capita. We have more
than 600 missionaries in the field giving
the pure gospel, and aiding their efforts
are 900 native helpers. Our publications
are In eighty-fou- r different languages.
with thousands of , colporteurs to dis
tribute them.

Pastor Knox also mentioned that at
the European meeting of Seventh-Da- y

Adventists held In Germany, In 1912,
which meeting he attended, nearly all the
nations under the sun sent represent
tlves from compan'es and churches of
Del lev era.

In,any .wise
Keep yourselves from the devoted thing,
lest when we have devoted It ye take

the devoted thing; so should ye make
the camp ot Israel accursed, and trouble
It" , 18). As we saw In the prVlous
lesson, it was necessary at the com
mencement of the campaign ot the Israel-
ites to safeguard the people from per-
sonal motives. The story of Achan Illus
trates this fact

The sin was first an Individual one. This
fact Is chronicled In th opening verse,
and we have a description of Its course

In of
which no Individual could act alone. The
privllegeslof membership In the Theocracy
were tnose of responsibility. Each man
bore the burden of the national lite, and
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The effect of the sin was the, defeat of
the nation. A company of Its warriors
proceeded against a small city of few
men. but the. fear and the dread of Israel
which had been upon them had vanished,
and they answered in counts and
strength ; and the fear which they lost
took possession of IsraeL This Is graph-
ically declared In the words, --the hearts
of the people melted and became as
water."

The news of the defeat filled Joshua
with surprise and consternation, and he
spent tho day until evenlnr. in company
with the elders, upon bis race neiore me
ark of the Lord- - Then he poured out his
soul in complaint and In that complaint
the same master passion is detected as
that which operated so constantly v1n the
case of his predecessor. Moses. The last
word of his err was. "What wilt Thou
do for Thy aTeatvnamerl

He waa Immediately answered by the
voice of Jehovah In terms ot rebuke, gen-

tle and strong; which nevertheless ex
onerated him from blame. --Get thee up:
wherefore art thou thus fallen upon thy
face! Israel hath sinned." Thus while
the whole story reveals the responsibil-
ity of the lndlvtduar In the case of Achan;
this attitude ot Jehovah to Joshu re-
veals His discrimination in the case ot
individuals. He was then commanded
what to do. and the impressive ceremony
of judgment and cleansing followed.

The Teachlntr.
In the study ot this lesson there Is an

element which we are in danger of over-
looking.. The fact that the sin of one 3

man was thus discovered and dealt with.
Is a striking testimony to the high level
of the national life at the moment It is
an exactly similar case to that of the
early church. In which the lie of Ana
nias and Sapphlra waa Immediately
Judged. The general tone was such that
fraud could not live in it God was at
this time In such close, relationship with
His' people, that It waa possible to detect
and, destroy evlL in trie process or. me
years this condition passed.

A. lesson of Immediate and constant
application is tnai aisooeaience to me
plain commands ot Ood 'ever breaks the
connection between Him and His people.
As he spoke to Joshua of the sin which
Israel had committed He said, "There-
fore the children ot Israel cannot stand
before their enemies, they tum their

s before their enemies, because they
are become accursed:'I will not be with
you any mow. except ye destroy the devot
ed, thing frdnfarsong you." When that
connection Is broken, defeat inevitably
follows in carrying' out the Divine pur- -
posetrand the Jesuit ot such defeat 1

Moreover, 'the story of Achan shows

that there can be no restoration of fel
lowship except upon the oasis of the res-

olct pntting;away- - ot that watch has
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broken In upon that fellowship.
In thinking of the sin of Achan In Its

Individual aspect the matter to be spe-
cially noticed Is that there waa.no con-
fession on his part until the circle of the
Divine investigation had closed around
him. He only confessed-whe- there was
no escape.

The Golden Text.
This is an old text very constantly

quoted, and it is well that we should re-
mind ourselves of the occasion upon
which It was used; and consequently, of
its first Intention and value. The words
occur In the charge which Moses gave to
the two and a half tribes; that If they
were permitted to settle on the east of
Jordan, they should help their brethren
In the warfare necessary to their pos-
session of the land. He charged themthat if they failed, their sin would And
them out

The use of this text In connection with,
our lesson Is a warranted application of
the principle Involved. The sin referredto Is a sin against Ood, which results In
Injury to a neighbor. Jt la the sin ot fall-
ing to help, and consequently, of course,
the sin of Indulging In any selfish propen-
sity which results In the defeat of those
with whom we are associated.
