Infernal Machine Sent Thro nth Ex-

press to Uottlinc Company.
New York, Dec. 12. A bomb delivered

today In the office ot the O K. Bottling
Company. West Thirty-eight- h

street, exploded and kjlled an eighteen-year-ol- d

girl, Ida Anusewltx. Thomas
McCabe, the office manager, was fatally
hurt.

The bomb was delivered an express-
man, and when the girl opened it her
head was blown almost off.

Deputy Commissioner Dougherty took
command of the search for the sender ot
the Infernal machine, and he is aided
a score of detectives.

Inspector Owen Egan. of the bureau ot
combustibles of the fire department, after
an examination of the fragments of the
bomb, declared that It had been exploded
