There no fodder for the horses
and they died in numbfrs The water
was bal, the land desolate, and of roads
there were none An example of the
kin of service In which these Northern
volunteers were engaged is found in Gen.
Ransom's report of the on
Matagorda

Having landed from a steamer the whole
lorce naa come nv water from the Rio
Grande Gen Ransom's men pushed for-
ward eighteen miles through the sand to
the head of St. Joseph's Island, under
orders to bridge a pass between that
island and Matagorda.

The stream 300 jards wide, with a
swift current, and under a lashing gale
me Duiiamg or a bridge was Impossible.
Four boats had been brought along
on wagons, and these lashed together,
served as a ferrv on which the command
and guns crossea The horses and mules
swam at the boats' sides

The crossing was completed at nieht- -
falt. and the command took up the
march, keeping In motion till 3 a . No
vember K Having marched over twenty
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mile, ihe force halted, ten rallei' from
the fort

Next day, when the fort was brought
In sight, another fierce norther sprang
up. It continued for two days, render-
ing communication with the gunboats,
off the beach. Impossible. The land wai
flat and treeless, the water brackish.
and the sand alive with fleas.

Still Fe from Galveston.
Ai the soldiers bivouacked on thla in-

hospitable soil they thought o their com-

fortable home in New England and the
West and wondered why they had ever

lleft them to go
Next day the fort waa taken, mo gar-

rison having departed In the night
The Federals were still 110 miles short

of Galveston, with no prospect of getting
there unless reinforced. They marked
time, therefore, while Gen. Banks sought
reinforcements; and none being forth-
coming, eventually embarked on shlpa
for a return to New- - Orleans, and a
spring campaign In the moist swamps of
the Red River.

Gen. Banks, not having conceived the
plan for landing on the coast-- of Texas,
was not sanguine of its success. He
pleaded hard for a greater force with
which to attack Galveston. It appeared
that hi original orders were unknown to
General-in-Chi- Henry W. HaHeck, who

had disapproved them." He believed there
was danger In separating the army under
Gen. Banks Into two wings, operating
hundreds of miles apart. He therefore
urged the recall of the Rio Orande expe-

dition and the starting of a combined ex-

pedition by way of the Red River.

THE AUDITOR'S OFFICE.

Correspondent Believes It Shonld
Be n Salary Office.

To the Editor: I note in the news
columns of The Herald this morning
th nrnnosed Investigation of the office
of auditor of the Supreme Court of the:
District of Columbia. This will De
good news to various litigants com
pelled to contribute excessively to
Auditor Dent's "private income," as he
calls It. under the present fee system.
It has not been so very long since the
offlce of recorder of deeds was likewise
conducted on the fee system, and we
all remember the excessive Income of
the recorder, but this has been cor-

rected and the offlce Is now more effi
ciently conducted on a salary basis at
less than one-thir- d the former expense.

The friends of Mr. Dent, the present
auditor, are vociferous In their asser-
tions that the Incumbent of this offlce
must be not only an expert accountant,
but a lawjer of no mean ability. The
general public, however, believes no
legal ability is required, and should
not be, other than common business
sense. In fact, the auditor should not
be allowed to psss upon any legal
questions: his duties should be simply
the auditing of accounts referred to
him. striking balances, and referring
the cases back to the courts.

Considering the Income derived by
the present auditor under this obsolete
fee system. I need only to call atten
tion to the fact that the government
service Is full of expert accountants,
fully competent to All this offlce, re-

ceiving salaries of I1.S00 per year and
less

Let us hope Congress will put this
offlce on a salary basis, as It did the
offlce of recorder of deeds a few years
ago and do away with the enormous
"private Income" of the Incumbent.

Pror. Taffs real teachln: began with
the opening of the University last fall.
As Kent professor of law he delivered a
course of lectures last spring at the uni-
versity, but they were open to the public
and there were no quia sections. Real
classroom work. Is on In earnest now.
however. Vrndays and Tuesday at 10 JO
o'clock Pror. Taft rails tn aM.p th
sixty-od- d seniors and graduates who are
taking his course.

The secret of Prof. Taft's popularity Is
to be found In the respect that his wide
range of knowledge and experience In-
spires and In the former President's
ready wit. It Is said that more Jokes are
told in his classroom than In any other
in the university. The Jokes all have a
bearing on some phase of constitutional
law.

On a Morday morning several weeks
ago the rain, which had fallen steadily
all Saturdar and Sunday, still continued.

GOTHAM CRITIC TALKS

ON WAGNERIAN OPERA

H. E. KrefcWtl Dtfiren Ltttve Ur
Aupicei of WnJjUagtea Sack?

f Fke Arts.
H. K. Krehbiel, ot New Tork, gave the

third of his series of lectures on the
"Development of the Opera" In the audi
torium Of the New National Museum
last night, under the auspices ot the
Washington Society of Fine Arts. The
subject was "Richard Warner and His
Art Work."

"Wagner," Mr. Krehbiel said, "touches
hsnds with the Greek tragic poets;
unites In himself the same qualities as
did Eschyius. the musical dramatic mind.
He was distinctively a national type:
physiologically and psychologically a
German. In the essence and the matter
ot his dramas we are compelled to
recognize the Teuton. Strength before
beauty: truth before conventions are Qer
man Ideals, and these were also Wag-
ner's."

The speaker declared that the orches-
tra In Wagner's operas Is
the exposition of the drama. Whenever
In hla drama the bald, banal statement
of fact renders the vocal expression of
the Idea, musically and artistically Im-
possible, the orchestra never falls to ex-
press the thought boldly and uhmlstak-abl- y.

Mr. Krehbiel went Into the har-
monic means Wairner emDloved. or
cheslratly. to ihe end of dramatic char-
acterization. With Mrs. William Bruce
King lit the piano to Illustrate phrases
and themes from the operas of Wagner.
Mr. Krehbiel drew the attention of his
audience to a diversity of Idealized emo-
tions. For these Illustrations he drew
chiefly upon the "Ring of the Nlebelung."
He gave Illuminative Illustrations of
Wagner's use of the various Instruments
of the orchestra for representative color.

The lecture waa almost wholly devoted
to the perfect marriage of the orchestral
music with the drama in Wagner operas,
Mr. Krehbiel. however, ridiculed the ar
bitrary and wholesale application of the
meaning of the Wagnerian

Mrs. King's playing or the piano
versions of the orchestra scores was ad-
mirable. The subject of Mr. Krehbiel's
next lecture, to be given February
is Wagner's comedy, "Die Melster- -
singer.

SUPREME COURT
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HOLMES IS THE OLDEST
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Once more official Washington hears a
rumor that there may soon be a vacancy
among the members of the Supreme
Court of the United States. The rumor
may be based eon fact and It may not
be. It Is known that at least two of the
older members have been In rather poor
health for some time, but whether they
contemplate retiring Is a matter concern
ing which there has been at least no
public intimation.
. It seems likely, however, that Presi
dent Wilson will have an opportunity to
nu one or more vacancies In the nunest
court before his term expires. ;

It It & pretty general rule amonf-- the
members ot the court to take advantage
of the law which permits them to retire
with full pay when they have reached
the age ot seventy, though a few members,
blest with robust health, have waived the
rule and have continued to grace the
woolsack for several years after they
have reached the age of earned retire
ment.

Two At Eligible.
At present Associate Justice Holmes

and Associate Justice MCKenna are tne
only members ot the court eligible to
retirement on account of age. Justice
McKenna reached the allotted three score
and ten last August. Justice Holmes will
be seventy-thre- e years old next March.
Justice Lurton will attain his seventieth
year before the end of Uli, and Chief
justice wmte win reach the same age a
year or more berore Prsldent Wilson's
term of offlce expires. Associate Justice
Day will be atxty-flv- e In ApnL The other
members of the court have ten years or
more to serve before any of them would
be eligible to retirement.

At seventy-thre- e Associate Justice
Holmes is the oldest member of the court.
Though he still does his full share ot
the work that falls to the bench, it
Is well known that his health has not
been of the best during the past few
years, and persons who are In his confi-
dence have a well-fixe- d impression that
ne Is almost ready to retire.

Joseph McKenna, the next "old man"
of the bench, still has the spry step of
the man of fifty. His work on the bench
dees not wear on him, and h Is active
In many other directions. Though he Is
row eligible to retirement on full pa,
there has been no Intimation that he Is
thinking of taking uch a step.

Chief Justice's Position.
Edward D. White, the Chief Justice,

was appointed an associate Justice in
1S9I and became Chief Justice In 1J10. He
Is a hale and hearty, mah
and bears his sixty-nin- e years withgrace. Xo rumors of his prospective re-
tirement have been heard. Nevertheless,
a combination of circumstances might
Induce him to quit the bench before
President Wilson's term expires. Though
for the time he Is Chief Justice Mr.
White Is compelled by precedent and
good taste to keep out of politics, he is
yet a stanch Democrat. Should he be-
come convinced that the nsxt adminlstra
tlon might be other than Democratic. It
la within the range of probabilities that
he would resign before March A. 1S17, In
order that President Wilson might ap-
point as his successor a man ot his own
political faith.

For opposite reasons Associate Justice
Day Is likely to hold on until after the
next general election. Justice Day will
not reach the age of seventy until 191.
It Is natural to suppose that he will re
main on the bench urtll he becomes
cl'gibl to retirement with full pay. At
the same time, never a robust man. his
health has been far from satisfactory
during the past few years, and an an
nouncement of his retirement would
cause no surprise among his friends. He
is a Republican, and In consequence be
will likely hold on until the next elec
tion, in the hope that a Republican Presi-
dent may have the opportunity to name
his successor.
