Women of Crete Beat Paris
To Fashions by 4,000 Years

Society's

Fair Sex Then Draped Themselves in Diaphanous
Waists, Tight Corsets,
Scientist to Nationai Geographic

and Big Hats, Writes

Director.

Four thousand yvars ago the women of
Crete were wearing Parislan styles, with
big hats, high-heeled shoes und tight-
Inced corsets; the Cretans had bullt
houses and methods of sanitation that

far surpassed anything known in modern
civilization unt!l the last fifty years. and
they had Invented the written word, al-
though historians, until recent discov-
eéries, had conferred this distinction upon
the Phoenicians, who did not appear in
modern history until a thousand years
later.

The man who has helped to cause a re-
vision of history by his archaeological
disgoveries s Rev. James Baikle, who,
in a recent communication to Gilbert H.
Grosvenor, direstor of the National Geo-
graphle Soclety of Washington, narrates
the wonderful discoveries that have been
made in the Island of Crete In the
Aegean Bea, ceded to Greece by Turkey
at the concluston of the recent Balkan
war. The writer even goes so far as to
deciare it possible that Crete was the
actual stage for events that have reached
us in the shape of the old Greek legends.

Rev. Mr. Balkie describes the dress of
the women of those times from the
mintature frescoes found in the palace,
as follows

“Here were groups of ladies wonder-
fully bedizensd with costumes resem-
bimg more closely the evening dress of
our day than the stately robes of classic
Greece, with thelr severe linesa In their
very low-necked dresses, with puffed
rleeves, eXxcesaively siender walsts and
flounced skirts, and their hair elaborately
dressed and curled, they were as far ans
postible removed from our ideas of
Arindne and her mmids of honor, and
might have stepped out of a modern
fashion-plate,

“If the dress of the male populasce was
simple, that of the female was the re-

verse. An elaborate and tight-fitting
bodice, cut excessively low at the meek, |
covered. or effected to cover, the upper |
part of the body, which Is so wasp-|
waisted as to suggest umiversal tight |

lacing. From the broad belt hung down | e

bell-shaped skirts, sometimes founced |
throughout thelr entire length, some- |
times richly embroidered. In some |
cases the skirt. below a small panjer or |
apron, is composed of different colored |
materials combined in & cheguer pattern
distantly resembling tertan, One fresco
represents a curious and elaborate form |
of dress, conxisting apparently of wide |
trousers of biue materinl dotted with
red cromss on a light ground and
most wonderfully frilled and vandyked
Digphanous material was sometimes
vadd for part of the covering of the up-
per part of the body

Halr dressing was very elaborate, and |
above the wonderful erection of ecurls !
and ringiets which crowned their heads, |
the Mincan ladles wore hats of quite |
modern type. mnd falrly comparable in |
size even with those of the present day.
