J70ECES MAKE A SURVEY
OF MOHAMMEDANISM

According to reports of missionaries
and others who have had opportunity to
study Mohammedan activity. It Is be-

lieved that the progress of Christianity
is likely to be made exceedingly difficult.
If not stopped in some parts of the world.
The World's Sunday School Association
has taken steps to act in the matter.

At a meeting of a special committee
plans have been made to organize a
crusade against Mohammedanism. It will
be a crusade not by tho sword, but with
a primer and blackboard and will be more
effective, it is claimed, than the crusade
of the Middle Ages.

It is said that the progress of Mo-

hammedanism in Africa and In some parts
of Asia, hai led the continuation commit- -
tee on Mohammendan lands, appointed at

' tbe world's Sunday school convention,
i held at Zurich, last summer, to take
prompt actlcn and to plan a religious
and social survey of tha Moslem world. I

From February 2 to 11. 1911. leaders In'
Sunday school work, will make a tour
of the principal cities of this country, '
hold conferences and lay the plans before
the denominations. The survey Is to be
conducted along scientific: lines by special
Investigators and the results reported to
the world's Sunday school convention at
Toklo. in 1915.

The work will be undertaken chiefly
in the Interest of Moslem childhood, as
It Is believed that Ignorance and illiteracy
are the vulworks of Mohammedanism.
Modern educational methods under Chris-
tian direction are to be introduced. The
survey's experts will on in
terdenomlnalional lines with represent
atlves of mission boards In Moslem coun-
tries and with government officials. From
time to time the results and degree of
progress will be published for the Infor
mation of mission forces and public au
thorltles. pending the final report In 1316.

Bishop Joseph C. Ilartiell. of the Metho
dist Episcopal church. Dr. S. M. Zwemer,
of Egypt, and Dr. E. F. Frease, of North
Africa, are members of the continuation
committee. H. J. Helnez. E. K. Warren,
and Marlon Lawrence, as officers ot the
World's Sunday School Association, will
assist In directing the survey. A general
secretary for the committee will be ap-
pointed, with headquarters In Cairo. It
Is also planned to have special secretaries
for Egypt. Turkey, and Albania. Bishop
Hartzell. chairman of the committee, says
that th of the world's population
Is Moslem, and Increasing yearly. "To-
day nearly all the sacred places named
In the Bible are under Mohammedan
rule." he saj s. "In Africa Islam Is leav-
ing Christianity far behind in the race."

A number of ministers
declared themselves In favor of eugenic
marriages and of some system for edu-
cating the young in sex questions. In a
few churches classes in eugenics have
been formed.

Religious gatherings of various names
were confined with rare exception to the
spring months from April to June and
In the fall month of Ocober. Not only
church conventions, but the National As-
sociation of Jewish Workers, the Young
Woman's Christian Association, and the
World's Student Christian Federation
were Included. Foreign mission Interest
generally centered In the developments
taking place In China. Great expecta-
tions were entertained by the apparent
welcome the new republic gave Christian
missionaries. It was reported that on
the Chinese New Year's Day the Temple
and Altar of Heaven were thrown open
for the first time to the public and a
representative of the American Bible So-

ciety sold Bibles from the balcony of the
temple.

Special encouragement was given by
modern China when official request was
made for the prayers of Christian peoples
in behalf of the new constitution to be
adopted. But this encouragement was
turned to perplexity by tho more recent
movement to establish Confucianism as
the official state religion. According to
reports of the leading denominations, the
percentage of gain In church member
ship continues to keep a little ahead of
the growth of population. The outlook
appears encouraging for a new year of
church activity.
