"With the pomlnir. to the Land, of Hope
began his long and hard preparation for
the coveted Place ot power ana wen
dolnir- - Born in Blantyre. Scotland, April
Z, lS62?the son of Adam JVllson and Helen
Nelson Bauchop "Wilson, fhe came to this
country with his parents In 1870 and set
tled In Arnot, Tioga County, ra.

"What little early education he had was
attained In the public school of this little
Pennsylvania town, supplemented wim
tutoring by Reuben Howland, an e

schoolmaster? "who was In charge of the
Arnot schools.

The following year he began work In
the mines and attended night school after
his day's labor. In 1873 Re became a hall
member of the Mine "Workers' Union.

Although but a jouth. far from his ma-
jority , the next few years found him as-

sociated with the elder men of the com-mu-

In establishing a reading room
and eagerly listening to the debates and
arguments of the men who nightly

there. He soon Joined In these
debates and rapidly developed as an able
debater in this school of experience.

His Interests in the welfare of his fel-

low nage workers recehed recognition In
his selection as an official In the local
miners' societies and afterward In the
district and later In the international or-
ganization. In the latter he was Interna-
tional secretary-treasur- er from I'M to
190S, being elected each year without op-

position.
Mr. "Wilson was nominated by the Dem-

ocrats as their candidate for Congress In
1900, the district having chosen but,one
Democratic Representative since the civil
'war. He was elected a member of the
Sixtieth, Sixty-firs- t, and Sixty-secon- d

Congresses.
Work In Congress.

In the Sixty-secon- d Congress Mr. "Wi-
lson was chairman of the Committee on
Labor and was chairman of the special
committee that Investigated the "scien-
tific systems ot shop management." his
associates being the new Secretary of
Commerce, "W. C Hedfield, and 'John Q.
Tllson,-o- f Connecticut. "

"When the Department --of Labor was
created in. the closing days of the Tart
admlnlstratlonMr. "Wilson was named
Its Aral chler by "President "Wilson. To use
Secretary "Wilson's own words, he has
endeavored to make It a "Department of
Industrial diplomacy.'

In 18S3 Mr. Wilson married Miss Agnes
'Williamson, of Arnot. They have been
blessed with June children. Their home
Is on'the Avenue of the Presidents In the
Capital, but for the last twenty years
they lived on a farm located three miles
trom Arnot, the scene of his laboring
boyhood days; The farm Is on the

road,in the limits of Blossburg
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Borough. The house Is situated on an
eminence overlooking the valley and pre
senting a beautiful lew of the surround
ing hills. k

Here Mr. Wilson spent what time he
could grasp from his busy life .rambling
about the hills or In his library, which
had taken years to collect. The beau-
ties of the country surrounding his home
are depicted in these lines, entlt!ed'"Sun-set- ":

HEW SWEET POTATO DISEASE.

Foot Rot Prevalent Several
Plates In Virginia.

A "disease, the foot rot of the
sweet potatc-- , recently has been dis
covered by tho pathologists ot the United
States Department of Agriculture, which
threatens to materially restrict the pro-

duction of the crop In certalL 'ocalitles.
It waa first observed en sweet potatoes
near the Dismal Swamp, Virginia, during
the summer of 1912. At that time It was
believed to be very limited In Its dis

since search for It elsewhere
was unsuccessful.

The next summer, however. It 'was
found In other parts ot Virginia, namely,
at Cape Charles and Keller. At all of
these places considerable damage was
done to the crcp.

The disease attacks primarily lower
part-- of the stem from the soil line to
four or Ave Inches aboe It The fungus
kills the plants by the destruction of the
epidermis or bark of the stem. Some-
times the organism may attack the .ine
several feet from the hill, 'usually where
the leaf-- Is attached, and trom there
spreads In both directions.

There has been much
discussion rf this among members of
Congress, '.no It Is evident that there Is
to be considerable controversy when It Is
brought up. The La Follette bill already
has passed the Senate, and hearings have
been held upon It by the Merchant Ma-
rine and Fisheries Committee of the
House.

The La Fnllette bill Is said to contain
