CHANGE MADE IN DIES

The new "buffalo nickel" has been a
money-mak- er for Uncle Sam.

The credit side of the big ledger, In
the Treasury Department devoted to the
accounts of the coinage of nickels and
pennies In the various mints of the coun-
try shows an increase of almost $1,000,000,

and the new nickel played a prominent
part in this increase. This la according
to the figures of the annual report that
Director of the Mint George E. Roberts
Is now compiling.

The "profit" in the coinage of nickels
and pennies for the past fiscal year was
13,417,667, and that for the year preceding
was approximately C5O0.000. In the fiscal
year of 1113 the output, of nickels was
CSO.76J.S3. In the year before It was

AS WOMAN'S SLAYER

Headless Body Found in Bunk
Barge Police Scent

Mystery.

CONFLICTING STORIES AR&T0LD

New Bedford, Mass., Jan. 10. One of
the meat brutal murders In the history
of New England was revealed early to-
day when the headless and partly dis-
membered body of Annie "Walsh, thirty
years old. was found aboard the coal
barge Snipe at its dock. The body was
lying in a Dana.

Cape Charles Matrony, of BristoU R.

The police claim they found the
captain crouching In a dazed condition
with a rope around his neck in a corner
of the cabin.

The first Intimation of the slaying
came to the police when Louis Therrlen.
accompanied by his twenty-year-ol- d

daughter. Flora, came to the police sta-
tion shortly after midnight and reported
that a woman had been killed aboard a
Philadelphia and Reading coal barge ly-

ing at her dock on the water front.
Therrlen said he bad been Invited

earlier In the evening to pass the night
aboard the Snipe. He was horrified to
see the woman's body, partly cut In
pieces, lying before him when he en-

tered the cabin.
Tells Conflicting; Stories.

Matrony came here In the Snipe,
with a cargo of coal, from Perth Am-

ber. N. J, last Monday. He sailed
from Perth Amboy Just after Christ-
mas. "When arrested he had 110.38
In his pockets. He told the police
that be was the son of Anton Matrony.
of 05 Richmond street. Bristol, R. L.
and that he had two, brothers and
three sisters tnere.

The police first called the murder
an "open and shut case, but the
crime was clouded in mystery by fur-
ther Investigation. Although Matrony
was formally charged with murder
and his case continued until January
21. the police are not at all confident
of his guilt.

There are contradictions in the story
told by Therrlen, according to the po-
lice.

First he said that he went to the
barge, thinking to get work; that he
looked In the lighted window of the
cabin: that he saw the woman's mu-
tilated body, but saw nothing further,
and thereupon he notified the police.

"The police found that Therrlen, Ma-
trony, Miss Walsh, and another wom-
an were on the barge late last night.
Therrlen later said that upon arriving
at the barge he went Into the west
cabin. He said he was very drunk, but
that he locked his door to prevent any
one robbing him. Halt an hour later,
he declared, he awoke and called out
to CapL Matrony. Recelilng no reply
he opened his cabin door to Investi-
gate, saw the dead body In the bunk
In the east cabin, and bolted from the
barge.

CAPT. R. M. LATHAM RETIRES

Alexandria, VaV Jan. 10. Many mem-

bers of the State legislature, representa-

tives of business organisation, and
others attended the banquet given by the
Chamber of Commerce this afternoon at
the Hotel Rammetl and discussed the
segregation of subjects of taxation, aa
provided for in the plan of C Lee Moore,
State auditor. The repeal of the law
taxing bank depositors each year on Feb-
ruary 1. waa advocated, aa was Mr.
Moore's plan to repeal the tax on real
estate mortgages.

Carroll Pierce, president ot the Cham--
fber of Commerce, was toastmaster. Mr.
Pierce declared the present system oi
taxation to be half a century old. He
said money on deposit In banks should
be freed from taxes unless It be a nomi-

nal amount. In view of tho fact that
the tax on bank deposits is reckoned
from February 1 each year, he said,
thousands of dollars annually are drawn
from the banks at that time throughout
the State. He hoped the legislature would
repeal this law, which only during the
last year has been literally enforced.

The first speaker was Gardner L.
Boothe. president of the First National
Bank. He declared the banks are not
trying to save anything In advocating the
repeal of'. the law, as such Institutions
already are taxed very high. Banks, he
said, are seeking to protect their cus-
tomers.

H. R. Burke, ot the banking house of
Burke & Herbert, also urged the repeal
of the law.

In the opinion of Walter T. Oliver,
State delegate from Fairfax, prosperity Is
measured by the amount ot money de-
posited in the banks of a community.
Anything that would draw money away
he declared to be Injurious. Mr. Oliver
favored repealing the law placing a tax
on mortgages, and added that he would
do all Injila power to secure relief.

According to John W. May, chairman
of a special committee that investi-
gated the system of State taxation, ap-
pointed some time ago by the chamber
of bommeree, his committee favors the
plans of Mr. Moore. Mr. May briefly
outlined the results of the committee's
work, showing the burden of taxation
to be borne by T3 out of the 100 coun'
ties In the State.

J. Fred BIrrell. recently elected dele-
gate in the legislature from this city
and county, declared each county should
bo Owing to the com-
plexity of the tax question he thought
the sixty days session ot tne iegwa
ture would be Inadequate to properly
consider the matter and he thought that
there should b either a special ses-
sion of the legislature to take up the
matter, or otherwise that It lay over un
til the next session.

"I am In accord with the proposed
chance." said State Delegate Tiffany,
ot Fauquier. He said the people In
the Southwestern part of the State are
not paying enough taxes. He also said
he would vote to eliminate the tax on
bank deposits.

Julian T. Williams favored the appoint'
ment of three members of the legislature
and three other persons by the governor
to consider the matter. He also expressed
the hope that those present would ex
change views on the suDject wttn J. i.
Preston, secretary of the chamber of
commerce.

"I feel that the chamber of commerce
desires only the enactment of such legis-

lation as will help all in the State," said
A. D. Brockett.

Worth Hulfish favored repealing the
law taxing real estate mortgages. He
also decried the present tax sale system,
sometimes known aa the "land-grabber- s'

act." This, he said, benefits a number of
land grabbers to the detriment ot delin-
quent home owners.

Senator R, Ewell Thornton and W. A.
Smoot, Jr.. also spoke.

Fire at 4 o'clock this afternoon de-
stroyed the handsome residence of State
Senator R. Ewell Thornton at Fairfax
Court House. The value ot the resi-
dence and contents la said to be about
tu.060. There was only KM Insurance
on the house.

The fire waa discovered by a neighbor,
no one being at home at the time.
Neighbor rushed to the house ana sue
ceeded In saving much of the furniture
on the first floor.

An overheated stove In a bedroom on
the second floor waa responsible for the
blaze. A wood fire only a short time
before had been started In the stove.

Mrs. Thornton was In the neighborhood
at the time visiting; snd when she ar-
rived on the scene the house was
doomed.

Senator Thornton was In this city at-
tending the banquet given by the cham-
ber of commerce at the Hotel RammrL
It waa toward the close of the banquet
that he received a tele-
phone message telling him that his
house had been destroyed. He after-
ward was rushed in an automobile to
the scene of the Are.

Final arguments were completed this
afternoon before Judge Edmund Waddlll
In the United States Court for the East-e- m

district of Virginia, In the case of
Oliver Durant, who seeks to enjoin
Charles If. Tlnsley, commissioner of rev-
enue, and E. L. Slaughter, treasurer of
Culpeper County, Vsl. and C Lee Moore,
State auditor, from collecting about 181.-0-

back taxes, alleged to be due.
The court took the matter under con-

sideration and will announce Its decision
at a future term. Mr. Durant claims
Washington, D. C, as 'his home, while
the county of Culpeper claims Culpeper Is
his home. The question, therefore, hinges
on residence.

Court adjourned for the term at the
conclusion of the arguments. Before ad
journing the court fixed February Zi as
the time for hearing the case ot the con-
demnation of land In Fairfax County for
a site for a District reformatory. There
will be a special Jury at that term.

TUBES AND ALBANIANS AT WAR.
