In nearly every
instance they are for the benefit of the
owners and drivers, and If a man cannot
race profitably from now on ho might as
well not try further. In ail early closing
events the paid-u- p entrance fee will be
3 per cent, which is a reduction of 2 per
cent. Any horse that is not a money
winner twice In succession will have a
time allowance of one second; if behind
the money in three races, three seconds,
and four seconds the next time, which Is
the limit.

Only the race winner will be penalized
with a record so far as future class
eligibility is concerned. Horses will get
a time allowance of one second for each
year they have not Improved their rec-
ords. Any record made against time will
not be a penalty as to class eligibility.
This is done In order that foreigners
may be certain they have' bought speed
and yet a recordless horse. Where two
horses start In the same race from the
same stable or are. owned by the tame
man they must be coupled In the betting.

That none of these rules may be avoid-
ed they arc made mandatory.
