The color scheme of gold
and white, blending with the glare of
countless Incandescent bulbs, transformed
the usual barnlike bareness of the hall
inin o vsritahiA falnr oalace. It seemed
as if the transformation was the work of
fairies, and the thousands of motor en-

thusiasts who attended the opening of
the inhibition indicated their approval
by applause which completely drowned
the strains or tne opening overture m
the Marine Band.

Manufacturers who last year built "big
ulxes" this year are adding light sixes
to their lines. and makers who Isst year
built only "fours' are now building
"sixes" of one Ope or another.

Self-start- er Popular.
The last year has seen the self-start-

and the left side drive Idea gain equal
fwimilaritr. where each was yet a novelty
at last year's exhibition. The self-sta- rt

er needed no friend to plead Its cause
it. ortvuntaers were too apparent. Nor
did the left side drive arrangement have
anr setbacks. .

The stream line body has done more
than anr other influence since the side
door entrance came Into vogue to im
prove the appearance of the automobile.
For moro than a year the various man-

ufacturers have been experimenting with
different designs, and nearly all have at
last struck on patterns that are pleasing
to the eye and that afford the greatest
comfort and convenience to tne occu
pants.

In addition to these changes, the
manufacturers, have achieved a little
more In the way of obtaining better riding
cars. In fact, most of their efforts In
the last few years, since they were re
lieved of their chief worries regarding
motor construction, have been directed
toward producing better looking and
more comfortable machines.

Many Convertible Bodies.
The various convertible bodies found

at the show bear testimony to the amount
of thought the designers have given In
the last year to the problem of producing
the most comfortable car possible. These
bodies may be used in either an open
roadster effect or as coupes. It is posslDle
to make the change in the body with
very little trouble.

Much has been accomplished In tne
designing of extra tonneau seats that
fold entirely out of the way when they
are not In use. Compartments In the
back of the front seats and in the ton-
neau floor are used to hide the Idle seats
In several Instances.

In equipping their products with the
latest devices designed for the comfort
and convenience of the motorist the
manufacturers have outdone all of their
previous efforts. "One-man- " tops form
probably one of the most notable Im-

provements In this respect.
Whlle there have been no noticeable

changes in motor construction beyond
the Increase In small Dore. high-spee- d

engines; there have been brought out
within the year some Important me-
chanical changes In the cars. Chief of
these are a two-spe- rear axle, which
Is on display In one section at the show,
and an electric gear shifting device,
which also Is exhibited in such a man-
ner that the public may see its

Senator Overman Introduced a resolu
tion In the Senate yesterday, authorising
the President to begin negotiations at
once with Japan and other powers, look-
ing to the of the
Philippines;

The resolution provided that the neu-
trality of the Philippines. In the event of
any war "between the nations of the
earth," Is to be provided for by stipula-
tions In treaties. The resolution declares
as a matter of that the Filipinos
should be Independent as soon ss It Is
possible to confer such Independence on
them in justice to themselves and with
honor to the United The resolu-
tion authorizes the president to negotiate
with England. France, Germany, Russia.
Spain and Italy.

The resolution was referred to the
Senate Committee on Foreign Relations,
where It will receive attention very soon.
Chairman Bacon Is to be fa-

vorable to the plan for the Independence
of the Filipinos, but It Is If a
majority of the committee agree with
him. Senator Hitchcock, of Nebraska, a

member of the committee,
said yesterday afternoon that he thought
It wise to the outcome of the ex-

periment of giving the Filipinos control
cf the Commission, and the
upper house of the Philippine assembly.
He predicted that no favorable action
would be taken on the resolution at this
session of Congress.
