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Good Work, Mr. President

There is a fine and helpfnl spirit

in the President's message, deliv

ered yesterday in person and with
intpressiveness. Throughout the
country there will he general sat-

isfaction that Mr. Wilson has heen

true to what his friends predicted

for him at this time, and that his

latest utterance breathes forth not
slaughterings and lightnings, hut
friendliness and good will.

It is manifest that whatever may

he done will not be done precipi-

tately. And for that all those busi-

ness men who have had their breath
carried away by the celerity ot the
tariff reformation and by the swift-

ness of the new currency measure

will heave a sigh of relief and will
take their walk to the office this

morning, with their pulses barely

above normal again. And all those
wage-earner- s, whose dinner pails

are empty and we regret to say

that there are still more of them

than the glowing reports made by

Secretary of Commerce Redficld
would indicate will pluck up cour-

age and hope for a speedy resump-

tion of manufacturing activity. In
which hope although our own din

ner pail is fairly well filled, thank
you we devoutly share.

Of course, when it comes to en-

acting into statute the President's
various recommendations, the con-

stitutional lawyers all over, as well
as the lawmakers up at the Capitol,
are going to have a busy time.
Whether you can legislate so as to
forbid Tom Jones and Jack Robin-

son from forming and owning
purely as a matter of convenience
to themselves a little corporation
whose business it shall be to hold
certain securities which Tom and
Jack formerly owned, we are a lit-

tle uncertain. Certainly, if we are
going to prohibit all holding com-

panies, as the President suggests,
Tom and Jack will have to quit.
And yet that little corporation of
theirs may be the most innocent,
and, in fact, helpful device in the
world for them, never designed and
never destined to harm a soul. In
other words, some big holding com-

panies may have worked injury,
but a lot of others good. Shall we
execute all of them just so as to de-

stroy the few? Perhaps it is nec-

essary. It isn't for us to say any-

way, we won't worry about it yet
awhile.

There is just one phrase in Mr.
Wilson's message that sounds al-

most too much (please accept our
humble apologies, Mr. President)
like the muckrakers. It is that one
where he talks about "the great
harm and injustice which has been
done to many, if not all, of the great
railroad systems of the country by
the way in which they have been
financed and their own distinctive
interests subordinated to the inter-

ests of the men who financed
them," &c.

You're wrong, Mr. President, if
you don't mind our saying so. Some

of the railroads may have suffered
injury in the way you say, but
mighty few of them, and as for "if
not all," that is absurd. Somebody

must have misinformed the Presi-

dent as to'the railroads. Or perhaps
.he has drawn general conclusions
v(which is always a dangerous thing

' to do) from a few much-heralde- d

instances. Some day all the "facts
about all the railroad financing will
come out, and we believe that Mr.
Wilson and the whole country will
he delighted when they learn how
conservatively, economically,- - aad
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Last summer our national legislators

bad to be industrious, at least the Dent
ocrats were kept busy, and from that
time to this there has been little let up
in their activities. Now it is predicted
this, session will be short, and while
that is counting the chickens 'before
they are hatched, yet there, really is
more hope than last year- - for an early
adjournment .because of the 'natural
anxiety of the majority to get home and
fix their fences for the fall campaign.

the employes gained what, they con-

tended for the reinstatement of two
of their fellows who had been dis-

charged, and the right of the strikers
to take up again their former employ-

ment, without prejudice.

SPOILSMEN BOW

TO WHITE HOUSE

Civil. Service Richer Denied
4 Support of the Good

Roads Project.

BOTH MAKE CONCESSIONS

Change in Program Follows An- -

nouncement of Wilson's

Attitude.

Through concessions both by the spoils-

men and good roads enthusiasts In Con-
gress to the attitude of the Progressives
and' the White House, the atmosphere
which has been clouding around the post-offi-

appropriation bill cleared percepti-
bly yesterday. These are the concessions:

1. The good roads people have agretd
not to attempt to tack their 13,000.001
authorization bill on the postofflcs

bill In the form of a legis-
lative rider, and In order to railroad
through, under the protection of one rule,
the spoils provision attacking the civil
service.

2. Chairman Moon and members of ths
Postofflce Committee have Informed th
Rules Committee, before which Is pending
a rule protecting the spoil provision and
other legislative riders from a point of
order that the Postofflce Committee will
accept an amendment to the spoils rider
which will require assistant postmasters,
before going under the civil service, to
undergo a competitive examination, sim-
itar to that Imposed upon fourth-clas- s
postmasters by Postmaster General
Burleson.

Wonld Limit Debate.
X Chairman Shackleford has introduced

a rule seeking to make his good roads
bill Immediately privileged and to limit
debate on the measure In the House to
eight hours, and to limit substitutes of-

fered as amendments, to one.t The Rules Committee hss given Chair-
man Shackleford to understand that soma
rule, intended to expedite the pssaaga
of the good roads bill, probably Kill ba
out by the Rules Committee, but that de-

bate will not be limited to eight hours.
The probability Is that the debate will
stretch over four legislative days with
the final vote on the fifth, if so much
time shall be required.

Whether this change ot program will ba
acceptable to the President is, of course,
problematic There Is no question but
what It was brought about by the strong
hints Mr. Wilson conveyed to his friends
that neither the civil service provision
nor the good roads rider to the postofflce
appropriation bill would be acceptable
to him. Mr. Wilson made known his at-
titude, as reported in these columns.
Monday, and yesterday saw an immediate
change of plan.

Not an Unmixed Victory.
The civil service compromise would

not be an unmixed victory for either
side, and does not promise any improve-
ment in efficiency over the present
method of selecting assistant postmas-
ters, who come up from among civil
service employes in their respective of-

fices and at the designation of the post-
master. It would, however, be prefer-
able to the Moon plan, which contem-
plates exempting these ZV) offices per-
manently from the civil service law.

It Is possible that the progressive ele
ment In the Rules Committee will decide
to cut tho civil service rider entirely
from the rule requested by Chairman
Moon. In which event the obnoxious pro-
vision would go out of the bill on a point
of order. General debate on the post-offi-

bill ended In the House yesterday
and the measure went under the te
