"Heaven on earth Is quite as Important
as a heaven In the world hereafter. The
latter usually follows In the wake of the
former." declared Rev. Dr. James fc'hern.
Montgomery, pastor of the Metropolitan
Memorial M. II Church, In his sermon

esterday morning. Taking as his sub
ject, The Victory of Achievement Over
Common Foes. Rev. Dr. Montgomery
discussed the Influence environment ex-

erts on the human character. He said
in part:

"In that day when there were saints
in Caesar s household Justice of even-kin- d

waa on the cross, and it had the
bark of an Infuriated dog. In that hour
the black King Nero was both assessor
and receiver of the poor man's poses-
sions. Hell was close at hand: God
Almighty's sunshine was always shut out.
Issuing from sepulchers, foul and fear
ful, wretched hovels, sweating vats, and
alleyw a s these servants and stablemen
were like unto black shadows the wreck-
age upon the shore-lin- e of human exis
tence. The cupidity and corruption ot
the court and nobility combined to make
these the dregs and outcasts of society

"Yet what a glory and a renown! For
while these rejected and despised ones
wore their crown of thorns In the pres
ence of licking flames of every kind ot
unspeakable sin, they held on to their
goodness.

"Ordinarily environment counts and
tells tremendously upon human character.
Men are men and they have the right of
attention, fellowship, and Justice. They
resent charity. When he moves and
lives In scualld animalism, the virus of
hate grows In his blood and he stajs
moodily apart and fans a growing flame
In his breast. Religion is simply business-disinfecte- d.
