ROYALTY PLAN VISITS.

President Polncare Will Pay Hi
Respects to the Csar.

Paris, Jan. 3L Arrangements are being
made between the French Premier and
the Russian ambassador In Paris for the
visit of President Poincare to the Ciar
this year. May or July is mentioned as
the probable date. Later In the year the
Csar will return the President's visit. He
has asked that he may have the oppor-
tunity of seeing some military operations
on a large scale during his visit.

FRENCH STATESMEN

LEARNING TO FENCE

School of Instruction Started as Re-

sult of Increasing Number

of Duels.

EXPERT TEACHERS EMPLOYED

Paris, Jan. 31. Duelling among mem-

bers of the Chamber of Deputiea Is be-

coming so common that a fencing school
for members has been established In (he
Palais Bourbon. The subscription fee to
the school is 320 a year, the main upkeep
of the school coming from the pockets
of the taxpayers.

For his fee of 120 the member receives
instructions in fencing from the best
masters, the use of fine bathrooms, and
is supplied with free foils and masks.

The most prominent members are M.
Klotz, minister of the Interior, and M,
Laferre, trie leading French Free Mason.
M. Clemenceau also looks in for an occa-
sional lesson, but the fencing masters
have little to teach him, as the "Tiger"
is already an expert.

The deputies and the municipal coun-
cillors of Paris have all kinds of ad-
vantages besides the rigljt to free tickets
and first-cla- accommodations on all
the French railway, and their comfort-
able salaries. In the chamber there is a
smoking room, at which drinks and food
is given away, and cigars sold at very
low prices.

TO SAVE HISTORIC SPOTS.

Flsrht Being; Marie to Preerve
Lntln Qnarter and Montmartre.

Paris. Jan. 31. M. Robaglla, a mem-

ber of the municipal council, is mak-
ing a fight for the preservation of
characteristic features of the historic
quarters of Paris. He proposes to es-

tablish a system of control over pri-
vate building enterprise by means of
a board, which shall spend KO0.OCO

in acquiring buildings of artistic or
historical Interest and sites for new
squares and gardens, and In encour-
aging private owners to preserve or
add to the beauty of their own prop-
erty.

Montmartre and the Latin Quarter,
to the regret of the lovers of the pic-
turesque, have changed much In ap-
pearance In the last ten years. Large
blocks of modern flats have been built,
on the order of those popular In Berlin.

Recently a great outcry has been
raised over proposed alterations In the
St. Louis, which would Involve the
destruction of several fine old houses
famous in the history of the city.

The board which M. Robaglla pro-
poses would be composed of deputies
and municipal councillors, besides
members of the Institute, prominent
artists, and journalists.

PREHISTORIC BONES DUG ITP.

London, Jan. 31. The bones of a man,
woman, and two children, thought to
belong to the Bronze Age (2,000 to 1400
B. C.) have been unearthed by Tharlow
Leeds, of Oxford, during archaeological
excavations at Eye. near Peterborough.

One child, an Infant, had apparently
been cremated. A decorated pot, a fine
lance-hea- d, and some animals' bones also
were found.
