It
was their claim that if Deputy Chief
Sullivan was suspected af having been
negligent or derelict in any way, he
should be brought to book, formally ac-
cused and tried. Whatever the motives
of Commissioner Siddons—and there is
no reason to believe he was prompted
by any other than kindly feclings—his
plan for the retirement of the deputy
chicf miscarried. Mr. Sullivan would
not ask for retirement. Since that time
it has been very nearly inevitable that
there should be a real trial of the case.

That the Commissicners have formal-
ly ordered one for February 12 will
give general satisfaction. Both Com-
missioner Siddons and Deputy Chief
Sullivan will thus lay before the public
what evidence is pertinent and material,
and the people will be informed how
their very important official, the deputy
chief, conducted himself.

The case is not one for acrimonious
disputations. It is, however, one re-
quiring complete investigation and a
final and ultimate disposition. Both
Deputy Chief Sullivan and the other
officials of the fire depariment whose
names have been mentioned in connec-
tion with the affair, and the District
Commissioners are looked to by the
people, to whom they are similarly,
though not quite equally, responsible,
for a satisfactory explanation of a very
distressing matter.
