With the prospect of' an early spring
boom in District realty, especially In
northwest, curiously enough., northwest
property is leading in the choice for loan
security.

.Two, One Her FUnce, Held Pending
. Investigation of Anna McDon-

nell's Mysterious Death.

ACCIDENT, MURDER OR SUICIDE

.Philadelphia, Feb. L After twenty-fou- r

hours' Investigation of the mysterious
drowninc last night of Anna McDon
nell, seventeen years .old. the police con

fess themselves unable to decide" whether
the girl's death was due to accident, mur-
der or suicide.
.At 7 o'clock the young woman left her
homa telllnc her mother "she was going
to a moving picture show with her
cousin. Five' hours later a policeman,
hearing a woman s scream, followed by
the shouts of a man, ran to the Spruce
street pier, arriving in time to hear a
loud splash. Two young men, Arthur
Hunter and Charles M. Haney. were
gazing; apparently horror-stricke- n, over
the rail Into the Delaware River. The
men told the policemen that Miss Mc-

Donnell had jumped into the river.
After the first splash there was no

sound and police boats were called to
search the river and grapple for the body
around the pier. Their efforts, so far,
have been fruitless.

Hunter.who was engaged to be mar--
'ried'.to Miss McDonnell, and Haney, who
formerly was a circus perfornier, were
arrested. and held pending .the .recovery
of . the body.- Hunter said , he and. the
Xirl were' to have been married, in' Cam
den today. - .

Both.men declare the young woman ran
away from them.as they reached the
pier.- and Jumped .overboard before" they
could prevent Jier.

The girl's "'mother' said the young
woman appeared to berery happy when
she left home.

The finding of a woman's hat upon the
pier had complicated --the mystery, as the
young woman, when' she. left home, wore
no hat. -
