The production was remarkable
fpr the beauty of its scenes and cos-
tumes; the smoothness and swiftness of
its movement, as well as for artistic and
convincing characterizations, presented,
without exception, by both Miss Anglln
and her company of Shakespearean
players.

Miss Anglin's Viola proves a capti-
vating medley of clever wit and ab-
sorbing romance; almost human, and
consistently feminine despite tho disguise
of doublet and hose more than ever one
of the most charming and capricious of
MiaKespcaro s women as molded by the
brain and heart of an actress than whom
there is none who has greater mastery
of the lights and shadows of dramatic

Not only docs Miss Anglln deserve
the highest praise for the color and ro-

It Is the first serious offense with which
Capt. Fullam has had to deal since he
assumed the superlntendency ten days
ago. The offense Is punishable by dis-
missal under the regulations, and while
the local authorities would not discuss
the result of the board's inquiry, it is
believed a recommendation for dismissal
has been forwarded to Washington.

Appeals Made to Daniels.
Appeals were made to Secretary of the

Navy Daniels yesterday on behalf ot
three midshipmen uf the first-cla- ss at
Annapolis, whose dismissal has been
recommended following an investigation
of charges of "gouging," and of cheat-
ing In examinations. The midshipmen
concerned are Clinton I McCiure. of
Kansas; William D. Bungert. of New
jersey, and Charks A McGowan, of
Maine.
' Midshipmen Bungert and McGowan are
accused of giving false testimony in the
Investigation of the charge that McCiure
brought into' the examination room cer-
tain notes used as an aid in answering
the questions. Midshipman McCiure
claims he was falsely accused, and as-
serts that the notes he was seen to use
were Jotted down In the examination
room, after he had begun work on his
paper.
